Girl Scouting Leads To
Career of Richardson

When LyndaRichardsonwas grow-
ing up in Richmond, Virginia, her fa-
vorite activity was camping with her
Girl Scout troop. Today camping is a
part of her professional life as a wild-
life photographer whose work takes
her on assignment to remote places
all over the world. Richardson says
that outdoor skills are just one of the
things she learned in Girl Scouts that
continue to play an important role in
her adult life.

The following is only a part of a
letter on the cemetery at the fort.

Onthe NW 1/4 NW 1/4 Sec. 55, we
found an old cemetery. The plat, about
one acre in Extentis enclosed with an
iron post and barbed wire fence. Said
fenceis quite probably the property of
the United States and is of some
value where it now stands, but is
probably of no value to remove. Your
appraisers deem it their duty to call
especial attention to this cemetery.
The remains of some ten or twelve
citizens, employees at Fort Elliott,
and Indian Scouts are still buried in
said Cemetery. The remains of sol-
diers buried there were removed un-
der contract.

Head boards and one marble slab
shows the following:

Sallie Walker, daughter of First
Lieutenant Mark Walker, died Dec.
23, 1876.

Hattie L., daughter of William H.
and M. L. Crisp, died July 31, 1887,

Bertie Page, civilian died July 4,
1884,

Ge-Hoosee-nha, Cheyenne Indian
Scout, died Oct. 22, 1885.

19, 1887.

Crooked Leg, Indian child, died
Sept. 27, 1887.

There
is also a windmill on this tract that is
the property of Stine Bros. Mobeetie,
Texas.

On the NW 1/4 NE 1/4 Sec. 53,
about 6 acres are broken out in the
Northwest comer.

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$500 Cash Award Given Allison School

A monetary award in the amount of
$500 was made to Allison ISD as part
of the Texas Successful Schools
Awards System (TSSAS), Don Dav-
enport, superintendent of the Allison
Independent School District, an-
nounced today.

The schools are being recognized for
gains in student performance on indi-
cators that are part of the Academic
Excellence Indicator System (AEIS),
more commonly known as the state's
school report card. The Allison ISD
school is among 790 cash-winning
schools statewide receiving awards
for exemplary, recognized, or accept-
able performance and rankings inthe
top 25 percent of all campuses in the
same unique comparison group state-
wide, with respect to growth on the
Texas Learning Index (TLI) derived
for the Texas Assessment of Aca-
demic Skills (TAAS) reading and
mathematics tests given to Grades 3
through 8, and 10.

Theawards are based on spring 1999
performance on the TAAS test which
measures performance in reading,
writing, and mathematics. Schools
also had to meet performance stan-
dards for dropout and attendance
rates.

Cash awards ranging from $500 to
$5,000 per school were given, de-
pending on the number of students
served at the school. In the exem-
plary category, schools had at least
90 percent of all students and stu-

dents in each student pbp'ulation
group (White, African American, His-

panic, and Economically Disadvan-
taged) passing each section of the
TAAS, a 1997-98 dropout rate of 1
percent or less for all students and
each student group, and a 1997-98
attendance rate of 94 percent or
greater.

In the recognized category, schoolsg
had at least 80 percent of all students
and thosein each studentgroup pass-
ing each section of the TAAS, a drop-
out rate of 3.5 percent or less for all
students and each student group.
And an attendance rate of at least 94
rercant.

out rate of 6.0 percent or less for all
students and each student group,
and an attendance rate of at least 94
percent. :

The Wheeler area has an abun-
dance of wild turkeys and the annual
turkey season draws the attention of
hunters from overthe nation. Wheeler
has received national coverage over
the past seven years through maga-

zine newspaper articles.
