The U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture's Conservation Reserve Program 
may be farmers' best bet to make a 
profit on highly erodible cropland and 
defray some of the cost of conserva-
tion. 

"According to USDA rules, com-
pliance with the conservation provis-
ions of the 1985 Food Security Act 
requires farmers who plan to cultivate 
highly erodible cropland after January 
1, 1990, to develop a conservation 
plan by 1990," said Fred Allison, 
district conservationist for the USDA 
Soil Conservation Service at Wheeler. 
"They must also protect their land 
against soil erosion with applied 
conservation practices by 1995 if they 
want to participate in USDA pro-
grams. These practices may include

conservation tillage systems, terraces, 
grassed waterways, striperopping, or 
other practices." 

CRP offers farmers cost sharing and 
annual rental payments to convert this 
highly erodible cropland to permanent 
vegetation, and a chance to bypass 
expensive conservation treatment, 
retain eligibility for USDA programs, 
and ensure a return on this land. 

"Most land fitting the highly 
erodible criteria is not only difficult to 
protect against erosion, but often 
produces poor crop yields and has a 
low profit potential," Allison said. 
"Most times, payments provided 
under the Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram offer farmers greater rates of 
return to this land." 

Under the CRP, farmers receive 
cost sharing to establish grass, trees, 
or wildlife plantings on highly erod-
ible costs of establishment. Annual 
rental payments are bid by the farmer 
and extend for 10 years, the lenght of 
the CRP contract. The permanent 
vegetation must be maintained during 
this time, and harvesting will not be 
permitted. 

The Conservation Reserve is 
authorized by Congress to continue 
until 1990, a total of five years, as long 
as funds are appropriated. Currently, 
funds have been appropriated through 
September of this year. 

In the last four signups, farmers 
submitted bids on a total of 2.3 million 
acres in Texas. 

A fifth CRP signup period has been 
announced by the Secretary to begin 
July 20 and end July 31, 1987. Signup 
will be at the Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation Service office 
located at Wheeler. Allison said that 
all programs and service of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture are pro-
vided without regard to race, color, 
national origin, sex, age, handicap, 
religion, or marital status.
