Water District Topic of Townhall Meeting

The Chamber of Commerce
of Wheeler sponsored a Town-
hall meeting Tuesday evening.
The topic of the meeting was
the creation of the Wheeler
County Water Supply District.
County citizens are being ask-
ed to vote Saturday to decide
the fate of the district.

Donald Rives, president of
the Wheeler Chamber of Com-
merce served as the emcee for
the evening. Serving on the
panel to answer the questions
was Fred Parkey of the Red
River Authority in Wichita
Falls, Doug Carrom, of
Austin, attorney for Red River
Authority, Pete Burton, Wood-
row Sims and M. Kent Sims—
the latter three are members
of the temporary Wheeler
County Water Supply District
board.

Kent Sims made an opening

address explaining creation of
the temporary district and the
powers of the district if creat-
ed. A water district, according
to Sims, (1) can do flood
control, (2) control waste dis-
posal, (3) drill wells, (4) im-
pound water, (S) contract for
water from subdivisions or
individuals, (6) has condem-
nation powers and (7) levy ad
valorem taxes which would
require a special election. (A
tax cannot be levied without
the vote of the poeple to be
taxed.)

The meeting was opened for
questions from the audience—
an estimated S0 people—
following the statement by
Sims. The water district was
the issue to be disscussed—
not the proposed dam; but the
audience would not allow the
two to be separated.

The water in
Sweetwater Creek is owned
60% by the State of Texas and
40'4 by the State of Oklahoma
pursuant to the Red River
Compact. The Red River Com-
pact was entered into between
Texas and the States of Okla-
homa, Louisiana and Arkansas
in 1978.

The ground water in Wheeler
County is owned by indivi-
duals with current record title.
These individuals can do
whatever they wish with those
water rights and can sell them
to anyone without interference
by any political entity, includ-
ing the Wheeler County Water
Supply District if approved by
the voters.

In other words the election
and approval of the Wheeler
County Water Supply District
and the temporary board, will
have no effect on Wheeler

County retaining its water
rights.
To the contrary, the bill

which created the Wheeler
County Water District states in
Section 7 ‘‘(a) The district may
acquire any existing water
system, sewer system, oOr
water and sewer system that
serves all or part of the
territory located inside or out-
side the district boundaries.”’
The district will have the
power to condemn any pro-
perty it needs.

Further, if approved by the
voters, the Water District will
have broad powers, “including
the right to issue revénue
bonds without voter approval.
This means that the Water
District could issue such bonds
to finance the Sweetwater
Creek Reservoir Project or any
other project without going to
the voters first.

Also, the Water District
does have taxing powers. Sub-
ject to voter approval, the
Water District can issue bonds
which will be paid off by taxing

Receive Sales
Tax Check

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock Thursday, July 14, sent
checks totaling $35.1 million to
974 cities that levy the one-
percent city sales tax.

Wheeler County had reciev-
ed $106,795.66 in the sales tax
for the year; this money is
shared by Wheeler, Shamrock
and Mobeetie. Wheeler has
received 32,503.30 to date in
1983 from the 1% sales tax;
the most recent check was in
the amount of $1,910.29. Mo-
beetie has received $9,158.88
for the year and Shamrock has
received $65,133.48.

The county-wide payments
reflected a 16% decrease over
the same period last year; the
payments totaled $127,155.32.
With the July check last year,
Wheeler had received $41,308.
S3; Mobeetie had received
$6,781.00 and Shamrock’s
portion was $79,065.36.

““Our total payments to
cities so far this year are still
running about one percent

behind last year,’’ Bullock said

in sending the July checks to
the cities. ‘‘lTexas was slow to

enter the national recession
and we are still lagging behind
in the recovery. Most major
Texas cities are beginning to
show higher tax receipts than
last year, but the border and
oil and gas producing areas
are still substantially behind.”’

Houston received the larg-
est check—$6.8 million—
bringing this year’s total to
$75.8 million, down 9 percent
from 1982. Dallas’ payment
totaled $4.2 million for a total
$45.9 million, up 8 percnet
from last year. San Antonio’s
payment was $2.1 million,
putting 1983 receipts at $22.6
million, a 8 percent increase.

Austin’s July payment was
$1.5 million, bringing the
year's total to $15 million, 15
percent over last year. Fort
Worth received $1.3 million to
put the city’'s 1983 total at
$14.8 million, up 8 percent
from 1982. El Paso’s check
was $798,000 with 1983 total

Protect your trans-
planted seedlings from high
temperatures, drying winds
and low moisture. Once a
cauliflower plant is severely
stressed due to lack of
water, it seldom recovers
and most often remains
stunted. Right after trans-
planting, water your plants
well and mulch them with
plenty of straw or hay.

Cauliflower grows best
in a soil with a pH between
6.0 and 7.5. If you have
high acid soil, like in East
Texas, you’ll need to add

to 40 pounds of well-aged
barnyard fertilizer per 30
feet of row, worked into the
soil prior to planting, is
adequate.

Set the plants 6 to 18
inches apart on raised beds
that are about 3 feet apart.
Beds that are about 6 inches
high and 14 to 16 inches
wide are good for the drain-
age cauliflower requires.

To promote vigorous,
early growth, use a starter
solution on your trans-
plants. Approximately 6
weeks after transplanting,
or when the plants are
about two-thirds grown,
side-dress them with one

well watered, and check for
insects regularly, especially
cabbage loopers, which can
be controlled easily with the
biological insecticide Bacil-
lus thuringiensis.

When the head starts

to form, tie the leaves
together to keep it
blanched. If you have

planted one of the new
hybrids, you should have a
beautiful head of cauli-
flower about 65 days after
transplanting.
