As |
listened to this information, my ini-
tial, but silent reaction was: “So
what.”

| believe that the ultimate goal of
Bible study is application and not
merely knowledge. THe Apostle
Paul declared that the Word of God

is “—inspired by God and profitable
for teaching, for reproof, for correc-
tion, for training in righteousness—
" He then added. “—That the man
of God may be adequate, equipped
for every good work.” (Il Timothy
3:16-17)

While this text is usually a “proof
text” for the inspiration of the Bible,
it also emphasizes that the purpose
of the Bible is to produce a godly life
not merely a knowledgeable life.
For this reson, serious Bible stu-
dents will ask some important
questions about any Biblical text
that they study. These questions
are.—

1. What problems of life does this
solve?

2. What needs of life does this
lext meet?

3. What course of life does this
text recommend?

With these questions, serious
Bible students will not allow the
unimportant facts of the Bible to
distract from the important facts.
Then they can be godly people not
merely knowledgeable people

The next best thing to whole fruits
and vegetables is their juice. Most of
the nutrients are retained, but nearly
all the fiber is lost.

Orange juice is the leading source
of vitamin C in the American diet. But
orange juice isn't the only juice high in
vitamin C and vitamin C isn’t the only
reason to drink juice.

Here are some of the nutritional
contributions of juices:

*Vitamin C—Allcitrus juices are high
in C, containing up to twice the daily
recommended Dietary Allowance
(RDA) in an eight-ounce glass.

*Beta carotene—Most red or or-
ange-colored juices are rich in beta
carotene. Red or pink grapefruit has
more carotene than white. An eight
ounce glass of carrot juice supplies
six times the amount recommended
by experts.

Eo_l,am-—'l'hls mineral is in
ample supply in most juices, with
carrot, prune, tomato and orange juice
at the top of the list.

*Eolacin—Many juices are good
sources of folacin. Women of child-
bearing age need twice as much of
this B vitamin as other adults.

*lron—Prune juice is the only one
high in iron, containing 30 percent of
the RDA formen, 17 percent of that for
premenopausal women,

*Calcium—Fortified orange juice
contains as much calcium as milk and
may be worthwhile for people who
don'tconsume enough dairy products.

Juices need to be stored properly to
retain close-to-maximum vitamin
content. Vitamin C deteriorates in
contact with oxygen, so the longer
juices sit around exposed to air, the
less vitamin C. Fresh-squeezed juice
has the highest vitamin C content ini-
tially, followed by juice made from
frozen concentrate. Once you get your
canned juice can lasttwoto fourweeks
before there is a serious loss of vita-
min Cto protectthe vitamin Cfrom air,
store the juice in a tightly closed con-
tainer and keep it at 40 degrees or
less.

Watch for the wording on labels
when buying fruit juices. If its labeled
Zuice" it must be 100 percent juice.

Name a mammal, bird or
reptile and chances are it’s
here — transformed into
floor-stomping, cow patty-
kicking footwear. Twelve
thousand belts dangle from
hooks, and 5,000 hats hang
from racks.

“‘Oh, there is something
for everyone,’’ Joe says.

But 27 years ago, the
Rhodes’ business was less
than Texas-sized. Back then
Joe worked at a feedlot, and
Darla raised children.

““I didn’t have the
money to go into town and
get some boots, so I ordered
them directly from Tony
Lama,’’ Joe says. ‘‘My
friends at work heard about
it, and soon I was getting
boots for them.”’

Word spread about Joe’s
boot connections, and soon
the Rhodeses were selling
boots out of their garage.
“We kept all the boots in a
barn,”” he says. ‘“All times
of the day, through sand-
storms and rain, we would
go out there and bring back
boots to the garage, which
was the showroom.”’

In 1986 the Rhodeses
bought a 2,000-square-foot
store on U.S. 84 and used it
to augment their business.
Business boomed. A little
later, they scooped up a
nearby 9,200-square-foot
building, and the serious
retailing began.

Although the Rhodeses
have had incredible busi-
ness success, their lives
have not been free of woe.
In 1993, their 21-year-old
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son, Dusty, the youngest of
three children, died in a car
accident.

In a glass display case,
next to a big screen televi-
sion in the back of the store,
lies a large portrait of a
young man with Joe’s
sparkling eyes and easy
grin. Some of the mementos
on display include a letter
from Gov. Ann Richards
expressing her regret.

When talking about his
son, Joe's rowdy, playful,
salesman voice gives way to
something else.

‘“He started selling boots
when he was in diapers,’’
he says, staring at the
ground briefly before look-
ing up. ‘‘He went to Tech
for a while and then came
back and started the hat
department. We figured we
owed him something with
the display case.”’ »

It’s a Tuesday afternoon,
and Joe hobbles through the
store on crutches. A week
earlier, he was roping cows,
and his horse stumbled and
rolled on top of him. When
the horse stood up, it
stepped on Joe’s leg, snap-
ping it.

“Well, heck, I guess I'm
lucky to be alive,”’ Joe says
in a loud, friendly way as he
heads down a boot-lined
aisle. “‘Lucky, lucky. Hey
now, how are you doing?
Are you finding everything
all right? My goodness, now
where are you folks from?"’

““We're from Austin,”’
replies a man in his early
30s.

““Well, I want to thank
you folks for stopping in
Muleshoe,’” Joe booms.

Joe chats a moment
longer, then hobbles off.
Another man, topped with a
large black hat, wearing
socks and no shoes, walks
by. ‘‘Hey, you finding
everything? Doing all right?
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Can I help you find some-
thing?"’ Joe asks.

‘I was looking for the
size 7's,”’ the man says. ‘‘I
have a small foot.”

““Where you from?"’ Joe
asks.

