Fed. Land Bank
Rate Is Lowered

Interest rates on Land Bank
variable rate loans will be
reduced to 11.25 percent on
farm loans and to 11.75 per-
cent on farm-related business
and rural residence loans, said
Talmadge P. Porter, president
of the Federal Land Bank
Association of Childress.

These rates become effect-
ive January 1, 1983.

““The Land Bank’s objective
is to provide credit to Texas
agriculture at the lowest pos-
sible cost, consistent with
sound business practices,”’
said Thomas H. Benson, pres-
ident of the Federal Land Bank
of Texas in Austin.

‘““For over two years the
Bank’s average cost of funds
consistently has been higher
than the loan rate,”’ Benson
continued. ‘‘However, for the
past four months, we have
begun to see a decline in bond
costs.

‘‘As a result of this decline,
we are able to reduce the
Bank's loan interest rate,’’ he
said. ‘““We hope that the
decline in bond interest rates
will continue, allowing us to
make further reductions in the
loans rate.’’
