SERVICES TO HELP STUDENTS
UNDERSTAND TEST RESULTS

Three new services to help
students and school officials
better understand and inter-

pret scores on the PSAT have
been introduced by the Col-
lege Board to coincide with
this year’s national test date of
October 19, according to Dew-
ey Shepard, director of guid-
ance at Wheeler High School.

The three services are:

1. A Summary of Answers
Report, which indicates how
many students in each school,
district, or state chose each
answer to each question on the
test, as compared to all stud-
ents taking the test.

2. State Summary Reports of
Sophomores, which show ca-
reer choices, intended college
majors, ethnic background,
and similar demographic data,
identical to information cur-
rently provided for juniors.
3. A Counselor’s Guide to
Helping Students Learn from
the PSAT/NMSQT, a new
publication designed for coun-
selors to help students more
clearly grasp the general na-
ture of the tests and the
implications of their test re-
sults.

Students also receive, be-
fore taking the test, a Student
Bulletin containing a complete
test with an answer key and
scoring instructions; a Report
of Student Answers, in Dec-
ember, including the corrected
answers and their own re-
sponses and score; the test
booklets so that they can
review the original questions;
and a booklet, About Your
PSAT/NMSQT Scores, that
helps them to interpret their
test results and to plan for
college.

The PSAT/NMSQT is co-
sponsored by the College
Board and the National Merit
Scholarship  Corporation.
Since 1959, more than 25.5
million students have taken
the test, which measures ver-
bal and mathematical abilities.

By taking the test, students
discover how they rank among
juniors across the country.

ORDINANCE NO. 14

AN ORDINANCE PROHIB-

ANY NON-CULTIVATED
PLANT ABOVE THE HEIGHT

Section 1. It shall be unlawful

ORDINANCE # 13
AN ORDINANCE by the City

Sec. 2. The term ‘‘person’’ as
used herein shall be construed
to include both singular and
plural, and shall mean and
embrace any individual, corp-
oration, association, partner-
ship, or sociey, and their
agents, servents, and employ-
ees.
Sec. 3. Penalty. Any person
who shall violate any of the
provisions of this article shall
be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall be fined not
exceeding One Hundred Dol-
lars ($100.00); and each and
every day of such violation
shall be deemed a separate
and complete offense.
Sec. 4. That the public impor-
tance of this measure and the
fact that it is to the best
interest of the Inhabitant of
the municipal corporation to
adopt and accept the provi-
sions of and the amendments
thereto, at the earliest possible
date constitues rule providing
for ordinance be past and take
effect as an emergency mea-
sure, and such rule and provi-
sion is accordingly suspended
and this ordinance is passed as
an emergency measure, and
shall take effect and be in full
force from and after this
passage, and it is so ordained.
PASSED AND APPROVED

At the expiration of
ten (10) days after notification
as provided in Section 3, the
City of Mobeetie may enter
upon such premises and may
do such work as necessary or

Section 5. A bill for the cost
incurred by the City of Mobe-
etie resulting from the abate-
ment of the condition existing
by reason of the owner's
failure to comply with Section
2 shall be added to the owner's
trash bill and/or shall be
mailed to the owner of the
premises and must be satisfied
within thirty (30) days of the
date of mailing of the bill. In
addition to all other costs, an
administrative charge of fif-
teen dollars ($15.00) shall be
added to cover the City’s cost
of inspection, reinspection,
mailing, publication, book-
keeping and other related
administrative expenses.

(a) In the event that the bill

has not been satisfied within
thirty (30) days of the date of
mailing of the bill, the Mayor
may file a statement with the
County Clerk of the expenses
incurred in the abatement of
the above described condition
on the premises including the
administrative costs set out in
the Section.
(b) The City of Mobeetie shall
have priviledged lien on any
lot upon which such expense
incurred, second only to tax
liens and liens for street
improvements, for the cost
and the percent (10%) on the
amount from the date such
payment is due as stipulated in
this Section.

(c) For any such expendi-
ture and interest as aforesaid,
suit may be instituted and
recovery and foreclosure had
in the name of the City of
Mobeetie.

(d) The statement made by
the Mayor as provided in
sub-paragraph (a) of this Sec-
tion, or by copy thereof, shall
be prima facie proof of the
amount expended in any such
work performed or caused to
be performed by the City of
Mobeetie.

Section 6. Failure to remove
or cause to be removed all
such grass, weeds or plants or
trash or rubbish, or both,
when notified to do so as set
out in this ordinance, by any
party obligated to do so by this
ordinance, shall be punished
by a fine in any sum not
exceeding fifty dollars ($50.00)
and each day that such viola-
tion shall continue after the
time for abatement as herein
set out shall consitute a separ-
ate offense.

Section 7. All ordinances,
orders, or resolution or parts
thereof, heretofore passed and
adopted by the City Council in
conflict herewith, shall be and
the same are hereby repealed.
Section 8. The validity of any
section, subsection, para-
graph, sub paragraph, sen-
tence, clause, phrase, word or
words shall not invalidate any
part of this Ordinance. It is the
intention of the City Council in
enactng this Ordinance that
the provisions are separable
and no provision hereof shall
become inoperative or fail by
reason of the invalidity of any
other provision.

Section 9. This Ordinance
shall take effect and be in force
from and after October 21,
1982.

Section 10. Publication of this
Ordinance after its passage,
shall be made one(l) time as
provided by the Revised Civil
Statues of the State of Texas,
