GEORGE B. DUNN ||

~ Because ‘of the love and
respect Mobeetie has for
George B. and his family I
would like to write some of the
memories we have of them.

The Dunn family came in
the early days of Mobeetie and
it was Granny Dunn and Mrs.
JJ Long who became concern-
ed because Mobeetie had no
church. They went around
taking donations and were
instrumental in getting the
first Community Church built.
Granny Dunn’s dream was to
see the Methodist Church
completed and her dream was
almost granted. She died
around 1947 and the church
was near enough finished she
was the first funeral held in
the Methodist Church. All
down the years the Dunns
have helped make Mobeetie
what it is today.

At 54 yrs. George B. was
very young to die but as any
rancher would tell you he died
as he would have wanted. In
the clean fresh air and on the
ranch he so loved. He was a
living example of the word
‘Neighbor’’. If you needed
anything he had he would
gladly loan it. He was always
helping his neighbor’s work
the cattle or anything else that
needed done.

Information On
Water System

Mobeetie City Mayor, Jim-
my Selby, with council mem-
bers, Robert Hogan and Don
Moore went to Amarillo,
Tuesday to meet with repre-
sentatives from the Farm
Home Adminstration.

In early 1980, the City
Council became alarmingly
aware of the 62 violations the
Texas Department of Health
had marked against the Mo-
beetie City Water Works. At
this time the City’s governing
body began seeking a solution
to the problem.

A letter in part from District
director, Lee R. Tunnell, fol-
lows: “‘This letter is not to be
considered as a loan approval
or as the availability of a loan
and grant. If FmHa makes the
loan the interest rate will be
that charged at the time of the
loan approval. The facilities
will be operated by the
governing body in accordance
with State laws. All construc-
tion will be on contract docu-
ments as outlined in FmHa
instructions.

After the final plans and
specifications have been ap-
proved in writing by the Texas
State Department of Health
and the FmHa engineer, and
closing instructions have been
issued by the Office of General
Council, construction bids may
be received.

Construction of the water
distribution system will not
begin until the water source
has been proven (if applicable)
and accepted by the borrower,
FmHa, and the Texas State
Department of Health. Ap-
proval by the governing body,
contractor, FmHa engineer, or
District Director is required
before any work is done.

A representative of the bor-
rower will monitor and provide
a report to FmHa on actual
performance during construc-
tion.

The City will execute Form
FmHa 1942-31 Grant Agree-
ment.

The House That

Each year, families from
throughout the Tri-State area
travel hundreds of miles
bringing their children to Am-
arillo hospitals and other med-
ical centers for treatment of
hundreds of childhood diseas-
es. Hospital treatment for
these children often takes
weeks, even months. For the
families, anxiety over the
child’s illness is compounded
by the lengthy stay.

Families who come to Ama-
rillo must spend their nights in
hotels or on couches in hospi-
tal lounges. Removed from
other relatives and friends,

TREE PRUNING RULES

By Joe Don King

Pruning season is here. This
is the time of year that many
fruit growers dread most. It's
not that pruning is such a
difficult or overly time-con-
suming task; it's just the
thought of cutting these pre-
cious trees.

The best time to prune your
favorite fruit tree of grapevine
is immediately before it breaks
bud and begins to bloom or
leaf. If you prune any earlier,
buds and blooms are stimula-
ted into early growth. Early
growth plus a late freeze or
frost equals loss of this sea-
son’s fruit crop and possibly
damaged tree.

Pruning makes plants
stronger. If strong branches
are selected which point in
the right direction, then the
whole tree is stronger. A
stronger tree produces and
supports more and larger fruit.
Nothing is more discouraging
than planting and growing a
fruit tree for several years only
to have the first heavy load of
fruit break it down and ruin its
appearance. So prune to select
and strengthen.

Secondly, pruning stimul-
ates. Most fruit is produced on
or from year-old wood. The
peaches and grapes which you
eat this spring were actually
initiated and formed last year.
So, if new growth is not
stimulated each year by prun-
ing, a fruitful plant can be-
come a mass of old, nonpro-
ductive wood. For each year a
tree or vine is neglected,
production is reduced.

The third reason for pruning
i1s to make sure you have not
been too stimulatory as outlin-
ed above. If you prune every
year and follow proper cultural
techniques, the tree or vine
will initiate many more buds
than it can possible support if
all bloom buds turn to fruit. To
prevent too much fruit set and
subsequent limb breakage or
small fruit, much of this
over-productivity can be re-
moved at pruning time. Thin-
ning the fruit probably will still
be recommended, but pruning
helps.

One of the most important
factors in proper pruning is the
pruner’s attitude: The motto of
dedicated pruners is:* “When
in doubt, cut it out.”’ This may
sound harsh, but most novice
pruners remove less wood
than they should.

Remove all dead and
diseased wood first. Then
correct all rubbing branches
by removing one or the other.
Cut out injured branches so

when you're mowing the lawn.

Suckers and watersprouts
are branches which grow from
below the ground or near the
ground. They generally grow
faster than the top of the tree.
Generally, remove sucker
growth as soon as it appears in
the summer. Gardeners some-
times cut the main trunk to let
the vigorous sucker grow. This
Causes a problem if the tree is
grafted since the sucker grows
from the rootstock on which
the desired fruit variety was
grafted. If this is the case, the
sucker will produce an unde-
sirable fruit.

After removing dead and
siseased wood, rubbing
branches, injured branches,
inconvenient branches and
suckers, the next cuts are for
height control. This is espe-
cially true when pruning peach
trees which must be flat-top-
ped and bowl-shaped.

From this point on, consider
the proper shape and design
for the particular fruit tree
being pruned.
