The four stages in the 
property tax process are de-
velopment of tax values; meet-
ing the Board of Review; 
adopting a tax rate; and tax 
collecting. 

The first stage begins on 
January 1 of each year. The 
development of tax values by 
the assessor usually will con-
tinue through July. The ren-
dition period is the time during 
which taxpayers must assert 
their claims for tax relief. Your 
applications have to be filed 
with the Appraisal District. 
The rendition period is be-
tween January 1 and May 1 of 
each year. 

Several forms of tax relief 
are available to Texas taxpay-
ers. Among these are Home-
stead Exemptions, Disabled 
Veterans or Survivors, Produc-
tivity Values. The Homestead 
Exemption and Productivity 
Values must be signed for 
1982, but subsequent years it 
is not necessary to sign unless 
the qualifications change. Dis-
abled Veterans Exemption 
must be signed annually. 

These tax relief measures 
will be described in detail in 
the coming weeks.

Write Clearly 
Postmaster Says 

One of the biggest problems 
postal employees face is illeg-
ible handwriting. "At Christ-
mas time, when mail volumes 
skyrocket, this can become a 
major problem," the Post-
master said today. 

"The use of ZIP Codes by 
mailers does help speed up the 
process because often if the 
city and state are unreadable, 
the ZIP Code will direct the 
mail to the post office from 
which it will be delivered. 
Clerks in that post office, 
being more familiar with local 
residents, may be able to 
figure out the person to whom 
the mail should be delivered." 

Another significant problem 
is the number of parcels 
delayed or actually unde-
livered because or poor wrapp-
ing or packing. The Postmast-
er urged that special care be 
taken to see that each package 
is tightly stuffed and that 
nothing rattles around inside. 

Parcels are generally ship-
ped in bags, and often heavier 
items rest on top of smaller. 
lighter packages. The Post-
master encouraged mailers to 
be a bit cautious and insure all 
packages. 

All parcels should be ad-
dressed on only one side, and 
should have the address writ-
ten somewhere on the inside of 
the package in case the exter-
ior wrapping should come off. 
It is a good idea to also enclose 
a list of the contents. 

Poor packaging and illegible 
or incorrect addressing ac-
count for about half a million 
undelivered parcels each year. 

Use Zip Codes 
The Postmaster reminded 

customers that for the best 
service this Christmas season 
they should use ZIP Codes. 
place their return address in 
the upper left corner of the 
envelope and use proper post-
age.

ANOTHER SPIRIT 
Two weeks ago in my article, I asked if we had 

a different gospel than what Jesus and Paul 
preached.
