Panhandle area citizens will 
have an opportunity to com-
ment on the appropriateness 
of regional drug abuse and 
treatment programs during a 
public session scheduled for 
Thursday, Sept. 17. 

The hearing is being spon-
sored by the Panhandle Health 
Systems Agency. It will be 
held in the Amarillo Hospital 
District Psychiatric Pavilion 
Main Auditorium beginning at 
7:00 p.m. on the 17th. The 
pavilion is located at 7201 
Evans in the Medical Center 
complex. 

The hearing will be con-
ducted by a group of citizens 
volunteers who serve on the 
Appropriateness Review Task 
Force. All comments made 
during the meeting will be-
come part of the permanent 
record of the committee and 
will be used to arrive at 
findings about drug and abuse 
and treatment programs. 

This is one of three tasks 
forces organized by the Pan-
handle Health Systems A-
gency (HSA) to look into 
various facets of the health 
industry in the 25 counties of 
the Panhandle. The other 
group will be looking into the 
status of psychiatric care and 
alcoholism during this month. 
All three reviews must be 
completed by Sept. 29. 

The findings will be review-
ed by the HSA's governing 
body and then be transferred 
to the Texas Health Facilities 
Commission where they will 
be used for statewide health 
planning. 

The reviews being conduct-
ed during this month are a 
continuation of appropriate-
ness investigations that go on 
year round. During the past 12 
months, the agency has spon-
sored reviews of radiation 
therapy, cardiac catheteriza-
tion, open heart surgery, 
emergency medical services, 
and end-stage renal disease. 

The task forces are chaired 
by Amarillo attorney Pamela 
House, Dallam County Judge 
Rebecca King and Dr. Ralph 
LaVarta. an Amarillo chiro-
practor.

Senate Joint Resolution 
8 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would 
allow the legislature to 
authorize cities, towns 
and other taxing units to 
grant exemptions from ad 
valorem taxes on an un- 
productive, 	underdevel- 
oped or blighted area in 
order to encourage its de-
velopment. The amend-
ment would also allow the 
legislature to authorize a 
city or town to issue 
bonds or notes to finance 
this development and to 
pledge future increases in 
ad valorem tax revenues 
from the property in such 
areas to repay these 
bonds or notes. 

The proposed amend-
ment Nvill appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-
ment to authorize cities, 
towns, and other taxing 
units to encourage the 
improvement, develop-
ment, or redevelopment 
of certain areas through 
property tax relief and 
the issuance of bonds 
and notes."

House Joint Resolution 
81 authorizes the govern-
ing body of a county, city, 
school district or other 
political subdivisions to 
exempt from taxation a 
portion of the market 
value of a residence 
homestead. The portion 
exempted may be as 
much as 40% for 1982-
1984; 30% for 1985-1987; 
and 20% for 1988 and af-
ter. The amount of an 
exemption may not he 
less than $5,000 unless 
the legislature by general 
law 	prescribes 	other 
monetary restrictions on 
the amount of the exemp-
tion. An eligible adult is 
allowed to receive other 
applicable 	exemptions 
provided by law. An ex-
ception is made where ad 
valorem tax has previous-
ly been pledged for the 
payment of debt. 

The amendment further 
directs the legislature to 
require that notice be giv-
en to property owners of 
a reasonable estimate of 
tax on their property in 
certain situations.

opment, water conser-
vation, water quality 
enhancement, and flood 
control purposes; au-
thorizing the use of the 
state's credit, not to 
exceed five hundred 
million dollars, to guar-
antee the bonds of ci-
ties, counties, towns, 
and other units of local 
government in the fi-
nancing of projects for 
such purposes; increas-
ing the interest rate 
that may be paid on 
previously 	approved, 
but unissued, state 
bonds; and authorizing 
a program to retire 
state bonds." 

House Joint Resolution

Their "lessons" focus on 
cooperation, positive attitude 
and a bright look to the future. 

History tells us that when 
the economy conditions of a 
given population begin to de-
teriorate, family behavior 
changes to meet economic 
needs. 

Many families return to the 
"extended family system" be-
cause it becomes more difficult 
for individual family members 
to maintainseparate house- old

This means other family 
members come to live with 
"Mom and Dad and the kids". 

Aunt Suzy may come to 
share housekeeping and child- 
care responsibilities in return 
for lodging, or Cousin Bill may 
join the family while he at- 
tends the local university, or a 
grandparent may come to stay 
during the winter months to 
avoid the high cost of heating a 
separate dwelling. 

Not only do family members 
tend to "pull together" during 
times of economic hardship, 
so, too, do friends and com-
munities. 

In fact, it's not unusual for 
non-family members to be-
come part of one's far :- 

During the "depr, 	,c 

era" single individuals \,,Juld 
"hire on" to a family. They 
would help with the field work, 
gardening and other house- 
hold tasks in return for room 
and board and sometimes a 
nominal wage. 

Because these individuals 
lived with the family, they 
often became unofficial "a-
dopted" family members. 

In addition to the creation of 
"extended families," hard 
rimes often create "extended 
communities." 

As resources become 
scarce, it becomes more diffi-
cult to employ individuals who 
can provide services needed 
by the community. So com-
munity members form their 
own committees, task forces 
and work teams to do the 
work--road repairs, traffic con-
trol for special events, road-
side mowing, maintenance of a 
community building and local 
child care, for example. 

Examples given today's 
families by yesteryear families 
who managed well in times of 
economic decline should give 
us faith and confidence in 
ourselves and our families. 

The heritage of our earlier 
families has already proven 
that a poor economy need not 
be our downfall. 

A positive attitude and a 
bright look to the future -- the 
coping tools of yesteryear fam-
ilies -- are still the most valid 
tools for coping with hard 
times today.
