Tax Statements

By Charles Buzzard

In Determining the value of
property, the assessor uses
three common methods:

1. Market Approach-This is
the method most often used,
and it simply asks, ‘‘“What are
properties similar to this sell-
ing for in our jurisdiction?"’
By making a comparison be-
tween the property being val-
ued and other similar proper-
ties which recently have been
sold, the assessor can estimate
what the property would sell
for if placed on the market.
After making a number of such
comparisons, the assessor can
make a highly reliable esti-
mate of the property’s value.
This estimate is then used for
the full market value of the
property on the tax rolls.

2. Income Approach-By
using a rather complicated
procedure, the assessor det-
ermines what an intelligent
investor would be willing to
pay for a property in anticipa-
tion of recovering his invest-
ment plus a reasonable rate of
return. This approach consid-
ers such things at the gross
income of the property, (such
as rent on a building), the
various expenses to maintain
the property, the amount of
money invested, the age and
expected further life of a
structure, and comparisons to
other similar income-product-
ing properties. Property own-
ers seeking additional inform-
ation on this form of valuation
would be well advised to
consult with an appraiser.

3. Cost Approach-This me-
thos is most often used to
determine the value of a
commercial or industrial prop-
erty, such as a shop, plant or
factory. It asks, ‘‘How much
did it cost new, how much has
it depreciated in value due to
age, and how much would it
cost to reproduce?’’ As with
the income approach, owners
of such property usually call on
apppraisal experts to estimate
the value of their shops and
plants.

By using one, combination,
or all of the approaches, the
assessor should be able to
determine values for a certain
class of house. Remember,
the assessor is using a Mass
Appraisal texhnique. Mass
Appraisal is the practice of
appraising several properties
in a short time. To Mass
Appraise, therefore, an asse-
ssor must classify property. 1
will discuss this more in a
couple of weeks.

Immunization
Schedule

Texas Law requires that all
children admitted to an educ-
ational facility must have been
immunized against diptheria,
pertussis (whooping cough),
tetanus poliomyelitis, measl-
es, rubella and mumps.

All records must be dated
with the month and year of
each immunization and signed
by a physician or public health
facility.

1. DPT or Td-At least three
doses are required provided at
least on dose has been receiv-
ed on or after the fourth
birthday. A booster dose is
required every ten years after
the dose obtained on or after
the fourth birthday.

2. Polio-At least three doses
of oral polio are required,
provided at least one dose has
been received on or after the
fourth birthday.

38 Measles-All children
must ahve received measles
vaccine on or after the first
birthday.  All histories of
measles illness must be verif-
ied by a physician’s statement.

4. Rubella-One dose of
rubella vaccine is required
thru age twelve.

S.  Mumps-One dose of
mumps vaccine is required
thru eight years of age.
Beginning September 1, 1980
and each year thereafter, chil-
dren one year older will also be
required to have received
mumps vaccine. All histories
of mumps illness must be
verified by a physician’s stat-
ement.

When a child transfers from
one school to another, a copy
of the immunization record
should be sent within thirty
days.
