LIFEPAK 5 FUND GROWS

The North Wheeler County
Volunteer Ambulance service
is accepting donations for the
purchase of Lifepak S, a por-
table piece of equipment for
use in the treatment of those
patients suffering from heart
problems. In the case of heart
and trama patients, the heart
can be monoritored from the
time the ambulance arrives at
the scene of the incident until
the patient arrives at the
hospital, and in the case of
complete heart failure, Lifepak
S will provide the electrical
shock which may result in the
saving of the patient’s life.

In 1979 with the completion
of the training of seven para-
medics in the county, the
commissioners approved the
purchase of two Lifepak S's—
one for each of the two
ambulance services; these
have been in continuous use
since installation in the am-
bulances. The local ambulance
answered 176 calls in 198C
with sixty of those patients
requiring the use of the Life-
pak S.

Both Wheeler and Shamrock
have an ambulance equipped
with Lifepak S and a third
ambulance (without Lifepak S)
which was used as a ‘‘backup”’
when either of the ambulances
made a transfer. The commis-
sioners recognized the need
for a fourth ambulance after
several double transfers left
the county with only one
ambulance; a new ambulance
was purchased in October and
placed in Wheeler.

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Games We Played

The small country schools
are a thing of the past, and the
games we played at recess are
all but forgotten.

Monday mornings were al-
ways so special. We always
spent the first hour singing
Hymns and quoting verses
from the Bible. I think we all
enjoyed this hour, most of the
entire week.

All the pupils from the
primer through the eighth or
nineth grade numbered no
more than twenty or thirty. We
all played together, and learn-
ed honesty and fairness in our
games of long ago just as
students do today in ball-
games. The older children
watched out for the little
beginners. The small fry took
their attitudes from the older
childen.

One game I remember was
called, Needles Eye. We sang
a little song as we played this
game, usuallly two of the
larger children were the lead-
ers. Each leader picked a
color, no one else knew which
color but them. They held
hands and raised them high
enough to form an arch. The
rest of the students formed a
line and marched under the
arch, while ever one sang,
Needles eye just apply thread
that runs so truly, many a dark
and stormy night, as 1 rode
home with you, O you, O you
many a dark and stormy night
because I wanted you, and the
arch was dropped, capturing
the one under it. They were
took aside and asked to pick a
color, one the leaders had
picked. No other child was
allowed to hear. After they
picked their color they got
behind that leader, then the
whole thing was repeated until
all the children had picked a
color. The lines were usually
pretty well equal. A line was
marked on the ground, and a
real tug of war began. If a
small childs arms simply
couldn’t hold on, with all the
pull from those behind, every-
one fell back. By this time

couldn’t stand up anyway.

Red Rover, Black Man and
Pop the whip, were other
favorite games. Another we
played often was, Drop the
handkerchief. Then there was
always jump the rope, with
everyone  chanting, Grace
Grace went upstairs to powder
her face, how many boxes did
she use? One, two, some-
times over a hundred as we
counted ever jump till a miss.
Another chant was, Ruth,
Ruth dressed in yellow, went
outside to kiss her fellow, how
many kisses did she give?
Start counting again.

Marbles was another great
game. and sometime the girls
joined in a game of marbles
just as the boys jumped the
rope with us,

How wonderful it was, the
first warm days of spring to
pull our shoes and stockings
off, and go barefoot while we
played the active games on the
school yard.

The Friday afternoon spell-
ing matches were the greatest
I think. I never hear of
Railroad Spelling  matches
anymore. Are they a thing of
the past?

We would choose two lead-
ers, older children were pick-
ed. They drew straws to see
who started, whoever got the
short straw choose first. First
one and then the other choose
a pupil, of course the smartest
were chosen first. When all
the children were chosen, two
lines were formed one on each
side of the room. The leader
that starts first spells, rail-
road, the opposite leader then
had to think of a word that
begins with the last letter in
railroad. For instance, dove,
the last letter than goes to the
next in line on the opposite
team.

Most of the older children
are fair enough to spell the
harder words, leaying the easy
ones for the lower grades.

