One way of smoking is to 
build a small fire out of 
hardwood (pecan, hickory or 
oak) at the end of a backyard, 
closed type cooker. 

Burn it until live coals are 
obtained, then put a few hard lir 
wood chips on the coals. 

Place the sausage or cured 
meat cuts on the rack on the 
opposite end from the coals. 

Use enough water on the 
chips so they do not blaze, and 
smoke the sausage with the 
cooker closed. Keep the tem-
perature of the cooker between 
130 and 150 degrees F. 

Or, make a smokehouse 
from any closed devise such as 
an old refrigerator or oil drum. 

An air inlet is needed at the 
bottom and a damper at the 
top. Some method for keeping 
the interior hot iraircileeded. 

The whole smoking and 
drying procedure can be ac-
complished in one of these 
devices but requires close 
watching. 

Try a small quantity at first 
to develop your own special 
method. This is not an exact 
science.

frigeration for one week or in 
the freezer at zero degrees F. • 
for not more than three 
months. 

Salt added to the meat 
reduces freezer storage time 
by about 50 percent. 

Before freezing, wrap saus-
age in freezer paper, plastic 
freezer bags or foil.

smoked sausage using the 
same method as for fresh 
sausage. 

Keep cured and smoked 
sausage in the freezer no more 
than three months. 

Educational programs con-
ducted by the Texas Extension 
Service serve people of all 
ages regardless of socio-eco-
nomic level, race, color, sex, 
religion or national origin.  

Texas Public Utility Commiss-
ion directive to improve ser-
vice issued late last summer. 

"Prior to the Commission 
order in August. the company 
was working diligently to pro-
vide acceptable service while 
keeping rates at the lowest 
possible level," Bailey said. 
"The Commission order made 
it clear the company's effort 
was not acceptable so our 
service improvement plans 
were expanded and expedited 
to meet the PUC order." 

Bailey summarized the 
revised companywide service 
improvement program. which 
is being reviewed daily within 
the company and monthly with 
the Commission staff, 	as 
follows: 

* A commitment has been 
made to use whatever resour-
ces are necessary to improve 
the quality of service. ..whet-
her those resources are human 
or financial. This amounts to 
millions of dollars and is being  

acne with the support of 
GTSW parent company. Gen-, 
eral Telephone & electronics 
Corporation. 

* Over 750 new switching 
technicians and installation 
and repair personnel are bing 
added to the 1980-81 employee 
budget. 

* Large telephone cables 
are being put "under 
pressure" which will reduce 
service interruptions caused 
by moisture seeping into 
cables. This is expected to take 
a maximum of one year. 

* A Direct Distance Dial-
ing auditing team is auditing 
all GTSW DDD offices to 
identify service problems. The 
auditing team is backed up by 
two special crews who are 
correcting the problems found 
by the auditing team. This 
three pronged effort—a DDD 
auditing team, special crews to 
correct troubles found and 
additions to the switching 
crews in electronmechanical  

offices—are expected to bring 
noticeable improvement in 
DDD switching service. 

* By 1985, 50 percent of 
GTSW customers will be serv-
ed by electronic equipment 
which provides reliable service 
with fewer moving parts and 
less maintenance. These re-
placements. in concert with 
expanding maintenance in 
electomechanical, labor inten-
sive offices until they can be 
replaced, are expected 	to 
bring service to an acceptable 
level. 

* An accelerated program 
has already begun to put into 
service new trunks (conversat-
ion paths between switching 
offices) at an earlier date than 
originally scheduled. This will 
reduce to an acceptable level 
the fast busy tone customers 
sometimes receive when call-
ing between offices where 
shortages of talking paths 
exist. 

* Training programs have  

been revamped and resche-
duled to accommodate the 
newly hired technicians. With 
the influx of new technicians, 
the promotion of existing em-
ployees to supervisory level 
jobs and other factors, the 
experience level of the average 
employee has been reduced: 
however, the expanded and 
intensified training programs 
are expected to make new 
employees more productive 
more quickly. 

* A careful review of ad-
ministrative function, reports 
and reporting lines has been 
implemented to assure that all 
company practices are being 
followed and reports are being 
made in accordance with com-
pany standards. 

Bailey describes these ef-
forts as the major ones being 
made to assure that service 
levels are brought to a level 
satisfactory to customers and 
the PUC, adding that the local 
employee teams are also im- 

plementing actions to assure 
that customer service needs 
are bing met. 

"1 want our customers to 
know that we appreciate their 
patience as we expedite these 
service improvements, hire 
and train new employees and 
keep pace with the rapid 
growth that the Sun Belt is 
enjoying," Bailey emphasiz-
ed. "It takes time to fully 
implement such a massive 
companywide service im-
provement program. Service 
levels arc already trending 
significantly upward, but even 
better service should be evi-
dent when the full impact of 
the improvement program is 
felt before the end of the next 
year."

Mail Early 

"The time to talk about 
'mailing early for Christmas' 
has passed," the Postmaster 
said today, "but everyone can 
still help us avoid a last minute 
pile up of Christmas mail by 
mailing all Christmas cards 
and packages immediately." 

To late mailers, he suggests 
the use of airmail and special 
delivery service for Christmas 
packages going to cities more 
than 400 miles away if before 
Christmas delivery is expect-
ed. Christmas cards addressed 
to cities in Texas, New Mex-
ico, Oklahoma, Colorado and 
Arkansas can be delivered if 
they are placed in the mail not 
later than Thursday. Christ-
mas mail is breaking all pre-
vious records. The Amarillo 
Post Office has 	processed 
16,626,420 pieces of mail in 
the past three weeks which is 
1.9 percent greater than last 
year. 

The Postmaster thanks all 
postal customers for their ex-
cellent cooperation in mailing 
early this year. He noted that 
the use of ZIP Code has 
increased again this year, 
which is essential in speeding 
the movement of mail locally 
and across the country. The 
increase use of machines and 
mechanical devices in handl-
ing makes the use of ZIP Code 
mandatory. ZIP Code usage by 
mailers increased during the 
past year from 93 percent to 
94 percent of the mail now 
addressed with ZIP Code.
