The project 
could result in the installation of 
an $80-million solar-powered unit 
at SPS's Plant X near Earth, 
Texas. 

A great deal of research has 
been done on solar-powered 
plants but not much has been 
done on the concept of adding 
solar units to existing plants. 
This study will determine the 
engineering and economic fac-
tors of repowering an electric 
plant — if it can be done on a 
large scale and if it would be 
more economical than building 
new solar plants. 

In recent years, as the search 
for feasible alternatives became 
more intense, Southwestern 
Public Service Company began 
an effort to assess those options 
that might have practical utility 
application. Solar power was one 
of the alternatives selected for 
consideration. The Company's 
involvement began with a data 
collection and literature review 

ments in solar energy. As early 
as 1975, Southwestern became 
an active participant in a solar 
program called the Southwest 
Project. The objective of this 
study was to examine the techni-
cal, economical and institutional 
barriers to the rapid implemen-
tation of solar energy. A final 
report was drafted in January, 
1979. 

Southwestern's second solar 
project involved participation in a 
General Atomic study (sponsored 
by DOE) of a 100 MW Line Focus 
Solar Central Power System 
(LFSCPS). General Atomic's 
Fixed Mirror Solar Concentrator 
tracks the motion of the line 
inage of the sun.

designs for combining a solar 
energy plant with an existing 
electric generating plant. 	Six 
similar contracts were awarded 
by the DOE for research on 
repowering units for industrial 
use. 

The repowering of existing 
plants, both for electric gener-
ation and industrial use, is a 
relatively new idea and is being 
developed more as a fuel saver 
than an alternate fuel source. 
The proposed plan calls for about 
60 percent of the thermal energy 
of the retrofit unit be supplied by 
the sun, and, if feasible, could 
save approximately 1-billion cu-
bic feet of gas annually. It could 
also increase or recapture the life 
of an existing plant. By adding 
an alternate fuel supply to an 
existing plant, that plant could 
last beyond the use of restrictive 
fuel supplies. 

The proposed solar unit, at 
Plant X would produce enough 
energy to drive an existing steam 
turbine. The steam turbine 
would, however, be capable of 
using natural gas or a combi-
nation of natural gas and solar 
power. 

The solar portion of the plant 
would consist of a mirror field, a 
central receiver mounted on top 
of a 300-foot tower, a liquid 
sodium heat ransfer system and 
three steam generators. The 
mirror field would include ap-
proximately 5,000 steerable sun-
tracking mirrors called heliostats 
occupying 276 acres. 

the central receiver of the 
system will be cooled by con-
stantly flowing liquid sodium, 
which will maintain a constant 
temperature. 	GE has been 
interested in the use of liquid 
sodium for many years and has 
found it to be a highly efficient 
source. 

The liquid sodium as a heat 
transfer agent, could be a major 
area of consideration by the DOE 
when it begins reviewing the

Coverage and cost vary on 

service contract plans, so decide 
if the extra expense is worth the 
added insurance and security 
before buying one for your car. 

Generally, they require a 
payment in the range of $100-150 
for a sub-compact and $300 for a 
luxury car. 

For that, car buyers buy main- 

tenance plans on new or used 
cars that extend much of the the 
coverage that is included in the 
original warranties. 

Service contracts are essen-
tially a form of insurance in case 
the need for costly repair occurs 
after the regular warranty ex-
pires. The plans usually include 
a deductible of S25-50. 

While the traditional one-year, 
new-car warranty covers the 
entire car against defects, ex-
tended plans generally cover the 
transmission, rear axle, brakes, 
steering, air conditioning and the 
electrical suspension system. 

They usually do not cover 
brake linings, the evaporator and 
accessories such as power win-
dows, power door locks, and 
power seats. 

Are the plans worth the price? 
They are to the dealer. 
With an average $100 profit on 

each plan, a dealer selling 50 
plans a month can net an 
additional $60,000 for the year. 

The plans also enable dealers 
to write additional service busi-
ness, improve used car merchan-
dising and make customer con-
tracts which result in repeat new 
car sales. 

The value to the customer is 
less certain, depending on the 
circumstances.

Sportsmen participating in the 
sandhill crane hunt which opens 
October 30 in ZONE A (west 
zone) and December 4 in ZONE B 
will need a crane permit. 

The free crane permit can be 
obtained by writing the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department, 
Wildlife Division, 4200 Smith 
School Road, Austin, Texas 
78744. Each applicant must 
include his or her name, address, 
and county of residence. 

The ZONE A crane season will 
continue through January 30, 
1980. The ZONE B (east zone) 
crane season is set for DEC. 4, 
1979 - Jan. 30, 1980. 

The daily bag limit for cranes 
is three and the possession limit 
has been set at six. 

Firearms restricitons for 
crane hunters are similar to 
waterfowl hunters which allows 
shotguns (10 gauge and smaller) 
plugged to a three-shell capacity 
(including the magazine and 
chamber) or longbows and ar-
rows. 

Even though the cranes are 
migratory game birds, they are 
not classified as waterfowl and, 
consequently, cranes hunters will 
not be required a federal migra-
tory game bird/conservation 
stamp. 

Lubbock district game wardens 
have already spotted sandhill 
cranes on some of the South 
Plains playa lakes. This could be 
an indication of an early fall since 
the cranes are not normally seen 
coming into Texas until the 
middle of October. 

