Elm Leaf Beetle Control.

Each year many of the trees in
Wheeler County are partically
defoliated by the elm leaf beetle.

The elm leaf beetle eats the
green part of the leaf, leaving the
veins. This results in a lace - like
appearance of the leaf. It is
accutally the larva of the beetle
that does the damage.

Season - long control of the elm
leaf beetle can be obtained by
applying D I - Systow, a systemic
insecticided, in mid - May. The 2
% Di-Syston granules should be
applied at the rate of 15-20
ounces per inch of tree trunk
diameter. The Di-Syon should
then be watered in throughly.

If Di-Syston is not used, foliar
application of diazinon at the rate
of 1 pound of emulsitiable con-
sentrate per 100 gallons of water
or Sevin at 2 pounds of S0 %
wetable powder per 100 gallons
of water may be used. These
should be applied when the
larvau are on the tree.

Crop and Livestock Reports From

Crop and livestock reports
provide a dependable, unbiased
picture of Texas' most important
industry--agriculture. The es-
timates in these reports are tools
to help farmers and ranchers
work out their planting, breed-
ing, feeding, storing, producing,
and marketing plans.

Farm organizations and legis-
latures use them in planning
programs. The estimates are
also used in establishing the
various government program ac-
reage and payment levels to
farmers for the state and county:.

Extension economists and pri-
vate farm and ranch manage-
ment consultants use them as a
basis for advising farmers and
ranchers.

Exporters use them in plan-
ning and promoting the sale of
agricultural products abroad.

Prompt and accurate comple-
tion of the survey forms provides
for more reliable extimates and
helps to reduce survey costs.
