"TEXAS" SLOWLY 
GETTING SMALLER 

Everywhere over the state of Texas 
water is being pumped out of the 
ground at a faster rate than it can be 
built up. Due to droughts, and 
irrigation the Panhandle are now 
fearing for our water supply. At 
Galveston time, tide, wind and hurri-
canes sea are slowly nibbling at our 
coastline. In some areas of that 
coastline they are losing the rate of 3 
ft a month. At Galveston, Surfside and 
Pada Island, many beaches have 
changed so much old timers returning 
hardly recognize them buried under 
the waters of the Gulf of Mexico. 
Roads are washed out and small inlets 
are now large bays. 

I have a sister living at Baytown and 
when Carla jumped the sea wall she 
was living in a safe beautiful 20 miles 
from the sea. Now Shreckk St. is the 
last house on the sea wall and they are 
kept in alert to move anytime. The 
Humble Oil Company has a great 
problem. The last time we were there 
all they had left of a 10 yard of 10 huge 
storage tanks were 3. They explained 
the land is slowing sinking each year. 

Robert Morton of the Bure%u of 
Economic Geology at the University of 
Texas said "the sad thing is no matter 
matter how hard we humans fight the 
wind and tide will keep chewing it all 
up." Man is partially to blame. Dams 
on our rivers reduce the silt carried on 
out to the sea. Barriers along the coast 
have blocked the current that can 
carry fresh sand from river mouths to 
the beaches. Dredging and levees 
have changed the natural flow that 
built the beaches up. 

How long has it been since you've 
seen our sweetwater creek on the 
rampage as in 1951 or 52.

Most of the Seitz were and still 

are farmers or ranchers. As late as 
World War II Hallie and Jeff Seitz 
were still using farm animals and 
maintaining the farm by manual 
labor. Mr. and Mrs. Pink Seitz and 
Mr. and Mrs. George Seitz were also 
farmers and ranchers and have seen 
farming change in many ways. 

Jeff Seitz raised cotton, corn, cain, 
kaffir and wheat in Gray County for 58 
years. In the header, barge and 
threasher day's it took many men and 
boys to make up a crew. Water boys 
and flunkies looked forward to the 
harvest season because they worked 
hard but sure had lots of fun. It was a 
busy time for men and women alike. It 
took lots of hot biscuits and cornbread 
red beans, potatoes, cold bread 
pudding, and grape and peach cobbler 
to fill the stomachs of growing boys 
and working men, not to mention the 
women and girls who waited the 
tables and ate last. This was a ideal 
time for visitors as they knew a huge 
plate of chicken fried a golden brown 
would sit at each end of the long table 
with a long bench just waiting for one 
more. People seemed to automatically 
know when it was dinner time in the 
Seitz home. 

The women cooked on a range 
heated by coal, wood, cowchips, or 
cobs and the food was always served 
in the kitchen. Water had to be carried 
in but the range did have a reservoir 
that kept several gallons of water hot. 

While some of the girls washed the 
dishes Mts. Seitz sat down to get her 
breath, but there was always a basket 
of clothes near she could patch, and

wasn't often in the Panhandle) the 
only milk available for supper was 
clabber or blinkey. The spreading 
consistency of the butter in the 
summer was never a problem. In the 
wintertime the opposite was true for 
the milk and butter was kept in the 
back room away from the fire. The 
butter was hard and the milk had ice 
in it. 

'The Seitz's were never afraid of 
work and had lots of fun doing it. Jeff 
Seitz said he started plowing with the 
Georgia stock pulled by a mule. Later 
he used a riding plow pulled by four or 
six mules or a horse. Finally he rode 
the tractor that pulled a breaking plow 
turning fifteen to twenty feet of soil as 
the tractor made the rounds. What 
would he think about the huge tractors 
and equipment used now? 

The Seitz Family's early origin is 
Germany. Probably in the Palantine 
area and came to the United States in 
North Carolina in 1813. The parents of 
the Panhandle.

In addition to the household 
goods, and farm equipment, one thing 
the Seitz were determined to bring 
was cotton in the area. The cotton had 
to be hauled by wagons to Eric Okla. 
for ginning. 

The Seitz settled in Wheeler County 
only temporarily . They soon moved 
into eastern Gray County and there 
established homes. They bought their 
lumber from old disbanded Fort 
Elliott and built homes and barns. 

Pink Seitz bought one of the two 
storied Fort barracks and moved it 
intact to his farm where he made it his 
home. How they moved this large 
building across those creeks and 
rough roads with teams is more than I 
can see.

More than 140 family members and 
friends from Texas, Northern Califor-
nia, Florida and Arizona gathered at 
the Eagles Hall in National City this 
week to help Troy Harold Shipman 
celebrate a life-long goal, his 100th 
birthday. 

Born Jan. 16, 1885, in Tigertown, 
Texas, Shipman has lived in National 
City for the past 43 years. He worked 
for many years in maintenance for 
Convair and at Van Camp Cannery as 
well as a carpenter in the shipyards. 
In his later years he sold real estate 
and when he finally decided to 
"retire,” gardening and construction 
of tables became his hobbies. 

Shipman came from a family of 
three brothers and three sisters of 
which he is the last survivor. He 
married Sara Francis Kessling in 1911 
and they had eight children, five boys 
and three girls, two of them now 
deceased. 

The Shipmans lived in Tigertown, 
Chicota, Corn Valley, Mobeetie, and 
Wheeler, Texas, before moving to 
National City in the spring of 1941. 
Sara Shipman died in 1980, at the age 
of 86. 

