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CALVING SEASON
ECONOMICS

The Most important manage-
ment practice to a successful
cow-calf operation is the develop-
ment of a definite calving season.

Many producers in Wheeler
County allow bulls to run year-
round with cows, resulting in
calves born each month. This
means the herd will be in all
stages of production during the
year and creates problems in
feeding, marketing and total
management. Furthermore, cal-
ving out of season or at the wrong
time of the year may cost the
producer an extra $50 in feed
bills and a loss of up to $25 in
reduced weaning weights.

Cows that calve from late
January to April need little
supplemental feed even though
their nutrient requirements are
highdue to milk production. As
spring approaches, good lush,
desirable  pastures produce
plenty of forage for lactation,
rebreeding and calf growth.
Cows that calve in the winter will
require about $50 worth of ad-
ditional hay and supplemental
feed.

In additon to reduced feed
costs, Texas research has shown
major differences in weaning
weights between calving sea-
sons. For example, calves born
in February, March and April
average 478 pounds; those born
in November, December and
January averaged 466 pounds;
May, June and July calves
average 430 pounds; and August,
September and October calves
average 415 pounds. Calves born
in the February-April period
were worth from $7 to $25 mor
depending on season of birth.

Producers can gain as much as
$75 per cow each year by
selecting the best calving season.

The season should allow cows
and calves to take advantage of
the greatest forage quality and
quanity in spring and early
summer. Cows calving in late
winter and early spring also
obtain adequate nutrition to get
in good breeding shape and
thereby increase conception
rates.

SUMMER AG-YOUTH
EMPLOYMENT REGULATIONS
' LISTED :

With the summer months fast
approaching, potential summer
employers of agricultural youth
should be aware of certain age
and labor requirements which
apply to them.

Under provisions of the Fair
Labor Standards Act, producers
may employ minors 16 years of
age and over at any time in any
agricultural occupation. Yout 10
to 1S years of age may also be
hired but with certain restric-
tions.

Youth under 16 may not be
employed during school hours
and may not be employed at any
time in an agricultural occupation
declared to be hazardous by the
Secretary of Labor. Hazardous
occupations include the handling
or applying of anhydrous am-
monia and certain hazardous
pesticides; operating, driving or
riding on a tractor over 20-belt
horsepower; operating, riding or
unclogging certain power-driven
farm and fieldstead equipment;
and working from a ladder or
scaffold at a height of over 20
feet.

Examples of some permitted
jobs for youth under 16 included
operating a truck, auto or

garden-type tractor on the farm
property, loading or unloading

trucks; picking produce and plac-
ing them on conveyors or in
containers; clearing small brush
and trees; hand planting and
cultivation; milking cows; raising
and caring for poultry; picking
cotton; and cleaning barns and
other buildings.

The only exceptions to these
provisions apply to employment
of youth by their parents. Also,
certain student learners enrolled
in vocational agriculture educa-
tion training programs and 4-H
youth 14 and 15 years of age
completing a tractor and mach-
inery safety project may be
certified to operate select, but
not all, hazardous equipment.

Nonhazardous work may be
performed with written parental
consent by youth 12 and 13 years
of age on any farm. Also, youth
under 12 may work only on small
farms having less than 500
mandays of labors during any
quarter in the preceding calendar
year.

while wearing gloves, so make it
a habit.

Regular manicures are parti-
cularly important during dry
weather.

Follow these guidelines to
properly manicure nails:

Begin by removing all traces of
polish using an oily remover.

Removers which contain ace-
tone can damage the nail surface
especially when used often or not
properly washed off.

Do not peel polish off-doing so
removes top layers of the nail
plate.

Shape nails into gravefully
curved ovals or ovals squared at
the top using a good quality
emery board or a fine metal file.
Nails that are extremely long are
no longer fashionable.

File in one direction only—not
back and forth—from underneath
edge. If nails are brittle, soak
them for several minutes to
soften before filing.

Nails may be filed ‘‘gently”
across the surface to smooth
rough ridges often caused by
damage in the cuticle area.

