Care of house plants was the

“subjeot ' of the Briscoe Home

Demonstration Club meeting.
Thé club met in the home of Ruby
Zybach, October S, 1976.

The program was given by the
County Extenson Agent, Linda
Horton, who stated, the amount
of waterigiven a.plant, depends
on the variety of some plants
need more water than others. A
few facts, are true of all plants.
One of them is that a good
drainage system is necessary;
water must never collect in the
flower pot and add a layer of
potting soil on top for extra
moisture retention. Mix in peat
moss and be sure they have the
proper lighting.
