The type of plow used in 

dryl and wheat farming in the 
Southern 1-li gh Plains can 
make a big difference in 
wheat yields according to 
Dr. W.0 Johnson, USDA 
Soil Scientist a the USDA 
Research Center near Ama-
rillo. The scientist stated 
that 32 years of research 
show that continuous wheat 
grown with sweep tillage has 
averaged 11 t bushels per 
acre, while yields on land 
that was one-way plowed 
averaged 9-5 bushels per 
acre. This long term study 
was started a few years af-
ter the Research Center 
opened in P38. • 

The L 5 bushels per acre 
increase adds up to 51 
bushels over 32 years. That 
little difference does not 
seem like much but amounts 
to about X160 per acre at 
today's wheat price. • 

The same trend holds true 
when the two plows were 
comp ared in a wheat-farm w 
system where one crop is 
harvested in 2 years. Here 
sweep tillage yielded IS 5 
bushels per acre and one-
way tillage 14. 5 bull el s per 
acre. 

There are 3million acres 
of dryland wheat in the 
Texas Panhandle. If sweep 
plows were used, total wheat 
production would be increa-
sed almost 5million bushels 
annually. "At today's price, 
the extra grain would be 
worth $36 million, " John-
son stated. This research is 
also applicable to the Ok-
lahpma Panhandle and Wes-
tern Kansas where dryl and 
wheat is grown on another 
4 million acres. 

The extra yield with sweep 
tillage.is caused by in-
creased soil moisture at 
planting. Straw mulch on the 
soil surface decreases both 
exapo ra bon and runoff 
during the fallow, the scien-
tist speculated. A 25-year 
average with continuous 
wheat shows that available 
soil moisture to 6 feet was 
4.1 inches at planting with

Dr. Paul Unger, another 
USDA Soil Scientist at the 
Center, aided Johnson with 
the study and determined 
that sweep tillage helped 
conserve valuable soil or-
ganic matter. At the stat 
of the experiment, top soil 
contained 24 percen to r-
ganic matter. In general, the 
wheat fallow system decrea-
sed organic matter faster 
than growing a crop of wheat 
every year. By .97 1, with 
wheat fallow and one-way 
plowing, organic matter had 
dropped all the way to 15 
percent. When sweep tillage 
was used 17 percent organic 
matter was left. There was 
about 0.2 percent more or-
ganic matter where conti-
nuous wheat was grown. 
The sweep plow again had 
an advantage over one-way 
plowing. Unger stated, 
"Frequent plo wing and tur- New from HESSTON 
ning under straw rapidly 
depletes organic matter." 

Nitrate-nitrogen determi-
nation s.were made in con-
junction with organic matter 
measurements. In P70, 
wheat-fallow areas that were 
one-way plowed had 462 
pounds per acre of nitrate-
nitrogen in 6 feet of soil 
while sweep plowed areas 
had 289. In either case were 
there was enough nitrogen 
to produce several dryland 
wheat crops. This difference 
was reflected in wheat pro-
tein but not yield. in P755  
wheat from one-ways land 
had 16 percent protein and 
wheat from sweep tilled ar-
eas had 13, 5 pe rcent per 
protein.

The scientists con d ude d 
that sweep tillage is a soil 
conservation practice that 
paysGrain yield is inc re a-
sed a the same time wind 
and water erosion is de-
creased. In addition, pre-
cious soil organic matter is
