The Wheeler Mustangs returned home to the friendly confines of
Nicholson field for their 4th District Game with the White Deer Bucks.
Both teams enter the contest with perfect 3-0 records in district play.
With the winner taking command of the district race and possibly

winning the district title outright.

The first quarter would be score-
less after a Wheeler touchdown on
their first possession would be wiped
outduetoapenalty. The Bucks would
get on the board first on a 26 yard
pass completion for a TD. The extra
point failed and the Bucks would lead
6-0 at the 11:44 mark in the second
quarter. The Mustangs would take
their next possession 67 yards in 11
plays as Caleb Finsterwald gets the
last 20 yards over left guard. Bret
Goad'’s kick is good and the Mus-
tangs take the lead 7-6 with 7:09 in
the second quarter. After a great de-
fensive effort by the Mustang de-
fense, the offense would mount an-
other drive deep into Buck territory
but would turn the ball over on downs
with 5 ticks left on the clock before
halftime.

The Mustangs would take the open-
ing kickoff of the second half and go
65 yards in 6 plays fora TD. Jake Britt
gets the TD on a 3 yard run over right
tackles. Chris Gallagher's 37 yard
run setupthe TD. The Mustangs lead
would be 13-6. Finsterwald would get
his second TD of the night on a 15
yard burst to cap a 15 play 80 yard
drive at the 2:38 mark in the third
quarter. The extra point try was
blocked and the Mustangs lead would
be 19-6.

The Mustang defense would come
up with a goal line stand as they
stopped the Bucks as Danny Spikes
would recover a lateral pass to give
the Mustangs possession of the ball.
The Mustangs would finish out the
scoring in the fourth quarter by scor-
Ing 15 points in a span of less than
one minute. Finsterwald would get
his third TD of the night on a 56 yard
run and James Chapman runs in the
extra point try to increase the lead to
27-6. On the next Buck possession,
Gavin McQueen picks off aBuck pass
and returns the interception 48 yards
forthe TD. Goad'’s kick was good and
the Mustangs closed out the scoring
34-6. The Mustang defense would
thwart another Buck drive late in the
fourth quarter as Bret Goad inter-
cepts a Buck pass on the Mustang 10
yard line.

85 years agoon November9, 1915
| was born in the old jail in Wheeler.
My father, Lee Gunter, was the sheriff
and we lived in the jail. Lee Gunter
won the highest Masonic Award in
that area in 1918. | was so lucky to
have had a wonderful father and
mother, Margaret L. Biggs Gunter
who later became a County Trea-
surer and Tax Collector.

My father and Bob Holt once were
wrestling just for fun, but my father
got ablood clot and died on his way to
a Masonic Hospital when | was only
six years old, but my mother raised
her children.

In 1933 | was chosen the Senior
Class President just because | was a
good singer. | came to school late the
day of election assuming one of our
better students would be elected.

In 1941 | was a Rural School Prin-
cipal of Progress School near
Muleshoe, Texas. | decided to join
the U.S. Navy as a Yeoman 2nd
Class during Thankgiving Holidays.
Our group from Dallas arrived at San
Diego, California "Pearl Harbor Day”
and were givenrifles and shells as we

got off our train and were told to “hit
the beach!” We did and got wet, but
no enemy was there. | was assigned
to the USS Zeilin (APA-3) and we
took off by Hawaii and saw what was
left at Pearl Harbor. We went to the
Soloman Islands and put marines on
Tulagiintwo battles. Many americans
were killed and wounded in the
Solomans between Tulagi and
Guadalcanal. Sharkskilled some men
who tried to swim ashore from their
sinking ships. Luckily, the Zeilin was
not hit when | was aboard. We took
over 450 Japanese P.O.W.s from
Guadalcanal to New Zealand. |
worked with them. Guadalcanal was
tropical, but it was snowing at
Wellington. Later | was transferred to
New Caledonia to await my orders to
arrive to train to be a naval officer.
The Zeilin was in a battle after | left it
and | was on New Calendonia for
many months before my orders ar-
rived. | should have gone to Notre
Dame, but training had started there
and | was sentto Columbia U. in New
York. Whiletraining there, Imet a girl,
Lois Dubuar, who has been my wife
for over 55 years.

As a lieutenant | was assigned to
the USS Patoka (AO9) a tanker. We
spent almost two years hauling oil off

the east coast of South America from
the Amazon River down to Uruguay.
We saw the remains of the German
battleship Graf Spa. Some ofthe dam-
