The annual Christmas Drawing will again be offered by the progres-
sive merchants of Wheeler. Certificates will be given away during
December totaling $1500. The merchants of Wheeler feel this is one

Area Game Against Springlake-Earth

Wheeler head coach, Jim Verden, stared in silence at the cinderblock
wall in the visiting locker room of Dick Bivins Stadium. He then took of
whis cap, rubbed hi fingers through his hair and stared some more.

“This was not a situation when one player lost the ballgame.” he said.

But one play, an improbable one at that, with 1:35 remaining broke a
tie and gave Springlake-Earth a 23-21 victory at dusk Friday in a Class

1A area-round playoff game.

With overtime looking more and
more likely, the Mustangs were forced
tp puntfromtheirown 18 with 1-42 left
in regulation.

Most
of those signs have been stolen or
shot with a gun by vandals, There are
saveral offerises that the parpetrator
can be charged with depending on
the circumstances of the offnnse: Dis-
orderly Conduct, Class ‘B or-C
Misdeameanor; Crim.nai Mischief,
Class A, B, or C Misdemeanor de-
pending on the value of the damage;
Reckless Damage or Destruction,
Class C Misdemeanor; and/or Theft.,
Class A, B, or C depending on the

value of the propenty. The punish-
ment imposed can be up to one year
in jail and/ar atine of up to $4,000.00.

Tiny Telescope Used
To Improve Eyesight

A tiny telescope implanted in the
eye during cataract surgery could sig-
nificantly improve the vision of thosq
suffering from age-related macular
degeneration. AMD is a degenera-
tive retinaldisease and leading cause
of blindness in people over the age of
50.

Baylor College of Medicine is one
of three sites in the U.S. participating
in aclinicaltrial to test an Implantable
Miniaturized Telescope in patients
with central vision impairment due to
AMD.

“Using atelescope to help patients
with AMD is not new, but prior to this
clinical trial, the telescope had to be
worn as an external spectacle lens
Unfortunately, a spectacle frame wit
a telescope can be quite heavy and
difficultto use,” said Dr. Bowes Hamill,
an associate professor of ophthal-
mology at Baylor and one of the
study's chief investigators.

“The advantages of the implant are
that the telescope is always with you
and, if necessary, additional magnifi-
cation can be achieved with the spec-
tacles,” he said.

At the time of surgery, the IMT is
implanted in only one eye to provide
central vision. The other eye controls
peripheralvision. The procedure las
between 30 and 45 minutes unde |
local anesthesia and is performed on
an outpatient basis.

To be eligible for the study, candi-
dates must have stable AMD, by 60
years of age or older with vision no
better than 20/80 and no worse than
20/400 in either eye, and have no
other major eye disease except for
cataracts.

Hamill said the IMT, if successful,
could be a breakthrough for patients
with AMD.
