The upper portion is from
592 West.
An early field examination of
the entire project is anticipated
to determine the feasibility of
such flood prevention work on
Sweetwater Creek.
No date has been announces
here for the field examination, but
it is expected to be undertaken
within the next few weeks
Gordon Stiles is chairman of the
steering committee set up by the
Wheeler County Soil Conservation
work toward gettine the oroiect
approved.
Proposals for the construction of
the reservoir to provide municipal
water supplies for Wheeler and
Shamrock were revealed by the
Shamrock Chamber of Commerce
shortly before the meeting was
held. At the same session, local
and area boosters of an upstream
flood control project on the Sweet-
water Creek watershed discussed
their plans, and were advised by
representatives of the State Con-
servation Board-—also present at
the meeting—to submit an applica-
tion.

The request for such a water-
shed project which would consist
of several smaller dams, has since
been submitted.

Mapping Program

Parkey revealed that the Red

River Authority has contacted the

Texas Water Commission in Aus-
tin “with regards to securing the
necessary topographical mapping
on Sweetwater Creek.

The day he wrote the letter to
Daughtry, Parkey met with a re-
presentative of the Water Commis-
sion and reports ‘‘they are very
hopeful that a mapping program
can be worked out this fall.

But there is often a time within
which you can accept the offer.,
And if not, the offer ends anyhow
within a “reasonable time"” which
lis determined by ecircumstances
iand the parties’ intentions
[ Smith had a set of books which
| Brown wanted. Brown wrote and
| offered him $200 for the set.

Smith didn't answer for six
months, and meantime Brown
bought a similar set of books.”

One day Brown got a letter from
Smith saying, “I accept your offer
of $200 for the set of books.”

Brown told Smith he’da bougnt
the books elsewhere, but Smith
still claimed that his belated “ac-
ceptance” had nevertheless sealed
the contract with Brown.

Was there a contract? No. the
offer had lapsed because it had
not been accepted in the circum-
stances within a reasonable time.

There are many ways to end nn
offer. You may withdraw it, you
may say that the offer expires ot
a given time, or you may die, or
the other party may turn it down
directly or by making a counter
offer.

Here Smith had failed to accept
Brown's offer within a reasonable
time, which ended it just as though
it had been withdrawn.

What is a reasonable time? It
varies. The offer could expire in
a few minutes in the stock market
or last for quite a while, depend-
ing upon what a court would think
is a reasonable time.
