It's  Apple Time again! 
Jonathan, Red and Golden 
Delicious are the leading 
varieties on the market.

According to the U S 
Department of Agriculture 
the apple crop is expected 
to run larger than average.

Th is fruit is one of the 
favorites of a ll ages. Child­
ren are especially fond of 
apples as a nutritious 
dessert or ofter-school 
snack.

To keep apples at 
their best eating-apples 
should be kept regrigerat- 
ed and away from strong 
foods. For best results 
use a covered container 
or a p lastic bag to prevent 
the apples from absorbing 
or emparting flavors to 
ther foods. Smaller apples 

keep better and longer thon 
the larger ones.

For fu llest flavor, look 
for apples with good color. 
Very hard apples generally 
each flavor and the over­
ripe ones ore often soft 
and mealy.

If you are planning to 
cook apples, cook over low 
temperatures. Let the 
subtle apple flavor speak 
for itse lf, don’ t oversha­
dow it with too much sea­
soning.

The top crust on a 
double crust apple pie 
acts as a flavor-sealer. 
Since mony baked apple 
goodies do not have a top 
crust to seal in the flavor 
try using o sheet of cook­
ing fo il.

For practical and educa­
tional reason the Braille  and 
Talking Book programs are 
complementary. Each perfor­
ming a useful and needful 
function.. But because it 
would obviously uneconomi­
cal to duplicate any large 
number of titles , the selec­
tion staff is  faced constanly 
with deciding which medium 
to use. Two factors are help­
ful in this situation; the cir­
cumstance that certain types 
of books ha/e been shown by 
experience to be better suit­
ed to one medium or the other 
and the fact than an increas­
ing number of B ra ille  readers 
today are also Talking Book 
users.

Although there is no cen­
sus figure for the blind in 
the United States, reliable 
estimated place the total in 
the neighborhood of 400,000.

Of this number about 80,000 
pr 20*0 are regular borrowers 
of Talking Books or Braille  
or both- a respectable batting 
average in any library league.

The evening meal, a 
T-bone steak dinner, was 
sponsored by H&H M ill­
ing Co of Wheeler, Cana­
dian Production Credit 
Association of Wheeler and 
the Wheeler County Farm 
Bureau.

Clarence Zybock of 
Briscoe was re-elected 
Chairman of the livestock 
and range sub-committee 
for the coming year.
