Hayland Management
Hay land management is 

concerned w ith  the manage­
ment of hayland in sych a 
manner so as to get the most 
production out of the crop. 
Th is inc ludes proper mana­
gement to mainta in  the p lant 
n a good state of v igor 
un ti l  fros t and to mainta in 
s u f f ic ie n t  residues through 
the dormant season to pre­
vent w ind erosion.

A l fa l fa  should be cut 
when the blooms f i r s t  appear 
and color |us t  begins to 
show up. A* th is  time the 
p lant w i l l  leave i ts  m ax i­
mum state of protein c a itent, 
which w i l l  decrease with 
further maturity . The plants 
should n ver be cut below 
A 4 inch height. T h is  w i l l  
eave enough leaf manufactur- 
ng material to keep from 

drawing from the root re ­
serves which would reduce 
the p lant vigor.

r  "n m a l  grasses should 
e n the boot stage dur-
ng in st cu tt ing  and then 

a l lowed to go into f ros t w ith  
an 8-12”  he ight to a l low  
-ep lem sh ing  of root reserves 
and to prevent wind erosion.

Annual grasses should 
be managed so as to remove 
the most forage annua lly  
and to leave s u f f ic ie n t  r e s i ­
dues w ithou t danger of 
wind erosion.

There are , everal supp­
lemental aspects of hayland 
management such as correct 
rr igation app l ica t ion , proper 
fert i  11 zat ion, weea control 
insect contro l, e tc . ,  which 
needs to be c cs id e re d  in 
hayland.
