The ‘“Seven Cardi nal
Principles'' call upon the
schools o seek these ob
jectives: Health, Command
of Fundamental Processes
including the *“three R's
Worthy Home Membership
Vocational Competence
Effective Citi zensh
thy Use of Leisure
and Ethical Character
