Chayse Rives 

When he was younger, Rives said 
he remembers his father (Ron Rives) 
giving him a piece of advice that still 
sticks in his mind—advice that he 
said he will share with anyone who 
struggles with cerebral palsy in the 
same way he does. 

"My dad told me that in athletics 
you can quit and wish you never had 
for the rest of your life, or you can 
strive hard and work hard and achieve 
your goals," Rives said. 

It was in junior high, though, that 
Rives made a choice. Rives said he 
decided he was going to move on and 
get over his illness when he decided 
he wanted to excel in something he 
already loved: athletics. He also made 
a mental block against even the 
thought of quitting. 

"I think when I started junior high 
and when I got into high school when 
I staled playing football and basket-
ball," Rives said. "I knew I was going 
to be a little different than the average 
athlete. I had to work harder and it 
wasn't going to come to me. 

"I also realized quitting was not an 
option, and you don't get anywhere in 
life it you quit," Rives said. 

Rives' f irst love is basketball. In the 
1999-2000 season, Rives had his 
best year as a Whiteface averaging 
6.1 points per game, 3.5 rebounds 
and totaling 135 season points. 

Rives has participated in organized 
hoops since fifth grade. He also played 
eighth grade junior high basketball 
for Nazarene Christian Academy and 
quickly caught the eye for area 
coaches before moving up to high 
school. 

(Editor's Note: The following article 
by Jeff Blackmon, Sports Editor for 
the Hereford Brand was taken from 
the January 31, 2001 edition of the 
Hereford Brand.) 

Don't tell Chayse Rives anything is 
too difficult. 

Also, don't whine or complain about 
working too hard. He won't under-
stand that either. 

"I don't like quitters," Rives said. 
"Especially if they say it is too hard. 
They don't go through what I go 
through, and they don't have what I 
have. 

"Quitting because it is too hard is 
not an excuse in my book," Ri-ies 
said. 

Rives, a senior at Hereford High 
School, is among the Panhandle's 
elite athletes with honors in football 
(All District 2000) and basketball (All-
District 1998-1999, 1999-2000)—at 
the same time he's battling a debili-
tating disease. 

Rives was born with cerebral palsy, 
an illness that affects two to four 
individuals for every 1,000 births in 
the world today. The disease is char-
acterized by loss of movement or loss 
of other nerve functions caused by 
injuries to the brain that occur during 
fetal development or at the time of 
birth. The disease affects Rives' right 
side, but anyone who has coached 
Rives knows that he refuses to let it 
be an excuse or inhibit his success. 

"Chayse (Rives) is one of the hard-
est working guys I've ever coached," 
basketball coach Randy Dean said. 
"You can tell what kind of heart he has 
by his success." 

Rives, a member of the Hereford 
Whiteface basketball varsity team for 
four years and a three-year varsity 
football free safety, said the disease 
inhibits his right side, but it never 
slowed him down even when the 
struggle became overwhelming. 

During elementary school and the 
beginning of junior high, Rives said 
he went through nine years of intense 
physical therapy that tested his will to 
overcome his disability. If it were not 
for his family and their encourage-
ment his struggle would have been 
even harder, he said. 

"Whenever I was younger, I gave 
up a lot," Rives said. "I had nine years 
of physical therapy, and my parents 
and sister helped me out a lot. 

"They told me I could be anyone I 
wanted to be, and I could fulfill my 
dreams, whether I have this disease 
or not" Rives said. (Continue(' Page 6)

treat wastewater, aerobic treatment 
systems use a mechanical blower or 
aerator that is operated by a control 
panel located in a basement, crawl 
space, or on an outside wall. Pumps 
and controls for the spray disposal 
system are also a part of the treat-
ment system. Because of the me-
chanical components involved, aero-
bic treatment systems must be ser-
viced by a factory authorized mainte-
nance professional at least three times 
per year. This preventive mainte-
nance insures that the wastewater 
being disposed is safe and can be 
applied to your lawns and shrubbery. 

Tens of thousands of homes in 
Texas are located in suburban or 
rural communities where houses are 
spaced widely apart. In many of these 
areas, wastewater collection and 
treatment systems are not available, 
so homeowners dispose of their waste 
using aerobic wastewater treatment 
plants and spray disposal systems. 
Aerobic systems are similar to septic 
tanks in that they both use a natural 
bacterial process to treat the waste-
water, but unlike septic tanks, aero-
bic plants require a constant supply 
of oxygen to operate properly and a 
special type of chlorine tablet to re-
duce bacteria levels beforethe waste-
water can safely be used for spray 
disposal.

If you have an aerobic unit and 
need to locate a factory certified tech-
nician, check the inside cover of the 
system's control panel.

When the service technician 
arrives for routine service, he will 
check all mechanical components to 
insure that they are operating prop-
erly, thoroughly inspect all sprinkler 
heads and test the treatment system 
to insure that it meets Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation Commission 
requirements. 

Lastly, system maintenance also 
includes filling the system with chlo-
rine tablets to reduce levels of poten-
tially harmful bacteria before it is dis-
posed of onto the lawn. This is espe-
cially critical in wet spring weather, 
when the ground may be saturated 
with water. Purchasing chlorine tab-
lets and refilling the chlorinator is 
usually up to the homeowner. Only 
use calcium hypochlorite tablets la-
beled for wastewater treatment. Do 
not use tablets or sticks sold for swim-
ming pools. The wrong type of disin-
fecting tablet can harm your lawn and 
possibly cause a fire or explosion. 
The correct type of wastewater chlo-
rine tablets are available in 10 pound 
pails from major home improvement 
stores, hardware stores, or can be 
ordered 	online 	through 
www.norweco.com.
