Please do "not=" eat 
fats (such as cream, butter, 
fatty meats or fried food) for 
at least 4 hours before your 
appointment.

2 Ft re-fighters:
Volunteer or reqular fire­

fighters should not donate 
blood wi thint 36 hours of a 
possible coll-for-duty. In 
smaller communities where 
much dependence is placed 
on the volunteer fire-fighter, 
it would be advisable to divi­
de these volunteers into two 
groups, each qroup to donate 
alternately.

Lots of moisture and high 
humidity has turned what 
looked like a real good year 
into a little less than that 
cause’ Boll Weevile in cotton 
and plant lice on maize are 
out to get their share too. 
Infestations of boll weevils 
in some fields are approach­
ing 25-30 percent and punct­
ured squares in some fields 
looked like that good old 
Baylor line when mighty Mo 
wanted to give Edd Hargett 
a little running room last 
year.

A&M Entomologists say 
Guthian is most effective of 
several insecticides for coll 
weevils. Some of our cotton 
farmers have decided to 
"f ly  it on." We have the 
guide at no cost at our office 
in the courthouse in Wheeler 
hstma the materials needed 
if control is necessary. We 
understand that you may want
tc consider control if 20-25<’c 
of 100 random selected 
squares are punctured. Most 
of our infestations run 
around 10-12 percent.

Then there’s the scare in 
the High Plains about maize 
Dwarf Mosaic, a disease supp­
osed to cut yields in half.
We have all the ingredients 
here to have some too. John­
son grass, plant lice and 
maize. The aphid is suppos- 
ec is supposed to overwint­
er in the Johnson Grass which 
is the source of infection 
and then transm t the virus 
to maize fields.
