choice Texas corn-fed beef. 
No freegifts, come-on’s, 
gimmicks or price switdiing 
lust a straightbeef sale 
from cattlemen."

If the buyer doesn's wont 
to carry off a live animal at 
49 cents a pound on the hod 
he may purchase a dressed 
carcass for 51 cents per 
pound or have the beef pack 
aged and delivered for 56 
cents per pound. All 

prices are based on "live  
weight"-the weight of the 
cow a t the time it is sold, 
minus 4 Pe r cent 
shrin koge.

The ads have brought 
some calls from hie Dal­
las Better Business Bur­
eau, which claims " live  
weight" is deceptive and 
misleading to the public

"We a •  not retailers or 
packers," Hollan said.

The only way we could 
sell these cattle is "live  
weight" because the lost 
time we see them when 
they’re going out thegotes 
is with their skins on and 
their tails o-waggin’.

"We’re not going to get 
rich selling this o-way. But 
at least we are not going 
to lose any money either.

he gut the check back from the 
bank at the end of the month, it 
had been upped to "th irty  eight 
hundred dollars."

Martin decided that the bank 
had no right to take the extra 
STOOD out of his account.

" I t ’s not m> fault the fellow 
was crooked." he argued in a 
court hearing. "Let the bank try 
to collect the difference from 
him ."

Hut the bank pointed out that 
Martin had made three careless 
mistakes in writing the check:

11 he had failed to fill in the
payee's name;

2) he had failed to Fill in the 
numbers after the dollar sign; and

3) he had left more than an 
inch of open space in front of the 
word “ eight”  plenty of room for 
inserting the word "th irty ."

I he court concluded that Mar­
tin. bv his negligence, had invited 
the tampering hence.would have 
to bear the loss himself.

O f course, as a general rule, a 
bank has no right to pay any more 
money out of your account than 
you have authorized. The bank, 
after all, has Ihe best opportunity 
to detect fraud by examining a 
check before cashing it.

Hut the law will usually shill 
the loss to you if, bv your caie- 
lessnes, you have made Ihe check 
easy to alter.

Furthermore, you have a duty 
to go over your cancelled checks 
within a reasonable time after 
they are returned, and to alert the 
bank if something is amiss.

For example:
A man whose signature had 

been forged on a check had to 
absorb the loss himself because 
he neglected, for almost six 
months, to let the hank know 
what bail happened.
