The magistrate ordered Meriwether 

released With a $10,000 bond. The 
authorities then made an attempt to 
hold Meriwether by saying a 
Maryland warrant was on the way. 
Michael then appeared before a 
second judge in order to be released 
for the weekend. He was allowed to go 
free three hours after being ordered 
released by the federal magistrate. 

The hearing was reconvened Mon-
day. Michael will return on Monday. 
February 5, to learn his fate. 

ABC News took some footage of 
Michael and Travis for broadcast in a 
series about parental kidnapping. 
This film was shown on "Good 
Morning America" Monday, January 
22. 

An Associated Press story on the 
Meriwether case was written in 
September, 1989, after Dr. Dennis M. 
Harrison, a psychologist, was charged 
with helping to hide Travis. 
Harrison's files were searched and 
records were seized-hand written 
notes and a telephone bill for a call to 
Hinton were taken from Harrison's 
office and home. 

Michael is the son of Leroy and 
Lavila Meriwether; Leroy is a former 
Wheeler teacher. Lavila is the sister of 
Barbara Stas.

City of Wheeler 
PUBLIC HEARING 

The City of Wheeler has 
scheduled a public hearing today, 
Thursday, January 25, 1990, at 
6:00 P.M. in the City Hall. The 
hearing concerns the taxing of 
non-business personal property by 
the City of Wheeler. 

The City of Wheeler has been 
taxing personal property for years. 
Because of a state law recently 
passes by the state legislature, it is 
necessary for a taxing entity to 
advertise their intention and hold a 
public hearing before personal 
property can be taxed. 

Non-business personal property 
is cars and pickups-Models 1983 
thru 1990. 

Personal property tax and sales 
tax are the only local taxes non-real 
property owners pay. 

A problem at the Wheeler Coun-
ty Sheriff's dispatch has 
developed. Local citizens are asked 
not to call the dispatch for infor-
mation about the ambulance or fire 
departments. At the time either are 
paged. the dispatchers have a 
number of duties to perform and do 
not have the time to answer 
unnecessary calls. 

When one of the area fire 
departments or the ambulance is 
sent to the scene the dispatcher 
needs to keep in contact with the 
units and in some cases needs to 
call additional departments. 
Dispatchers also have to keep in 
contact with the local sheriff's units 
on duty. 

Each call to the sheriff's office 
has to be logged, along with the 
nature of the call. The logging of 
unnecessary calls requires ad-
ditional time, which the dispatcher 
may not have at that time. 

You will be contacted if the fire is 
on your property or places your 
property in immediate danger. You 
will also be contacted if the 
ambulance run requires your 
knowledge. 

Do not hesitate to call if assistan-
ce from the Wheeler County Sherif-
fs department, ambulance or fire 
departments is needed. Just DO 
NOT CALL TO SATISFY YOUR 
CURIOSITY; the dispatcher may be 
needed to answer an emergency 
call_

The arrest Wednesday afternoon of 
Michael Lee Meriwether, 28, in 
Oklahoma City, Okla.. ended a 21/2  
year effort by the FBI to find 
Meriwether and his son. Meriwether 
was charged in Maryland with the 
kidnapping of his son, Travis Lee 
Meriwether. 

Travis, 5, was taken and placed into 
the custody of his maternal grand-
parents. One ticket was purchased 
and the youngster was flown back to 
Maryland. 

Michael had been awarded custody 
of his son in November, 1987, after a 
neglect complaint was filed against 
the mother by the father. An apparent 
technicality dismissed the allegation 
of neglect and Meriwether was or-
dered to return the boy to Maryland. 
Michael chose to go into hiding with 
his son rather than submit the child to 
further abuse. 

After a hard fought custody battle 
the courts had orginally awarded 
custody to the mother in 1985, giving 
the father lenient visitation. The 
mother then left the state and left no 
forwarding address. After several 
weeks without contact, the mother, 
contacted the father and was ordered 
by the court to allow one week out of 
each week visitation. 

On numerous occasions, Michael 
flew to Maryland and returned with 
his son to Oklahoma. Noting 
tne failure of the youngster to grow 
and develop properly, a doctor was 
contacted. The childs weight gain 
during the visits to Oklahoma were 
recorded and the loss of weight while 
in Maryland were also documented. A 
doctor at Oklahoma Children's 
Hospital testified in a juvenile court 
hearing that Travis had failed to gain 
weight at the appropriate rate and was 
developmentally delayed. 

