Many mourn lost friend, booster
But thrill-seeking Prechter was family man first.

Speed, it was so much a part of
Heinz Prechter’s life.

Mourners at his funeral Wednes-
day talked about his love of driving
fast, whether it was across his
Texas ranch pursuing deer with his
son or flying down the German
autobahn with a white-knuckled
Gov. John Engler.

They spoke aboutthe quickness
with which he made friends, of-
fered help to those in need and it
up any room he entered.

They remembered how swiftly
he swept his bride-to-be off her
feet—after her initial reluctance— | & »
and talked glowingly of his twin
children.

And mostly, they mourned how quickly the 59-year-old Prechter left them
all when he hanged himself Friday morning.

The businessmen, political kingmaker and booster of Detroit and
Downriver was remembered by more than 1,400 people at two locations.

About 300 packed the colonial-style Grosse lle Presbyterian Church
while 400 waiched the proceedings on televisions under a white tent on
church grounds.

Several miles away—but linked to the Grosse lle church by spirit and
grief—800 more people at Southgate's Chrystal Gardens banquet hall
watched a satellite broadcast of the funeral.

Prechter's many business accomplishments and legendary skills as a
political fund-raiser were hardly mentioned during the funeral. Instead,
mourners were regaled with tales about Prechter's fast driving, bad hearing
and love of his Texas ranch, where he'd don a cowboy hat, boots and a
sheriff’'s badge while covering the land on horseback.

The businessman’s decades-long battle with depression, which ulti-
mately took his life, also was discussed.

Prechter hanged himself with a vacuum cleaner cord in the stairwell of
a guest house next to his Grosse lle home. He had suffered bouts of
depression throughout his adult life. At the time of his death, he was being
treated for severe clinical depression at the University of Michigan Depres-
sion Center in Ann Arbor.

“Emotional depression robs one of hope,” said the Rev. Karl Travis,
pastor of Grosse lle Presbyterian Church at the beginning of the funeral.
“We come here together to reclaim and proclaim hope. Hope for life, hope
for the future, hope in our Lord Jesus Christ.”

The 90-minute ceremony was filled with song, prayer, laughter and tears
as his friends and family members said good-bye. After the services, a
private burial was held at Michigan Memorial Park in Flat Rock.

Those who attended the funeral showed the wide appeal Prechter had.
Some of them were among the country’s wealthiest and most powerful
people; others were hourly workers from his automotive sunroof company.
All were important to Prechter.,

Detroit Mayor Dennis Archer was among those paying their respects as
was U. S. Energy Secretary Spencer Abraham, U.S. Commerce Secretary
Don Evans, former Commerce Secretary Robert Mosbacher, financier Max
Fisher, Chrysler Group CEO Dieter Zetsche and former General Motors
Corp. boss Bob Stempel.

“We all miss a friend today,” Stempel said, adding that for him, it was “a
two-handkerchief day.”

Also mourning Prechter's death was Cheryl Sacka of Rockwood, an ASC
Inc. employee for 26 years before her retirement four years ago.

As she watched the funeral, she remembered when afew years back, her
then 3-year-old son seton the boss's knee and sang him a Christmas carol.
Prechter gave the boy $10 despite Sacka's protests.

“He told me that it was an old German proverb that the first child to wish
you a merry Christmas brings you luck,” Sacka said.

There were many emotional stories during the service that had mourners
dabbing their eyes with tissues.

Engler, who earlierread a letter from President George W. Bush, became
emotional when talking about his long friendship with Prechter, whom he
called “the man with the Downriver accent,”

Engler, clutching a handkerchief and his voice often choking with
sadness, said Prechter was a mentor to him, "like a big brother.”

The governor then gave Prechter a German farewell.

“Auf Wiedersehen, my friend,” Engler said sadly.

Publisher Keith Crain, another longtime friend of Prechter, told how his
buddy of 30 years “worked every day to make Downriver and Delroit a
better place.”

Prechter had a “big heart and gentle soul,” Crain said, and was able to
help everyone around him but was unable to help himself when it came to
his depression.

Crain drew laughter from the crowd when he told the story of the firsttime
Prechter met his wife, Waltraud, known to friends as Wally. Crain, on a visit
to Prechter's German hometown of Kleinhobing, asked the pretty young
gir—who was sitting nearby with friends at a local restaurant—if she had
ever heard of Prechter.

