One of our biggest national prob-

lems—local problems is how to im-
prove our schools. Every body has 
an answer. 

Fine buildings and equipment 
won't do it—the administration can't 
do it—the key person is The Teacher. 
The teacher molds the human clay 
day by day, dreaming of a better to-
morrow. 

The teacher must not only be well-
versed in the subject matter but he 
or she (the teacher) must be con-
cerned and love each and every stu-
dent in his or her care. The caring is 
very important. 

Suppose the six year old child has 
a snotty nose? Wipe it, give him a 
smile, a pat on the back and make a 
man of him. 

Suppose a seventh grade girl is an 
out cast because of her clothes? Who 
can remind her how smart she is and 
that one day, if she'll work hard she 
can earn enough to wear the very 
best? 

The slightly retarded Freshman 
needs only to be told over and over 
that there's plenty of work in the world 
for boys like him. 

The extra bright girl, with a king 
sized ego, needs the teacher to re-
mind her that nobody likes a show-
off and a smart aleck. 

The pioneer one-room school had 
little material things. They had a slate, 
a slate pencil, an ink well, a wash pan, 
a dipper, lye soap, a paddle, a flag, a 
bible, a song book.

WHAT DR. MARTIN LUTHER 
KING JR MEANS TO ME 

By: Zach Patterson 
On April 4, 1968, in Memphis, Ten-

nessee, one of the most influential 
men in American history was killed 
by an assassin's bullet. Thankfully, 
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.'s dream did 
not die with him. Dr. King has influ-
enced me through the way he lived. 
The same godly beliefs that Dr. King 
strove to uphold, I strive to uphold 
daily. The things I have learned about 
Dr. King have taught me how to be a 
leader, how to be nonviolent in my 
actions, and how to be hopeful for the 
future. 

Through his many peaceful 
marches. Dr. King showed how good 
a leader he was. He paved the path-
way for whites and blacks to live side 
by side. He imitated the principles of 
the Declaration of Independence and 
the Constitution in his lifestyle. in his 
many great speeches, he reiterated 
his belief that all men are created 
equal, and he taught people that hate 
is wrong and that they should rise 
above it. Even though people antago-
nized him while he was leading the 
marches and making the speeches, 
he continued to use nonviolent ways 
to get things done. 

Dr. King's example has shown me 
how to stay calm and nonviolent, 
even though someone may be after 
me to hurt me. He was patient with 
change; he didn't become angry and 
violent when his dreams didn't be-
come reality overnight. He kept try-
ing and trying all of his life to make 
America a safer place. His life 
teaches me to persevere and not 
become angry and give up when 
people don't agree with me. He also 
reinforced the Golden Rule with his 
actions. He didn't hate those who 
hated him; he loved the ones who 
wanted to kill him, just as Jesus Christ 
did in His time. Though Dr. King 
wouldn't see change in his time, he 
remained hopeful for the future of 
America. 

Dr. King is best known for his 
speech titled "I Have a Dream." He 
dreamed of reform in the way whites 
viewed blacks, Catholics viewed 
Protestants and citizens viewed im-
migrants. After hearing his speech on 
tape, I was in awe of what he said 
this country could become, and I am 
hopeful that this country will continue 
to unite its cultural diversity. Dr. King's 
example has taught me to keep my 
head up at all times and to believe in

As partners, fathers have a 
unique opportunity to shape the lives 
of their children. Numerous factors 

. contribute to a child's growth and de-
velopment; however, among the most 
important are the daily interactions 
that take place between a father and 
child. Communication processes lie 
at the heart of these daily interactions. 

' Fathers, husband, and men in gen-
' eral, are often portrayed as not be-
' ing good communications, yet it is 

obvious that fathers are capable of 
communicating effectively with their 
children. 

Being an effective communicator, 
especially with young children, re-
quires patience, understanding, and 
practice. Communicating with chil-
dren, especially very young children, 
requires a unique set of skills and a 
basic understanding of child devel-
opment. Children can be effective 
communicators; however, they are 
limited by their development capaci-
ties. For example, a newborn cannot 
verbally articulate his need for a dia-
per change. Instead, he communi-
cates this need through crying. A ba-
sic understanding of while a child lies 
on the developmental spectrum can 
prevent a father from having unreal-
istic expectations concerning his 
child's language and comprehension 
abilities. A related recommendation 
or fathers is that they communicate 
on the same level as their child. Us-
ing language that children under-
stand helps facilitate communication. 
This can also be done by physically 
coming down to a child's level for 
example bending down on one knee 
so that face-to-face interaction can 
take place.
