Asbostos Removala  Continues 
Asbestos, one word that can 

strike fear in so many people, but 
what is asbestos? 

The word asbestos refers to 
several types of fibrous minerals. 
In its natural state, asbestos oc-
curs throughout much of the planet. 
Asbestos is found in two-thirds of 
the rocks in the earth's crust. The 
fibers are released by erosion and 
carried by the wind. According to 
The Asbestos Institute, depend-
ing on where you live, you are 
most likely inhaling between 
10,000 to 15,000 fibers per day. 

So why is asbestos so danger-
ous? There are two main types of 
fibers, amphibole and serpentine. 
The amphibolefibers (amosite and 
crocidolite) are used commercially 
and are extremely hazardous. 
Because of their chemical struc-
ture and straight, needle-like fi-
bers, amphiboles are very dusty, 
aswell as highly biopersistent. The 
fibers separate endlessly always 
leaving a needle-like fiber. Once in 
the human body, they can remain 
indefinitely in the lung tissue, and 
many may cause cancer and 
mesothelioma. 

Chrysotile, the most common 
serpentine fiber, is considerably 
less hazardous than amphibole 
varieties. Silky in texture, with curly 
fibers, serpentine asbestos is un-
likely to remain suspended in the 
air. Thus, less of it is inhaled, and 
it does not stay in the lungs very 
long. The human immune system 
can usually eliminate these fibers 
fairly quickly.

23 - the deadline for having the 
registration postmarked. There is 
a late registration postmark dead-
line of September 6, but an extra 
fee is charged for late registra-
tions. Students can get registra-
tion packets from their high school 
counselors or register online at 
www.act.org. 

ACT scores are accepted by vir-
tually all U.S. colleges and univer-
sities, including all Ivy League 
schools. The ACT is not an apti-
tude test - it is an academic 
achievement test that measures 
students on what they learned in 
high school. Because it is curricu-
lum-based, colleges use ACT 
scores for more than admissions 
decisions - they use scores to 
place freshmen into classes that 
the students are academically pre-
pared to handle. For admissions 
decisions, colleges use ACT 
scores along with a student's high 
school grade point average, col-
lege prep courses taken, extracur-
ricular activities and other informa-
tion. The test fee is $25 ($28 in 
Florida). 

ACT's website (www.act.org) 
has helpful information, sample 
tests and the opportunity to order 
test prep materials such as ACTive 
Prep, an interactive CD-ROM that 
contains practice tests with instant 
scores and study plans to prepare 
for the real test. A free sample test 
is available from high school coun-
selors in a brochure called Prepar-
ing for the ACT Assessment.

EcoSystems took samples of the 
air inside and out. As of comple-
tion of Phase One, the air is as 
clean, and in most cases cleaner, 
than before work was started. In 
fact, the work space during re-
moval was ten times cleaner than 
required by law. The air is main-
tained clean using a three-stage 
filtration system. Ninety-seven 
percent of all fibers and dust are 
captured in the first two filters. A 
hepa filter captures all remaining 
contaminates to five microns. The 
containment area is maintained at 
a slight vacuum insuring that noth-
ing is released outside. 

Phase Two should be completed 
by Wednesday.
