The Wheeler County Commis-
sioners' Court met Monday in regu-
lar session. Fifteen items were on 
the agenda, but the court does not 
follow the order of the issues on 
the agenda. 

Virgil Simmons met with the 
court for the third time in the matter 
of County Road 21. The road has 
been on the map and in use for an 
undetermined number of years; at 
one point, Simmons owns prop-
erty on both sides of the road. 

The problem arose when com-
missioner Tommy Puryear in do-
ing road maintenance moved dirt, 
rock and equipment from and onto 
what he determined to be county 
right of way. 

The width of the county right-of-
way was questioned. Simmons 
checked the records and could not 
find where the county had any 
right-of-way at all. On his first visit 
to the commissioners' court he 
was given a paper and told this 
was proof that the county had right-
of-way. Simmons returned to the 
court, the county does not have 
right-of-way, which the county had 
learned in the meantime. 

Simmons chose to be placed on 
the agenda for the September 23 
meeting, since Commissioner 
Puryear had to leave before 
Simmons was given the floor. He 
wanted to address Puryear on the 
issues. 

Monday, Simmons asked that 
Puryear remove the rock, replace 
the topsoil and repair an entry into 
a well on one of the pieces of 
property—company does not have 
access to a the well. Simmons 
asked for an apology and wanted 
Puryear to do the repairs at his 
personal expense. Simmons 
stated he did not want his $15,000 
in taxes to be spent to correct the 
mistake made by the commis-
sioner. 

Judge Hefley informed Simmons 
that Puryear was working in behalf 
of the county at the time the work 
was done and it was the county's 
responsibility to bear the expense 
of the repairs. 

But, before repairs could be 
made, Simmons had to give the 
county permission to get onto his 
property. Simmons agreed to al-
low the county a 30' right-of-way, 
which appears to be what they 
have used over the years, until the 
recent situation. Commissioner 
Snelgrooes volunteered to assist 
with the repairs. 

An apology was not offered. 
The county will now have to 

obtain a right-of-way for the road. 
The commissioners can ask for 
the landowners to give the right-
of-way or appoint a jury to review 
the situation and determine the 
right-of-way. 

Ken Daughtry, Emergency Man-
agement Coordinator met with the 
commissioners for consideration 
of appointment of directors for 
Emergency Management Pro-
gram. Daughtry presented the 
commissioners with a list of indi-
viduals who had agreed to serve, 
if appointed. The following were 
appointed: Jon Sullivan, Public 
Health Officer; Ravonda 
Hardcastle, Human Services Di-
rector; David Rushing, Public In-
formation Officer; Randy 
Finsterwald, Public Utilities Direc-
tor, and Donna Lee, Human Re-
sources Director. 

Jon Sullivan, Wheeler County 
Ambulance Director met with the 
commissioners to report on the 
proposed paramedic class. The 
class has been changed to a 12-
month class and it is possible 15 
will be taking the class with 11 
being from the Wheeler area. The 
county agreed to pay tuition for the 
local students with assistance from 
Parkview Hospital. 

In the courthouse restoration 
project, the false ceilings have 
been moved and duct work is be-
ing removed to enable full vision of 
the condition of the courthouse. 
The abatement has been com- 
pleted, but an inspection has not 
been made. Bids for the furthering 
of the project maybe let in Novem- 
ber with a -walk through" in De-
cember and closing of the bids in 
January. The county employees 
will be working inside the court- 

they can spend all evening explor-
ing the ever-popular inflatable big 
toys. 

Live bands hit the stage at 4 
p.m., providing everything from 
gospel musicto Texas swing, blues 
and jazz to classic rock.

Annual Report Given 
By Co. Soil Conservat'n 

The Wheeler County Soil and 
Water Conservation District was 
established on April 6, 1948 with 
the protection and enhancement 
of the available renewable natural 
resources as its primary purpose. 
Its boundaries coincide with the 
boundaries of Wheeler County. A 
board of five elected directors who 
are resident landowners in 
Wheeler County and are actively 
engaged in fanning or ranching. 
The current Board of Directors 
consists of Paul Macina, Chair-
man; John McDowell Jr., Vice-
Chairman; Dean Tipps, Secretary; 
Eric Zybach and Darvi Ile Atherton. 

