It travel to the doctor the next day for 
a check up. But his heart problems 
will not wait. He is having a Heart 
Attack tonight. The problem now is 
that Bill and Mary live in a commu-
nity that does not have an Ambu-
lance service. It is a small town of 
about 1400 people. Their town is a 
wonderful place to live, as long as 
you do not need Emergency Medi• 
cal Services. 

The pain in Bill's chest is be 
coming worse. The nearest Am-
bulance is 30 miles away and the 
nearest hospital is 60 miles away 
The small community does owr 
an ambulance, but they have no 
one left in town that is trained to 
provide the Emergency Medical 
Care necessary to provide the 
service. 

This is a problem that is facing 
the Texas Panhandle now. Unlike 
Law Enforcement and Fire Pro-
tection, Emergency Medical Ser-
vice is not considered an essential 
service. 

In the Texas panhandle some 
smaller communities are losing 
their Ambulance Services due to 
lack of funding, lack of available 
training, or just lack of time.

Wheeler County Commis-
sioner's Court met in regular ses-
sion on Monday, March 22, in the 
Courthouse Annex at 410 S. Main 
St. in Wheeler, Texas. Thirteen 
items were on the agenda. 

The commissioners approved 
the hourly payroll sheets for pay-
ment as presented. 

The court approved the pay-
ment of the bills as presented. 

No action was taken on the bud-
get. 

The courthouse project is re-
ported to still be ahead of sched-
ule and no action was necessary. 

The commissioners voted to 
reinstate the burn ban for the 
county, effective Thursday, March 
25, 2004. 

The county treasurer's report 
was presented and accepted. 

Juana Benefield, county trea-
surer, requested a clarification for 
payment of mileage. The court 
voted to base mileage on the State 
Comptroller's mileage guide. Pay-
ment of mileage within the county 
was discussed and tabled until the 
next regular meeting of the court 
on Monday, April 12, 2004. 

Sheriff Rick Walden's report on 
Racial Profiling was presented and 
accepted. 

Scott Porter, tax assessor, asked 
the court to consider the lowering 
of the tax collection tee to 1%. The 
county is presently charging 2%. 
With the lower rate, the county 
might be able to pickup collections 
for addition taxing entities. The 
court voted to lower the rate to 1%, 
effective July 1, 2004. 

At the request by tax assessor 
Scott Porter, the commissioners 
voted to enter into a contract with 
the appraisal district for the collec-
tion of rendition penalties, effec-
tive March 22, 2004. The county 
will received 10% of the penalty. 

Commissioner Hubert Moore, 
Pct. 3, asked the commissiones' 
approval of Road Deed of Dedica-
tion from Bryan Close, D. W. 
Rankins and Dick Anderson. Ap-
proval was accepted.

DEADLINE IS APRIL 15, 2004 
Senate Bill 340, passed in the 

2003 regular legislative session, 
took effective January 1, 2004. SB 
340 made sweeping changes to 
the laws concerning rendition, or 
reporting, of business assets for 
property tax purpose. If you own a 
business, you are required by this 
law to report personal property 
that is used in that business to 
your county appraisal district. 
There are substantial penalties 
for failure to report or for falsifica-
tion and tax evasion. The Wheeler 
County Central Appraisal District 
has prepared the following to as-
sist you in complying with this new 
and very important law: 

You must render the personal 
property that you use to pro-
duce income, or for business 
purposes. This includes furniture 
and fixtures, equipment, machin-
ery, computers, inventory held for 
sale or rental, raw materials, fin-
ished goods and work in process. 
You are not required to render 
intangible personal property, items 
that can be owned but do not have 
a physical form, such as cash, 
accounts receivable, goodwill, cus-
tom computer software, and other 
similar items. 

Each business located in 
Wheeler County Appraisal District 
was mailed a rendition form in 
January of 2004. If you have a 
business and did not receive one, 
contact the CAD office at 826-
5900 before the deadline. 

What are the penalties for fail-
ure to comply? 

There are two levels of penal-
ties for failure to comply. If you fail 
to file your rendition before the 
deadline (April 15, 2004) or you do 
not file it at all, the penalty is 
equal to 10% of the amount of 
taxes ultimately imposed on the 
property. If a court determines 
that you have committed fraud 
or done other acts with the in-
tent of evading taxes on the 
property, a penalty equal to 50% 
of the taxes ultimately imposed 
on the property will be levied. 

Is my information confiden-
tial? 

Yes. Information contained in a 
rendition cannot be disclosed to a 
third party except in limited cir-
cumstances. In addition, the tax 
code specifically provides that any 
estimate of value that you provide 
is not admissible in proceedings 
other than a protest to the ap-
praisal review board (ARB). or

The final 
value we place on your property is 
public information, but your rendi-
tion is not. 

What Information is required 
on the rendition? 

Depending on the type of prop-
erty you own, you can exper:t, to 
provide the following inforn-Sm: 

Location. 
You will need to give the ad-

dress where the property was lo-
cated on January 1, 2004. If the 
property was in transit on January 
1 or is regularly used in more than 
one location, you should provide 
additional information about the 
property's normal location and cir-
cumstances. 

General Description. 
A general description should 

give enough information to iden-
tify the major categories of per-
sonal property assetsthat you own. 
At minimum, you should identify 
the maior categories of personal 
assets. You have the option of 
providing an itemized listing of the 
various assets in any category. 
For vehicles used in the produc-
tion of income, you will need to 
provide the plate and VIN num-
bers, as well as the year, make 
and model. 

Original Cost. 
Provide the original cost and 

date you acquired the property. 
Original cost (the tax code uses 
the term "hi storical cost when new") 
refers to the amount you paid to 
acquire the property. Your cost 
would include transportation and 
any other necessary expenses in-
curred acquiring the property. If 
you purchased a used item, you 
should note on the form that you 
purchased it used and give the 
amount you paid. 

Wheeler CAD will not, except 
renditions file electronically, 
fixed or e-mailed . 

In order to be considered timely 
filed, your rendition must either be 
physically delivered or mailed. If 
you mail it, it must be postmarked 
on or before April 15, 2004. If you 
hand deliver it or use a private 
delivery service such as federal 
express, it must be physically re-
ceived in our office before the close 
of business on 4-15-04. The mail-
ing address is P.O. Box 1200 
Wheeler Texas 79096. The CAD 
office is located at 402 S. Main in 
Wheeler. 

If two or more appraisal districts 
appraise your property, you must 
file a rendition before the deadline 
with both districts. 

If the appraisal district values 
your property at a higher amount 
than what you rendered , you may 
file a protest with the appraisal 
review board (ARB).
