ALLIED ADVANCED COMMAND POST IN ENGLAND, June
8—Gen. Dwight D. Elsenhower siood on a rooftop on Invasion eve
and walched a mighty alrborne armada form in the sky and wing
tta way toward Franoe and the beginning of the final phase of the

war of liberation.

The supreme commander radisled a calm confidence con-
taglous 1o thoke about him. He spent the greater part of the day
ameong the lroops, seaborne and alrborne, walking from group to
group chatting and laughing with the men,

At 2:30 p. m., Monday, Eisenhower mel with a small group of

British and American press and

radle represeniatives here, He

told us that the Invasion of Europe would be launched Tuesday

and ihe machinery was already in
motlon. We were Informed the
operalion would be the largest of
fts type ever launched and that
the Allles had assmbled thelr

mightlest land, sea and alr foree
for the purpose.

Elsenhower talked Lo us for an
hour ‘and a half, The conference
took place in hls command tent.

The weather, we learned, had
been the biggest Allled headache
in the selection of D-Day.

The general smoked constantly,
sometimes lghting one cigarette
from another. Beyond that he
made no movement. He did not
appear to notice the express train
roar of constant Allled alr patrols
overhaad.

After the conference he stood
outside, hatless and with his hands
fn pockets, and chatted with us
informally. We remarked upon his
calmness and 1 asked him, “don’t
these things make you nervous.”
He chuckled and said he was the
type that bolled up inside but that

. when things got too bad he was

usually able to sleep it off.

We correspondents were pér-
mitted to tag along on the su-
preme commander's visit to the
airborne units but only with the
understanding that we would re-
main definitely in the back-
ground.

At the alrborne assembly areas,
Elsenhower walked swiftly and
alone through the groups of men
where they were drawn up at at-
tention. He asked that they be
placed at ease. He stopped {re-
quently, picking men at random
to talk with. Often he was com-
pletely surrounded by the men
and they trooped after him laugh-
ing and joking lke schioolboys. 1
estimate that during the evening
hours he talked with several hun-
dred men individually.

D-Day Brings No
Change In Draft

The invasion meant no change
in either recruiting or drafting as
far as wan known today by the
respective offices In Big Spring.

Four Thousand Ships,
11,000 Planes Used In

Lfgnching Great Blow

SUPREME HEADQUARTERS, Allied Expeditionary Force, June 6 (AP)—The Al-
lies landed in the Normandy section of northwest France early today and by evening
had smashed their way inland on a broad front, making good a gigantic air and sea
invasion against unexpectedly slight German opposition,
Prime Minister Churchill said part of the record-shattering number of para-
chute and glider troops were fighting in Caen, nine miles inland, and had seized o
number of important bridges in the. invasion area.
Four thousand ships and thousands of smaller landing craft took the thousands
of American, British and Canadion seaborne forces from England to France under
protection of 11,000 Allied bombers and fighters who wrought gigantic havoc with
the whole elaborate coastal defense system thot the nazis had spent four yeors
building. Naval gunfire completed the job, and the beachheads were secured quickly.
Allied losses in every branch were declared to be far less than hod been count-

The Germans said the landings took place from Cherbourg to Le Havre — o
front of about 100 miles, and that o strong airborne force was fighting os far in-
land as Rouen, 41 miles east of Le Havre.

96 hours of steady pounding, lashed German coastal defenses

Churchill Says
Invasion Goes

On Schedule

LONDON, June 8§ P — Prime
Minister Churehill told a cheer-
ing house of commons today that
the Allied liberating assault upon
Hitler's European stronghold was
“proceeding mccording to plan—
and what a plan!™
In tones of confidence he re-
ported that the Allled forces had
been transporied across the chan-
nel to the shores of France by “an
Immense armada” of 4,000 ships
with wseveral thousand smaller
crufls — “probably the greatest
{leet ever assembled.”
Mass sir-borne landings also
have been successfully effected
behind the enemy lines he said.
“There are already hopes that
eactual tactical surprise has been
attained,” he continued, “and we
hope to furnish the enemy with
a succession of surprises, during
the course of the fighting.
“The battle which ls now begin-
ning will grow constantly in seale
and intensity for many weeks to
come and [ shall not attempt to
speculate upon s course.*
To cheers by parllament mems-
bers, Churchill took “formal cog-
nlwsnce of the liberation of Rome.
Britain's war leader pald high
tribute to both Gen. Sir Harold
Aloxander and Gen. Mark W,
Clark in Italy and gsald: “Com-
plete unily prevalls throughout
the Allled armies. x x x There Ia
complete confidence In the su-
preme commander, General Elsen-
hower, and his leutenants and al-
so In the commander of the ex-
peditionary ‘force, General Mont-
gomery."”
There was grim news as well as
good In Churchill's address.
In discussing the battle of the
Anzio beachhead in Italy, which
was established last January and
held against heavy German coun-
teratlacks, he sald the Allles lost
about 20000 men, and the Ger-

