"In addition, the program up-
dates ranchers on changes occur-
ring in the industry and what we 
must do to increase demand for 
our cattle. It clearly demonstrates 
how a producer's actions on the 
ranch have a huge impact on the 
final beef product," emphasizes 
Sherron. 

Each session involves an inten-
sive eight hours of training, di-
vided into two levels. Level I cov-
ers BOA principles, industry up-
date, marketing strategies, record 
keeping, environmental steward-
ship and proper management prac-
tices associated with genetic se-
lection, cattle handling, culling, 
vaccine and drug use.

To qualify for an award, hospi-
tals had to take a baseline mea-
surement of their performance on 
the clinical measures in the first 
quarter of 2004. They then imple-
mented process changes to im-
prove their performance and 
remeasured a year later to see if 
they had maintained or improved 
their performance. 

To earn the Award of Excel-
lence, a hospital had to achieve or 
maintain performance of 90 to 100 
percent on all national quality mea-
sures within one or more of the 
targeted clinical areas. To qualify 
for the Quality Improvement 
Achievement Award, a hospital had 
to score at least 70 percent on all 
national quality measures within 
one or more of the clinical areas. In 
addition, they had to improve a 
certain number of percentage 
points from their baseline mea-
surement. 

The quality measures-such as 
an initial antibiotic dose within four 
hours of admission for patients 
with pneumonia-are designed to 
ensure that hospitals provide care 
consistent with current medical 
guidelines.

Wendell Miller Plays 
At Mel's Diner 
The festival coming up in Erick 

October 22 to honor Roger Miller 
is a reminder that the world lost 
that musical genius and brilliantly 
witty local favorite son far too soon 
when Miller died of cancer at the 
age of 56 in 1992. 

Those of us who still grieve over 
that loss can be encouraged by 
the knowledge that other mem-
bers of Rogers musical family 
share some of that talent and wit. 

Wendell Miller, Rogers fiddling 
brother from Hanford, Calif., is 
popular in this area after his per-
formances at Roger Miller Festi-
vals in 2003 and 2004. Wendell 
was the subject of a recent feature 
story in Highways magazine and 
was interviewed live on Australian 
radio about his late-in-life musical 
career. 

After turning down an offer from 
Roger to tour with him (because 
Wendell had five children to care 
for), Wendell did not play fiddle 
regularly again until after all his 
children left home. He cared for an 
invalid wife until her death, then 
became a popular and much-in-
demand musician in southern Cali-
fornia. 

He has opened for numerous 
featured acts, recently including 

Scoksleep At The Wheel, Ricky 
Skaggs and Don Williams. He will 
be the opening act for Ray Price at 
the Fox Theater in Hanford in Feb-
ruary. 

Wendell dropped into luthier 
Jerry and Jill Lister's music store in 
Wheeler this week to buy a fiddle. 
He stayed to performed with the 
Listers and other friends at Mel's 
Diner last Thursday. He also per-
formed at Spencers Activity Cen-
ter in Midwest City, Okla., on Sat-
urday and has invitations from 
several area groups to appear 
while he visits in Texas and Okla-
homa this month. 

Family members say the Miller 
most like his famous grandfather 
is Miller's grandson, Matt Miller, 
21, of Tuttle, Oklahoma. 

Matt plays seven instruments, 
sings and writes songs. His 
mischievious sense of humor fre-
quently got him in trouble through- 

out his school years. Sounds like 
another Miller we know about, 
doesn't it? 

Matt's father is Roger's oldest 
surviving son, Alan, of Joshua, 
Texas. Alan's mother was Bar-
bara Crow Miller (deceased) of 
Shamrock. Rogers and Barbara's 
oldest son, Michael, died as an 
infant and is buried in Shamrock. 
Roger and Barbara also had two 
daughters, Rhonda and Sherry, 
who live in Duncan, Oklahoma. 
Each has two children. 

"When Matt was four or five 
years old, I bought him a guitar at 
a garage sale," said Kay Smith, 
Matt's maternal grandmother. "He 
immediately started picking out 
tunes he heard on the radio." 

She said Matt's grandfather later 
bought him a keyboard and a set 
of drums. He quickly taught him-
self to play them. Miller also plays 
harmonica, six-string and twelve-
string guitars and mandolin. 

Eldon Hendricks of Elk City, 
Okla., the only surviving member 
of Roger Miller's first band, said 
Roger, when he was a kid in Erick, 
could pick up any instrument and