“‘Michigan.”’

‘‘Hey, we appreciate
you coming in,’”’ Joe says
with a big grin as he points
toward a distant aisle.
“‘Now, just go over there,
and we will try to fit you.”’

‘‘Hey, do you play the
piano?’’ Joe asks. ‘‘There is
one over there, and if you
play a song, you get a 10
percent discount.”’

Taking a stroll around
the store, it is clear that
Joe's Boot Shop is a success
for reasons that go beyond
the large inventory of west-
ern apparel.

““All you have to do is
meet Joe and you know why
this place is the way it is,”’
says Butch Tucker, who
farms near Maple and has
bought boots from the
Rhodeses since they worked
out of their garage. ‘‘Joe
attracts people.”

In the back of the store,
a 64-inch television is
perched in a wall near a
19th century piano. Visitors
are encouraged to pick up
lariats on hand and rope
wooden cows in a play area.

Although normally busy
any day of the week, the
place gets really packed at
Midnight Madness sales and
annual tent sales. On such
days, the Rhodeses hire
bands and comedians and
dole out free barbecue sand-
wiches and Pepsi with every
boot purchase.

““This place is more than
a western store,”’ Joe says.
“*‘More than anything we
just want people to feel at
home and to have a good
time."’
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Country's Western-Most Town Wants Its Own Government

SULLIVAN CITY,
Texas — Despite its name,
Sullivan City has a way to
go before it becomes a city
in the legal sense.

But a determined group
in this town of 2,430 people
is pushing to incorporate.
Sullivan City 1s Hidalgo
County’s westernmost
town, and some residents
here say they are tired of
being the end of the line, lit-
erally and figuratively.

““We're out in the
boonies and we don’t have
protection from anyone,””
said Ginger Villareal, the
32-year-old University of
Texas-Pan American senior
who is spearheading the
move to incorporate.

Villareal said concerns
include the lack of a police
department, no recreational
areas for youth and limited
services such as water and
sewer.

‘““We have small busi-
nesses that pay taxes to the
state and somebody else is
getting (the money),’”’ Ms.
Villareal said.

About 40 people have
attended three town meet-
ings in the past few months
organized by Ms. Villareal
and nine other committee
members.

This week, the group
will begin circulating a peti-
tion door to door, hoping to
collect the required 65 sig-
natures to call for an incor-
poration election. The peti-
tion will be delivered to
Hidalgo County Judge J.
Edgar Ruiz, who can autho-
rize the election, in which
all community residents
vole.

Zaragoza Flores, chair-
person of the administrative
committee, said some resi-
dents are hesitant about
having to pay additional
taxes. Still, he is confident
Sullivan City one day will
be a city.

“‘If we incorporate,

we're going to have to pay
taxes in Edinburg, La Joya
(school tax) and here,’’
Flores said. ‘‘That’s going
to be a triple whammy."’

Flores said committee
members will try to include
the nearby town of Cuevitas
in their incorporation effort,
but leave nearby Los
Ebanos out. State law
requires a small city incor-
poration to include less than
5,000 people and a four
square mile area, according
to Flores, a retired Army
sergeant.

Jose Villalon, owner of
Sullivan City Drive-Inn on
Expressway 83, said
increased police protection
is vital as the community
continues to grow.

In 1961, only 60 families
lived in Sullivan City, he
said. Since then, that num-
ber has climbed to more
than 500 families.

Sullivan City has more
residents than nearby
Palmview, which has its
own police department. The
neighboring city of La Joya
has 2,696 inhabitants —
roughly 200 more than
Sullivan City.

‘“We have no police pro-
tection. We belong to the
county, but they never show
up,”’ Villalon said. ‘‘There
are many juveniles that are
causing so much damage."

A sheriff’s deputy is on
duty in Sullivan City only
on weekdays, but responds
to weekend calls. Reserve
deputy constables who once
patrolled the area in county
cars recently were ordered
to stop because of liability
ISsues.

Villalon said businesses
such as H.E.B. and Wal-
Mart have shown interest in
moving to town, but say
without adequate services
such as water, police and
fire departments, they can't
move in.

“*A lot of companies
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have been checking us out,
but they all say the same
thing — “You have to be a
city,” "’ he said.

La Joya Water Supply
Corporation, which services
the area, does not provide
fire hydrants.

La Joya Mayor Rodolfo
Farias said he supports the
residents” moves, as long as

PASADENA, Calif.
(AP) — Even the sedate,
silken atmosphere of the
Ritz-Carlton hotel couldn’t
help warring network exec-
utives muster civility.

The occasion was the
regular January gathering of
the Television Critics
Association, a forum for
networks to showcase their
new programs.

Among the broadcasters,
Fox Broadcasting Co. was
particularly eager for a turn
at the podium. And NBC
breezily tried to whack Fox
with it.

All-American NBC is in
the midst of an anti-Fox
offensive, complaining to
the Federal
Communications
Commission that Fox is hid-
ing illegal foreign owner-
ship behind its leader,
Australian-turned-U.S.-citi-
zen Rupert Murdoch.

“‘I think it says some-
thing about a person who
would renounce his citizen-
ship to buy some (TV) sta-

tions,’’ said NBC West
Coast President Don
Ohlmeyer.
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they are aware of the
responsibilities that come
with being a city.

Many cities in western
Hidalgo County have incor-
porated in recent years in
order to access federal
funds, Farias said.

““Everybody wants their
piece of the pie,’’ Farias
said.

NBC wants the FCC to
take action against Fox if
Murdoch’s company 1s

Ohlmeyer said.

Fox is also playing fast
and loose in other areas,
NBC claims, such as
bypassing its lack of a San
Diego affiliate by broad-
casting between the city and
Tijuana, Mexico.