Some folks say railroad
spelling doesn’t teach children
to spell. They said that in my
day, but we children loved it.
It taught us to think quick.
What is a word that begins
with E? Envelope you think,
spell and pronounce. As each
child missed a word we took
our seat, and listened as the
'other children spelled words.
' The next week we will remem-
ber some of those words. The
teacher writes down each word
as it is spelled. If someone
spells a word that has already
been spelled they were out. So
we also have a memory lesson.
Sometimes we even sent the

teacher to the dictionary to be
sure of the correct spelling of a
word.
A lot of us looked up words
that began with Zs and Xs, and
learned to spell them after we
had missed so we could remain
in the game longer next time.
To add a little more spice and
excitement to our schooldays
were the rattlesnakes. They
always denned up under our

schoolhouse in the winter
months. We never saw them
in the fall. I don’t understand
why, maybe they waited till
after the children had left the
school before they went under
the building. The first warm
days they began to crawl from
under it. There was a hole
close to the doorstep where
they came out. The teacher or
one of the older boys always

Fireplace Spring Cleaning
‘With A Blueprint’

A fireplace-cleaning ‘‘Blue-
print’’ isn’t really necessary
for the job, but this one might
help:

FIRST STEPS

First, spread a plastic drop-
cloth or newspapers around
the hearth to prevent damage
to floor or carpeting.

Remove chunks of logs and
ashes that have accumulated.
use a wide spatula or scraper
to dislodge sooty deposits from
the fireplace walls.

CHECK CHIMNEY

And while you're down on
your hands and knees, it's a
good time to take flashlight in
hand and check out the
condition of the chimney itself.
Heavy accumulations of soot
and creosote in the flue can
cause smoking by restricting
the upward movement of
gases — and it can result in
fires.

Make it a practice to clean
the chimney regularly — once
a year if the fireplace gets
frequent use. Clean it twice a
year if you build a fire every
day.

COMMERCIAL PRODUCTS

For cleaning brick and
masonry fireplaces there are
commercial cleaning products
designed to do these jobs.
They are made to safely
remove grime, grease, smoke,
soot and discoloration.

Instructions may differ with

choose one of the commercial
cleaners.

‘FROM BOTTOM TO TOP’

In Cleaning any vertical
(up-and-down direction) sur-
face, clean from the bottom
upward to prevent streaking.
Clean large areas by working
with a small section at a time.
do not let cleaning solutions
remain on tile, chrome, copper
or brass surfaces, since dis-
coloration may occur.

HOMEMADE PRODUCTS

Another method of cleaning
the fireplace attacks the pro-
blem ‘‘from scratch’” and
does a nice job with home-
made products.

Here's how it works:

Start by scrubbing the sur-
faces of brick or stone fire-
places with thick suds of
detergent and water applied
with a stiff bristle (non-metal)
brush.

After rinsing and drying,
check for remaining traces of
the stain.

If additional cleaning is
required, wash the surface
with a solution of one gallon of
warm water containing one
cup of trisodium phosphate
and 1/4 cup wash detergent.
Trisodium phosphate is avail-
able from paint and hardware
stores and do-it-yourself out-
lets.

Work the sudsy solution into
the brick, stone and masonry
surfaces with a stiff bristle
brush for five to 10 minutes.

FIREPLACE ACCESSORIES

Take fireplace tools and
screens outside and sweep or
vacuum them before washing
with detergent and water.

Avoid using abrasives such
as powder or steel wool on
brass, copper or chrome pieces
— and don’t use other types of
cleaners or polishes on these
items, either. Any of those
products can damage the
clear, protective coating they
may have to prevent tarnish-
ing. Simply wash them with
the detergent-water mix to
keep the protective finish in-
tact.

To clean heat-resistant glass
doors on some fireplaces, do
the job only when they’re cool
to the touch. Wash them with
diluted household ammonia or
a commercial window cleaner
as you would any window.

Although this glass is stron-
ger and much more heat-re-
sistant than ordinary window
glass, it is possible to break it
through misuse, overheating
or improper damper control.

Feedlot Survey Results

Sam Thomas, manager of
agricultural development for
Southwestern Public Service
Company in Amarillo, has
announced that 4, 453,878 fat
cattle were produced in 1980 in
the 45,000 square mile area
served by SPS.

These and other statistics
are revealed in a recently
completed feedlot survey by
SPS. The survey, conducted
annually by Thomas’ agricul-
tural development department
since 1963, is quoted through-
out the United States by
agricultural experts as the
most authoritative source of
information on the production
of fat cattle in the Southern
Great Plains area.

““We surveyed the same
number of feedlots as in 1979
and the capacity in 1980 came
to 2,638,000, a reduction of
about 3%, Thomas said.
*“The impact to cattle owners

was an estimated loss of $222-
million but the feedyard in-
dustry still contributed ap-
proximately $11-billion to the
business community, while the
farm sale value exceeded $2.9-
billion."’

Thomas said the interest
cost at 16% for the time the
animals were in the feedlot
would amount to $241,
248,385, or $49.32 per animal,
about Sc per pound live weight
or 8c on dressed weight.

The survey has made a
major contribution to the
development and growth o
the industry and has been
especially valuable in the ver-
tical intergration that has
occurred in the SPS service
area. '

‘“Copies of the survey will
be available at Southwestern
Public  Service = Company
offices in about 60 days,”
Thomas said.