Above-average rainfall on the 
South Plains has left the playa 
lakes in good shape for the birds. 
However, a survey near the 
better known playa lakes indi-
cates less grain and more cotton 
which will affect the cranes 
movements during the fall and 
winter months.

panic! Take a moment to decide 
on a plan of action. Your best 
chance to stop a fire is to hit it 
while it's still small. 

In The Kitchen 
If a fire erupts in a pan on top 

of the stove, immediately turn off 
the heat. Try to smother the 
flame with a lid that completely 
covers the pan. If this fails, use a 
fire extinguisher that all family 
members know how to operate. 

If a fire breaks out in your 
oven—turn off the heat. Try 
smothering the fire by keeping 
the oven door closed for a few 
moments. If this fails, slowly 
open the oven door just far 
enough to use your fire ex-
tinguisher (dry chemical or car-
bon dioxide type). 

Even if you think the fire is 
out, call the fire department, 
they'll make sure! 

Never risk carrying a burning 
pan out of the house, and never 
pour water on grease fires—this 
will spatter and spread the 
flames. 

Above All—Never Try To 
Fight Anything But A Small Fire! 

Clothing Fires 
Never fun or remain standing 

if your clothing catches fire. 
Drop down immediately. If 
indoors, roll yourself into a rug, 
blanket, or heavy coat to smother 
the flames. It outdoors, roll in 
the ground. Remove smoldering 
clothing. 

Electrical Fires 
In case of an electrical fire, 

unplug appliance or turn off 
electricity. Never pour water on 
a connected appliance—you may 
get electrocuted. 

Trash Fires 
For trash, paper or fabrics, use 

water and soak thoroughly. 
How To Treat Burns 

Plunge burned skin into ice 
water and keep it there until pain 
disappears. Or, apply towels 
that have been soaked in ice 
water. Don't put greasy oint-
ments on burns. Call your doctor 
immediately if burns are serious. 

Reporting a Fire 
Keep the fire department 

number (826-5537) posted next to 
your telephone. If you can't use 
your own phone, plan to use a 
neighbor's. Speak slowly and 
plainly. Say, "My name is 	 
and I want to report a fire at . . 	 
Then wait to answer questions. 
If you have trouble, dial 0 for 
operator and ask for assistance. 
Be sure to report all fires to the 
Fire Department. 

For you, who, when given a 
choice, always select the best. 

Wind erosion plays a major 
role in the productive capacity of 
our soils. Fractions of the soil. 
which contain the nutrients, are 
removed by the erosive action of 
the wind. Wind will act as a 
sorting agent and separate the 
lighter materials and carry them 
off, leaving the less productive 
materials behind. 

Each wind storm serves to 
remove more plant nutrients. 
After a number of wind storms 
the remaining soil is reduced in 
organic matter and plant nu-
trients which could be used by 
crops in years to come. 

We see that the potential 
productive capacity is lowered by 
each wind storm on uncovered 
land. To combat this the land 
needs to be covered during the 
critical blowing period. 	Some 
crops which are adapted for this 
purpose are small grains and 
sorghums. The residue from 
these can be left undisturbed, 
shredded, mowed or knocked 
down with a stack, cutter. if 
insufficient residue is available 
tillage can be used to roughen 
the soil surface to help prevent 
wind crosin. 

Added benefits from this crop 
residue is conservation of moi-
sture, increased infiltration of 
moisture, and improved soil tilth. 
Crop residue use should be an 
important tool in a good cropping 
system.

Wheeler County received 
$5,506,000 of the State's 
$7,032,369,000 travel receipts in 
1978, a national study commis-
sioned by the Texas Tourist 
Development Agency has dis-
closed. 

The 1978 figures reflect an 
increase of 12 percent in travel 
receipts over 1977 for Wheeler 

spending en route, and that at his 
destination. 

Basic data for the model comes 
from the National Travel Survey, 
conducted every five years by the 
U.S. Census Bureau, and from 
the Center's own National Travel 
Expenditure Model. 

It was the latter which esti-
mated that in 1975 Texas had 
dislodged New York for third 
place in the nation's travel 
industry. The 1978 figures, 
however, show Texas back in 
fourth place behind California, 
Florida, and New York. 

"We're pleased that travel 
research techniques have finally 
developed to the point that states 
can determine where. within 
their boundaries, travel dollars 
are spent and travel-related jobs 
exist," said Frank Hildebrand, 
executive director of the Texas 
Tourist Development Agency. 

"Now we can trace travel's 
considerable economic impact on 
a county-by-county basis, ob-
serve changing patterns annual-
ly, and help direct the rapid 
growth of this burgeoning indus-
try.''

In addition to gross receipts, 

the study found that Wheeler 
County in 1978 and 237 of the 
state's 243,887 travel-related 
jobs, with an annual payroll of 
$1,393,000. 

It also estimated $220,000 in 
state and $27,000 in local taxes 
were paid by county visitors in 
1978. 

The study was done by the 
U.S. Travel Data Center in 
Washington, D.C., an indepen-
dent travel research organization 
funded jointly by public and 
private sectors. 

It was based on the Center's 
Travel Economic Impact Model 
which breaks out a state's share 
of ther national travel market on 
a county-by-county basis. 

The model measures the econ-
omic impact of all travel invol-
ving overnight trips away from 
home, and day trips at least 100 
miles or more from home. Thus 
it includes travel by Texans as 
well as out-of-state visitors, for 
all purposes. 

It includes estimates of the 
traveler's spending at home in 
preparation for the trip, his