All of Shipman's living children 
attended this week's special celebra-
tion, including Troy, of Lefors, Texas, 
Jack of El Paso, Texas, Ralph of 
Bonita, Jimmy of Lakeside, Bonnie 
Joy Tarvin of San Diego and Inez 
Basso of Spring Valley. 

Shipman has 23 grandchildren, 44 
great grandchildren and 16 great 
great grandchildren. And according to 
the family, another great grandchild 
and great great grandchild are on the 
way. 

A love of nature made gardening a 
big part of Shipman's life, and has 
kept him and active member for 20 
years in the San Diego and Bonita 
Organic gardening clubs. He has 

contributed his talents toward creat-
ing which grace the annual Del Mar 
Fair. 

Shipman, belives in staying active 
every day, He finally had to give' up 
climbing involved in trimming his own 
trees, when at age 92 he slipped and 
fell. 

In October of last year, Shipman 
attended his daughter (Bonnie Joy) 
and son-in-law's 50th wedding anni-
versary, a feat most children or 
parents never realize. In November he 
flew to Amarillo, Texas, to visit -his 
son and then the two of them took a 
"short" eight-hour drive to East 
Texas to visit Shipman's old home 
town of Chicota. 

Blessed with and active, inquisitive 
mind, Shipman reads the Reader's 
Digest regularly and he exercises 
faithfully, including daily rides on a 
stationary bike. 

"I hop on the bike eight or ten times 
a day," Shipman said. "I give it 12 to 
15 licks each time." 

Other exercises include rolling on 
the floor, leg lifts and some others 
which Shipman says keep his body 
youthful. He also faithfully uses an 
aloe vera concoction he makes him-
self, by grinding fresh aloe vera in a 
food processor to a smooth pulp. He 
then rubs the cream on his face, lands 
and legs. He claims it keeps his body 
smooth. 

What about diet? Shipman drinks 
three glasses of buttermilk daily and 
he loves raw fruits and vegetables. 

Reflecting on what he's learned in 
100 years, Shipman says what stands 
out most is the fact that man in 
general wastes his mind and doesn't 
accomplish all he should. 

"Man has an inventive and ingen-
ious mind," Shipman said. "What 
bothers me is his inability to grasp 
what this is really worth."

TO THE PEOPLE OF WHEELER CO. 
Today I received a memorial card 

relating to Carroll Porter Adams' 
death. I did not know Carroll as well 
as I knew his brother, Walter, but 
they had a lot in common. Their father 
was one of Wheeler's great citizens. 
Their mother was equally as great to 
have produced such great children, 
which included one of Wheeler's great 
teachers, Winona. 

Having been a teacher for 40 years 
before I retired, I feel those of us who 
attended Wheeler schools when I did 
were extremely fortunate in having 
excellent, devoted teachers. Dis- 
cipline is essential in any school if 
learning is to be promoted. In New 
Jersey our judicial systems, national 
and state, have, literally, "tied" the 
hands of teachers who try to enforce 
discipline. Many excellent teachers 
retired because of this. 

Once Walter Adams and I hitch-
hiked to Galveston, stopping off in 
several places in between. Any one 
who knew Walter knew he was a 
comedian. We went to a movie in 
Waco. During one sad scene, Walter 
came up with one of his cackling 
laughs. Everyone turned around and 
looked in the direction of the cackle. I 
scooted as close to the floor as I could 
get. I almost bled to death from 
blushing. Walt was the kind of a guy 
that could "stumble over his shadow" 
if one believed everything he said. 
Walt was just another member of the 
great Adams family. 

Those of my generation were so 
lucky to have lived in Wheeler, a small 
town filled with so many great people. 
I hope my generation and those who 
follow will try and set good examples 
as our friends and parents did. 

My grandfather Gunter came from 
North Carolina, Haywood County near 
Ashville which is not too far away 
from Guntersville. We assume we are 
relatives. Grandpa used to say that 
Haywood county had more Gunters 
than white people. 

Grandpa saw my grandmother, 
Caldonia Isaaks a part Cherokee when 
she was 16. He told her he was going 
to marry her. She hated his "guts", 
but they got married. She, a 100 lb 
woman, could out-work many men. 
She had 14 kids. Many went to 
college. One aunt received a doctorate 
degree. 

The lsaaks owned a lot of land near 
Las Cruces, N. Mexico. Once I asked 
my great uncle Jeff Isaaks how much 
land did he have? He said he did not 
know exactly—about 30 miles long 
and 10 miles wide. This was in the 
Oregon Montains. Once I stopped off 
and visited my weathly relatives when 
I was driving to California to see my 
sister Gladys in El Cajon. I was 
driving a VW Bug with a fold-down 
front seat so I could sleep in it. I left 
all my money in Ruidoso in my 
suitcase with Ab. I had to borrow 
money from Gladys to get back to 
Ruidoso. That summer I took a 
geology course at Iowa State gave at 
the Boy Scout Ranch at Cimmoron 
Canyon — So great. 

My Isaaks relatives treated me if I 
were a weathly relative, but they 
were. Relative Will Isaaks showed me 
the medals he won in WW I. He was a 
Major. 

I have been so lucky to have great 
relatives, such as Terrell and Ab plus 
a great mother and her family plus 
marrying a yankee who had great 
parents. Lois's father had 9 patents 
for A.T.&T. he left her a few 
A.T.&T.'s stocks.