Between  manicures, file
broken or rough edges immedi-
ately.

Before treating cuticules, soak
fingers in warm, soapy water for
a few minutes to soften.

After drying, massage cuticle
cream or oil into cuticles. Push
cuticles back with a gentle mo-
tion using the cushions of your
fingers or a cotton tipped mani-
cure stick.

Carefully clip away dry, rag-
ged edges and hangnails, but
never trim the cuticle itself
unless damaged. Rinse and dry
nails.

Keep cuticles groomed daily

L by pushing them back with. the-

towel when drying hands.

Also helpful are daily applica-
tions of a nail conditioner and
lotion.

Use a chamois nail buffer to
stimulate circulation, keep nails
healthy and promote growth.

A buffer also polishes and
shines unpolished nails for an
attractive appearance.

Consider leaving nails unpol-
ished for a while to allow them to
‘““breathe’’. A white nail pencil
used under the nails can give a

. more attractive finish.

Apply nail polish to give color
to the nail and cover white spots
often caused by hits on the nail or
cuticle area—these spots cannot
be removed, they must grow off.

To polish nails:

First, apply a base coat to
protect nail from discoloration.

Then, apply a fashion color on
each nail with three stokes—first
down the middle, then on each
side. Do the thumb first, then
work from ‘‘pinkie’’ to index
finger.

At least two coats are usually
needed for adequte coverage.

Follow with a tip sealer for
longer lasting color and to help
prevent chipping—some sealers
speed drying.

To discourage chipping, run a
cotton covered manicure stick
dipped in pollish remover along
the edge of the nail to remove a
thin line of polish.

Also use the stick to remove
smudges or ‘‘straying’’ nail po-
lish.

PREVENT MILDEW

Take measures to prevent mil-
dew. Don't wait for the whitish
or greensih growths or musty
odors to appear.

Mildew is a fungus caused by
spores of molds that thrive in
warm, humid weather--especially
in rooms or houses that are
tightly closed.

Some household surfaces and
articles will need special care,
but, in general, keep things
clean, dry and well ventilated to
prevent mildew formation.

KEEP THINGS CLEAN

Keep things clean—closets
showers, dresser drawers, base-
ments and anywhere else damp,
warm, poorly aired and poorly
lighted.

Soil on articles in these areas
can supply sufficient food for
mildew to grow when moisture
and temperature are right.

Don’t forget the vacuum
cleaner bag. Empty or change it
frequently to prevent mildrew

GET RID OF DAMPNESS

Get rid of dampness by remov-
ing the cause of the dampness,
by drying the air and by adequate
ventilation.

Be sure kitchen and bathroom
fans and the clothes dryer are
vented to the outside to prevent
moisture condensation in the
house, attic or basement.

Cool air holds less moisture
than warm air, so properly
installed and operated air-con-
ditioning systems can help pre-
vent mildew problems.

Remember, too, that turning
off the air-conditioning when the
house is shut up for that three-
week summer vacation, could be
a big mistake. In non-air-con-
ditioned homes and basements,
mechanical dehumidifiers or
properly installed and operated
exhaust fans may help.

Some chemicals also absorb
moisture. Silica gel, activated
alumina, and calcium chloride
are moisture absorbant.

These chemicals are sold
under various trade names by
some department and drug

stores or by building supply
dealers.

However, use these chemicals
only as directed—some May
damage household textiles or

plastics and some may rust

metals.

PROVIDE FOR ADEQUATE
VENTILATION

In addition, provide for ade-

quate ventilation—air movement

ilation to prevent mildew pro-
blems. .

Select fans of the required type

Hang clothes loosely to permit
better air circulation and be sure
articles are dry before placing
them in closets or storage areas.

Cooking, laundering and bath-
ing may add two or more gallons
of water to a house in a da_v's
time unless ventilation is ade- |
quate.