In an article in September, 1989, 
the grandfather, Leroy Meriwether 
reported Travis had grown in-
creasingly thin while living with his 
mother. "The baby had a bloated 
belly like those starving babies you 
see on television in India and his hair 
was just falling out of his head when it 
was brushed," he said. 

Dr. Donna Cosby, an Oklahoma 
City pediatrician who examined Travis 
in 1986 and 1987, said he appeared to 
be underweight. "He would 
systematically lose up to two 
pounds every time he visited his 
mother, and gain it back when he was 
with his dad. Calories and protein at 
that age are crucial to brain develop-
ment, and kids just can't afford to 
have their weight bounce back and 
forth like that," she said. 

An Oklahoma County juvenile judge 
ruled there was sufficient evidence for 
a jury trial on the alleged neglect. 
Meriwether was at that time awarded 
custody of his son. Two days before 
trial, the state Supreme Court ordered 
it stopped. The basis for the order was 
an apparent technicallity; the judges 
cited a state law that requires that 
juveniles can be held in temporary 
state custody no more than 90 days 
before such a trial. Twenty days later, 
the Supreme Court ordered juvenile 
authorities not to proceed with the 
neglect case and awarded custody to 
the mother. 

Meriwether then went into hiding. 
Kidnapping charges were filed in St. 
Mary's County in Maryland, where 
Terry Treadway, the mother, lives. 

Meriwether was arrested by the 
F.B.I. at 9:30 A.M. Wednesday. 

At the time of the arrest, the 
Meriwether vehicle was forced off the 
road and the 5-year-old was jerked 
from the vehicle and placed in a car. 
Michael Meriwether was placed in a 
separate vehicle. Due to Travis' 
objections he was then placed in the 
front seat of the vehicle his father 
occupied and Michael tried to calm 
the frightened youngster. Michael 
was taken to Oklahoma County jail in 
handcuffs and shackles. At 9:00 P.M. 
Wedneday, Michael was finally 
allowed his phone call. Not until three 
hours after Meriwether was ordered 
released by the federal magistrate 
Friday afternoon was he allowed to 
make personal contact with any 
member of his family. 

The hearing Friday morning was to 
determine if Meriwether was to be 
extradited to Maryland to face kid-
napping charges. The arrest warrant 
read that Meriwether faced 5 years in 
prison and a 55000 fine if found guilty. 
The hearing was adjourned and set to 
reconvene on Monday, January 22. at

While I was a student at Abilene 

Christian. I had the opportunity to 
hear sermons by several outstan-
ding ministers. One of these 
preachers was George Baily who 
was the minister for the 
congregation that is now the 
University Church of Christ. 

A characteristic of Mr. Baily's 
sermons was the use of epigrams. 
For example. he once said: "When 
you spell danger, you will have 
spelled anger, and when you spell 
anger, you are only one letter short 
of danger." 

In my judgment, this epigram is 
Biblical. In the fourth chapter of 
Eshesians the Apostle Paul wrote: 
"Be angry and yet do not sin--".

Beginning on Jan. 1, 1990, men 
who were required to register with 
Selective Service in 1982 will be 
turning 26 and will no longer be 
eligible for induction should a draft be 
reinstituted. Selective Service does 
not have the authority to accept late 
registrations after a man reaches his 
26th birthday. 

Selective Service State Director 
Harold D. Doyle warned that, with 
few exceptions, a man who fails to 
register before turning 26 will per-
manently forfeit his eligibility for 
certain benefits such as federal 
student aid, job training, and most 

federal employment in addition to 
facing possible prosecution as a felon. 

Some states also require registra-
tion for state student aid, entrance to 
state-supported colleges and univer-
sities, state employment, and 
permission to practice law. 

Doyle points out that men age 18 
through 25 who have not yet register-
ed can avoid the risk of prosecution 
and loss of benefits by registering 
promptly at any local post office. 
Failure to register is a felony punish-
able by a fine of up to $250,000, up to 
five years in prison, or both. 

Over 14 million men, age 18 
through 25, are currently registered 
with Selective Service. Over one 
million of those registered are from 
Texas.