She said she had but had no interest in meeting him. Crain did a little
prodding and soon the two were married. Then came the twins—Paul and
Stephanie.

“Heinz was at his happiest with his family,” Crain said.

His two children gave heart-wrenching testimonials to their father. They
both also needled him about his hearing difficulties, which resulted in
Sunday mornings of blaring compah music throughout the house.

Paul Prechter told of their hunting trips in Texas and his father's famous
lead foot behind the wheel. His father would grin “mischievously while
reaching speeds | shouldn't talk about,” he said.

His father also laid his son's dorm room carpeting by himself.

“When he came out, he was soaking in sweat but | had the most perfect
carpet in the hall,” Prechter said. “When he did things, he did it right.”

Prechter also told the story of his father helping him out with a home
economic project. The son had trouble sewing a stuffed squirrel so his
father took over and completed the project."That was the only ‘A’ | received
in that class,” he said.

Prechter said he will see his father again one day and when he does he
expects him to “pull on my ear for old times' sake, then we'll go fishin'. | love
you, Dad.”

Prechter's daughter, Stephanie Prechter, read a poem she wrote before
a recent trip to Germany. It talked about how a person is not judged by
wealth or fame but how he or she lives "day by day, minute by minute.” She
called her father “my gift for 21 years.”

She told her father that she will name her son after him and talk openly
about depression—"the disease that altered your being.”

“| will try to be open to depression,” she said. “| know you had pain . . but
| did not know the depths of your agony.”

She broke down when telling her mother that she was the reason her
father became so successful.

“We will miss Dad every single day,"” she said, "but we will carry on in his
name.”

As they wheeled Heinz Prechter’s polished mahogany casket out of the
church, it filled with the hymn, “Precious Lorc, Take My Hand.”

When the darkness appears and the night draws near.

And the day is past and gone.

At the river | stand.

Guide my feet, hold my hand,

Take my hand, precious Lord,

Lead me home.

PGCD Reaches Record
Number of Students

During the 2000-2001 school, the
Panhandle Water Conservation Dis-
trict (PGCD) reached a record num-
ber of students with its education
programs.

Bart Wyatt, PGCD educational co-
ordinator, said a total of 1,888 stu-
dentsin 42 different school were given
presentations, maps and
waterwheels, according to Wyatt, this
number was 300 percent increase
from last year’s total number of stu-
dents.

“The District was overwhelmed and
truly thankful for the participation of
allthe schools,” Wyatt said. "We were
also pleased with the overall cost to
the program, which was only $3.81
per student.”

Wyatt said this past school year
proved to be successful, yet chal-
lenging. The Panhandle Groundwa-
ter Conservation District annexed
most of Potter County into the District
last August, adding 26 public elemen-
tary schools to the District’'s educa-
tional program.

“Withthe accomplishment of a new
network of schools comes newgoals,”
Wyatt said. “This past school year
was amazing, but we hope to even
reach more students next year.”

Wyatt said the District hopes to
extablished networks with private and
parochial schools. Another goal of
the District is to provide educational
programs for civic, social and youth
clubs.

“Water is in the news more and
more every day.” Wyatt said. “People
are starting to realize its importance
and what is at stake for the people of
the Panhandle. Let's work together
so that everyone in the District can
become better educated about water
and its conservation methods.”

Darroviett Woman Gets
60 Years For Drug Sales

The cost of dealing drugs in the
31st District just got more expensive
for a Darrouzett, Texas, woman. A
Lipscomb County jury found Juanita
Bewley, 38, guilty of possession of a
controlled substance (namely Meth-
amphetamine) with intent to deliver,
in an amount in excess of 4 grams but
less than 200 grams, a first degree
felony with a punishment range of 10
yearsto 90years, orlife and afine not
to exceed $16,000.00. After the guilty
verdict, District Judge Steven R.
Emmert of Wheeler, assessed pun-
ishment at 60 years confinement in
the Texas Department of Corrections.