The Wheeler County Soil and 
Water Conservation District en-
tered into a memo of understand-
ing with the Natural Resources 
Conservation Service in 1948 to 
provide personnel who are trained 
in the field of erosion control. On 
October 1, 1999, Fred Allison, Jr. 
became the District Conservation-
ist for Wheeler and Collingsworth 
counties. The current NRCS staff 
at the Wheeler office is Calvin 
Devereaux, Soil Conservationist. 
The District staff consists of 
Rhonda McWhorter, District Clerk 
and Don Humphreys, Earth Team 
Volunteer. The Wellington NRCS 
staff consist of Myron Merz, Range-
land Management Specialist and 
Vernon Brister, Civil Engineering 
Technician. Catrina Moody is the 
District Clerk. 

The Wheeler County SWCD 
works closely with the NRCS to 
promote conservation practices 
and stewardship of the land. Your 
local SWCD is proud to present 
this report on our conservation 
work and accomplishments dur-
ing the 2002 fiscal year. 

Wheeler County SWCD has 
been involved with the develop-
ment of one new EQIP 2002 con-
tracts on 53 acres. We have a total 
of 12 active EOIP contracts on 
3,180 acres. Conservation prac-
tices, which were cost-shared un-
der this program, include: cross 
fences, water storage facilities, 
livestock, pipelines, sprinkler sys-
tem, grass seeding and terraces. 

Here are some of the accom-
plishments of the SWCD/NRCS 
for the year 2002: Land users pro-
vided assistance- 850 customers; 
conservation plans (new and revi-
sions)-40 customers on 6,000 
acres; grass-seeding - 500 acres 
was seed to a native grass mix and 
1500 acres was seeded to weep-
ing lovegrass- 640 acres was 
seeded to plains bluestorn; foric,ir 

-  10,000 feet completed; brush 
control - 320 acres; producers 
applying RMS plan - 7,000 acres; 
terraces - 1000 feet completed; 10 
conservation presentations were 
given with 200 people attending. 
We published 25 news articles and 
assisted the district with tree sales. 
The SWCD/NRCS completed 8 
O&M inspections on watershed 
maintenance. 

The conservation reserve pro-
gram is still active in the District. 
We continue to service 5 active 
CRP contracts on 500 acres. 
Wheeler County has a total of 270 
CRP contracts on 40,836 acres. 

Your local SWCD/NRCS staff is 
looking forward to working with 
you this coming year.

Even if the rains come down, the 
Fourth of July celebrations con-
tinue. The park is full, whether 
the event is a cook-out or a soft-
ball game or a church social. 
People ask what they can do to 
help, and they mean it, and they 
carry through with what they said 
they would do. 

2. Citizens support citizens. 
There are members in our com-
munity who have had some seri-
ous struggles, either financially 
or concerning their health. They 
are not alone. This small city 
possesses some very large 
shoulders, ready to help in virtu-
ally any way imaginable. 

3. Our students are a high pri-
ority. The pep rallies at the school 
or around the courthouse have 

as many students as non-stu-
dents show up to root for the 
Mustangs. Everyone shows up 
to watch the sports games, listen 
to the bands, cheer with the 
cheerleaders. And that Septem-
ber 11th morning when every-
one was in front of the school 
building was an inspirational mo-
ment. 

4. It is good to be from Wheeler. 
The city from which we moved to 
come here had suffered for years 
from a low setf -image. There was 
almost an embarrassment to con-
fess that you were from that other 
city. The politics in that town were 
atrocious. Students couldn't wait 
to leave there. I don't see those 
things in Wheeler, however. 
Wheeler citizens are proud to be 
Wheeler citizens. And I am proud 
to be a Wheeler citizen as well. 

These are just a few things 
that we have to be proud of, but 
the list is much longer. I will also 
admit that I am proud to be the 
preacher at the Church of Christ 
in Wheeler. I see good things 
happening, and I'd like to invite 
you to come see these good 
things, too.

Observations 
..from the Wheeler Supenntendent: 
One of the great things about a 

"one-campus" district is the inter-
action our younger children have 
with our older students.