Hitherto, In each state the electors of the par-
ty getting the most votes cast their entire vote for
the party’s presidential and vice presidential candi-
dates, i

But now there are indications that the demo-
ecratic leaders of South Carolina and Texas may
try to tell their electors. . to vote for “any other
democrat” they please if they don't like the candi-
dates or the piatform produced at the national
democratic convention in Chicago In July.

" If the November election is tight then the elee-
toral votes of South Carolins and Texas, cast for
some candidates other than the party’s national
candidate, might mean a republican victory,

The number of each state's representatives in
congress s based on the total populstion of the
state, not upon the number of voters. Every siste
automatically has two senators. But If any state
abridges the right of aduilt citizens to vote, congress
may legally reduce proportionately that state’s
representativn in the house of representatives,

This provision of the constitution—reducing
the size of a state's representation In congress—was
intended to assure a vote for negroes. It never has
been applied. And very few negroes vote in the
south,

Take a look at how southern states’ electoral
representation, when compared with other states,
is out of line with the voting strength at the polls
where individuals cast ballots.

The initial landings were
made from 6 to 8:25 a. m. Brit.
ish tlme (midnight to 1:25 a. m.,
CWT) The Germans sald sub-
sequenl landings were made on
the English Channel lsles of
Jersey and Guernsey and that
inavsion at mew poinis on the
continerfl was expected hourly.
From Moscow came word that

the Russian army was massiia in
preparation for another grest at-
tack from the east as s part in
defeating Germany.

All reports from the beachhead,
meager though they were in speci-
fie detail, agreed that the Allies
had made good the greal gamble
of amphibious landing agalnst
possibly the strongest fortified
section of coast in the world,

Advancing At Run

Reconnalssance pilots sald the
Allied troops had secured the
beaches and were slashing inland,
some of them asctually running in
a swift advance, while the Vichy
radio admitted the Allied drive in-
land was golng right ahead,

More than 640 naval guns, rang-
ing from 4 to 16inch, hurled
many tons of shells accurately in-
to the coastal fortifications which
the Germans had spent four years
preparing against this day.

Prime Minister Churchill was
able to fell parllament that the
shore balteries had been “large-
ly guelled,” the underwaler ob-
structions had proven less dan-
gerous than feared .,and the
whele operation was “proceed-
ing according to plan.”

Allied planes preceded the
landings with a steady 96-hour
bombardment which reached its
pinnacle in the hour before the
troops hit the beaches,

The air attack was thrust home

through cloud banks 5,000 feet
high,
German naval opposition was

confined Lo destroyers and motor
torpedo boats which headgquarters
sald succlnetly were being “dealt
with," The Germans, as expect-
ed, blared on thelr radios all sorts
of claims of vast destruction done
to Allied fleets and forces, but
with no confirmation.

Adolph Coming?

In one deflant gesture, some of
the German cross-channel guns
opened a sporadie fire on Dover
during the afternoon.

Unconfirmed reports sald
Adolf Hitler was rushing to
France to flry his Intuition
against the Allied operation,
Presumably Fleld Marshals Karl
Gerd von Rundstedt and Erwin
Rommel were directing the de-
fenses from Lheir headquarters
in France, ;
German accounts through Swed-
en admitted that steady streams
of Allled troups were continuing
to land, particularly in the vicini-
ty of Arromanches, about mid-
way between Le Havre and Bar-
fleur, and that tanks were ashore
al several places, They sald there
was especially bitter fighting at
the mouths of the Orne and Vire
rviers,

The airborne troops' principal
scenes of operations were placed
by the Germans at Caen and Bar-
fleur. The Germans complained
that at some points dummy pa-
chutists were dropped, explouing
on touch,

The tenor of thelr accounts lent
support to Prime Minister
Churchill's assertion that “Lhere
already are hopes that sctual tag-
tcal surprises has been attalned”
and that “we hope to furnish the
enemy with a succession of sur-
prises during the course of the
fighting."