Establishing
Love Grass

In establishing weeping love-
grass the first and most import-
ant factor in getting a stand of
grass is seedbed preparation. In
very dry years a stand of seeded
grass can be obtained if enough
care is taken in preparing the
seedbed.

Weeping lovegrass, unlike our
native grasses, is best establish-
ed in a clean tilled seedbed if the
soil is not to sandy. This can be
done in a number of different
ways depending on the type of
land and equipment available.
On land infested with shine oak
the seedbed can be prepared by
deep plowing (20 inches or
deeper). On land that is in
farming shape or old fields
without any brush plow in April,
allow to firm by rains or by
mechnical means and seed dur-
ing the month of May.

Execellent stands may be ob-
tainedby either drilling or broad-
casting the seed. The seedbed
should be as firm as possible with
packing the soil following seed-
ing if broadcasted. Seeding
should be fertilized before or
following seeding for the best
chance of making a stand.

I was a junior in high school
that year and started developing
an appreciation for this very
special lady that has spanned
thirty one years and has included
knowing her as a teacher, my
children’s teacher, a fellow work-
er, a neighbor, and a good friend.

There are so many qualities
necessary to make a good teach-
er. First and foremost, a gooc
teacher must love children—no
just the well-behaved achievers,

but also the children with both |

developmental and
problems.

Mrs. Reed has cared for thirty
one classes of Kelton students
and her love and concern has
been reciprocated as evidenced
by the letters and comments
made by all who have learned
under her. Read her files and
you'll understand what I mean.

Another quality mandated in

teaching excellence is the ability |-

to communicate with children
and make them understand the
mental concept you are trying to
convey. It does not come as a
result of high 1.Q. or a highly
trained professional background.
It is an innate quality. Children
understand you or they don't.
Mrs. Reed has this quality.
Children can and do understand
her. She easily transmitts know-
ledge to her students.

Mrs. Reed shows a deep
sense of serenity in her class-
room. I have personally tried to
analyze and emulate this quality.
It is a strong tranquility that
calms and soothes students and
allows them to function on a
mental rather than a physical
plane. This quality is rare and
precious in teachers. Mrs. Reed
possessed more than anyone I
know in the proffession.

Another quality Mrs. Reed
displayed in large degree is
dependability.  Her teaching
regime has had a few surprises in
it. Children knew what was
expected of them, when it was
expected, the rewards of accom-
plishment, and the disappoint-
ments of failure. ‘‘Reed Rules’’
were time-tested and true. This
has given children a basic secur-
ity that helped them learn.

Perhaps the quality I have
most admired about Mrs. Reed is
her willingness to give herself,
her extra time, to students who
need remediation. It's a full time
job teaching the state-approved
program on any one level during
a period. Mrs. Reed did not only
that, but she worked with the
children who were behind, re-
gardless of their levels or of their
numbers. Keeping two the three
levels of class going at the same
time is a juggling act few
teachers cam accomplish.

Above all, Jewell Reed has, as
long as I've known her, taught in
the best manner that she know
how to teach. What was easiest-
what was quickest took a back
seat to what was best. She never
counted the cost in time and
effort. She operated as if her
efforts were minimum require-
ments rather than maximums of
effort.

Basically, Mrs. Reed, I want to
express the admiration and es-
teem I and your fellow profes-
sionals feel for you; an excellent
teacher. I wish we could run you
through the duplicating machine
and make more copies of you,

I want, as one of your students,
to thank you on behalf of all the
students you have taught, for
teaching us a solid math course
and for caring about our growth

learning '

and development as people and
citizens of our world.

Lastly I want to express the
thanks and appreciation of the
entire community.  Teachers
teach so mush more than their
subjects. They are a molding

influence on the envireonment in
which they live and teach. In
every life they touch, they teach
integrity, morality, honesty, sin-
cerity and caring. So today, I say
thank you, in part, for the Kelton
community—for you have indeed

molded so many of the residents any retirement for the gracious
who live and work here. We lovely lady who we have all come

appreciate you as a teacher and
will miss you in that capacity.
We salute you for a job well
done!