The case began with a tip from a
confidentialinformantto an agent with
the Texas Panhandle Narcotic
Trafficing Task Force assignedto the
Perryton Sheriff Department. The in-
formant indicated that Ms. Bewley
had gone to Amarillo to purchase the
meth and had returned with the drug
to Darrouzett. Based on the tip,
Lipscomb County Sheriff deputies
with assistance from task force agents
obtained a search warrant and con-

A large number of these crimes,
such as the event in Columbine,
involve kids who have been pushed
around and picked on by the other
students who think they are “better”
than them. They do their killing out
of a sense of revenge, without
much regard to the consequences.

if we want this to stop, we need a
radical change in behavior. We
need to be aware of our actions
and how they affect those around
us. We need to respect each
other’s boundaries.

That girl over there may be the
fattest chick you've ever seen, but
keep that to yourself. She has
enough going on in her life without
you putting her down. Take a
chance to talk to her; you might be
surprised. She could be the most
awesome person you've ever met.
Even if she isn't, be nice to her.
Not only does it keep you off some
hit list; it helps her out mentally and
emotionally. Also keep in mind that
while she might never even
consider bringing a gun to school,
the guy on the other side of the
room that you're not talking to is
watching.

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ducted a raid of the Bewley resi-
dence. As the scene, officers found
the meth exactly where the informant
had stated and also found marijuana,
morphine, and PCP analog laced with
tetrahydrocannabinol or THC. The
PCP was described by Mr. Roy
Murphey, chief chemist for the De-
partment of Public Safety labin Ama-
rillo as a “"designer drug” that drug
usersdipped marijuanacigarettesinto
to intensify the high.

Mr. Murphy also testified that the
methamphetaminefound atthe scene
weighed in excess of 38 grams. Task
Force agent, Bo Lake of Pampa tes-
tified that the several baggies found
in the home contained amounts of
meth which are referred to on the
streets as "8 balls”, a common trade
weight measurement used by drug
dealers.

“We were extremely pleased with
the jury verdict and the court's pun-
ishment”, said 31st District Attorney
Rick Roach. Lead prosecutor on the
case was Assistant District Attorney
Pro-Tem David Scott of Perryton.
“David stepped up to the plate and
did a fine job as lead prosecutor”,
said Roach. “He really helped me out.
We have been moving our offices out
of the Gray County Courthouse into
new offices while courthouse resto-
rationtakes place forthe lastthree (3)
weeks and | couldn't have handled
the case without David's help. There
were so many exhibits.”

“Whenthe defense counsel elected
to have Judge Emmert set punish-
ment, David and | looked at each
other and smiled. | knew the punish-
ment was going to be severe. | just
didn’t know how severe it would be.
Judge Emmert has made it crystal
clear that people who deal drugs in
the 31st District are going to face the
music.”

Roach also had praise for the work
of Sheriff James Robertson and the
Lipscomb County Sheriff's depart-
ment.

Eight Roads Added To
State Highway Dept.

To enhance mobility on the state’s
highway system and meet the new
demands as a result of a growing
economy and NAFTA-related trade,
eight roads were added to a state
planned highway network, including
US 62 in Collingworth County in
TxDOT's Chilresss District.

An additional 506 miles to the
Texas Highway Trunk System were
approved today by the Texas Trans-
portation Commission during its
monthly meeting.

With additional mileage, the Texas
Highway Trunk System is a 10,500-
mile planned rural network of a four
lane divided highway system that in-
cludes and compliments the Inter-
state System.

Other added mileage includes:

- U.S. 54 from New Mexico state
line to Oklahoma state line

- U.S. 285 from new Mexico state
lline to 1-20

- U.S. 79 from Henderson to the
Louisiana state line

- S.H. 103/S.H. 21 from Lufkin to
Louisiana state line

- U.S. 281 from San Antonio to
Stephenville

- US 67/385 from Fort Stockton to
McCamey

- SH 31 from Tyler to Longview

Of the 506 miles added to the trunk
system, 384 miles, which are cur-
rently two-lane roads, would need to
be upgraded to four-lane divided.

“| am very gratified with this deci-
sion by the Transportation Commis-
sion”, says Senator Tom Haywood,
from Wichita Falls. "Of course, folks
in Wichita Falls were extremely dis-
appointed to learn that the US 281
extension was not on the approved
list. Nonetheless, | believe that Tx
DOT has done the people of Texas a
good turn”.

Each year, the Texas Department
of Transportation spends nearly $150
million to upgrade segments of the
trunk system from 2-lane to 4-lane
roadways.

Approximately 3,900 miles of the
trunk system need to be expanded
from two-lanes, which will cost nearly
$6 billion.
