As summer is fast approaching
it is important to remember that
sunburn season is also here. A
sunburn is usually a first-degree
burn that involves the outer layer
of skin. Sunburns can be painful,
but are usually not dangerous un-
less they are extensive. Repeated
sunburn increases the risk of skin
cancer. Sunburn also causes the
skin to age faster.

Sun Protection Tips

Use a sun screen with a sun
protection factor (SPF) of at least
15.

Apply sun screen fifteen min-
utes before sun exposure and re-
apply every two hours or as di-
rected. Avoid the sun between
10a.m. and 2p.m. when the burn-
ing rays are strongest. Use a lick-
proof sun screen stick specifically
designed for the lips.

Wear UV-blocking sun glasses.
Eyes can get cancer 100.

Over Heating

During physical activity, your
body temperature rises because
muscles generate about 20 times
more heat when you are active
than when you are at rest. As your
lemperature rises, you begin 1o
sweat. Sweating takes the extra
heat and releases it 1o keep the
body cool.

Ways to Keep Cool

Drink 4 to 8 ounces or more of
water or sports drink 5-10 minutes
before physical activity.

Drink 8 to 10 ounces of fluid, or
as much as you can tolerate, ev-
ery 15 to 20 minutes during inten-
sive physical activity.

walk. The disease completely de-
stroys an individual's ability to be
independent and a state of depen-
dency may last for years.

“The average length of timefrom
diagnosis of Alzheimer's disease
1o death is three to 10 years,
though disease progression may
take as long as 20 years," Crocker
said.

The only way to make a 100
percent certain diagnosis of
Alzheimer's is an autopsy of the
brain upon death, he said. How-
ever, medical science has pro-
gressed such that mental tests,
physical exams and ruling out other
illnesses can help make a 90 per-
cent-certain diagnosis.

Early diagnosis is important so
prescription drug therapy may be
started, Crocker said. Though
there is no cure for Alzheimer's,
medications may help control the
symptoms and slow the disease
progression.

Testing and diagnosis by a
trained health professional is very
important since other conditions
may resemble Alzheimer's dis-
ease, Crocker said. These other
conditions may be treatable or
completely reversible.

More than 4 million Americans
have Alzheimer's disease, but few
people can tell you much about
the devastating iliness.

Alzheimer'sis a chronic, degen-
erative disease, which slowly gets
worse as it progresses, said An-
drew B. Crocker, Texas Coopera-
tive Extension gerontology health
specialist.

While most Americans assume
the majority of Alzheinier's patients
reside in nursing homes, Crocker

Austin, TX (03-22-05) What
would itbe like foryour family if you
were unable to speak for yourself
andthey were faced with having to
choose whether you should be
allowedtoliveordie? Inlight of the
current Floridacaseinvolving Terri
Schiavo and the controversy over
who has the right to make medical
decisions on her behalf, the Texas
Partnership for End-of-Life Care
(TxPEC) is encouraging Texans
to make sure theirfamily members
know their wishes for care at the
end of life.

"Families generally want to do
what their loved one would want
when faced with the incredibly
tough and personaldecision about
whether to allow nature to take its
course,” said Suze L. Miller, TxPEC
Executive Director. “The only way
o ensure thatit's crystal clear how
you wish to be cared foris to fill out
the proper paperwork and tell your
family what you want them to do.”

Miller advisescompleting Texas
Advance Directives and giving
these forms to members of your
family, as well as talking to them
about what you want in case you
are ever in a situation where you
cannot speak or advocate for your-
self. The directives let you spell
out what kind of care you would
like if you develop a terminal or
irreversible condition and can no
longer communicate. You'll also
need 1o name someone that you
trust 1o act as your power of attor-
ney for health care to make medi-
cal decisions, including decisions
about life suppon, if you can't speak
for yourself.

“As important as putting your
wishes in writing is making your
choices known 1o your spouse,
parents, siblings and friends so
that as you face the last stage of
life, you have the dignity of having
your wishes respected and hon-
ored - no mater what they are,”
said Miller.

said close to half of them actually
reside at home.

By 2050, more than 14 million
Americans are expected 1o be di-
agnosed with the disease

"It seems that the incdence of
Alzheimer's disease hasincreased
in recent years to near epidemic
proportions,” Crocker said. "While
improvementindiagnosis has con-
tributed to the rise, the real answer
lies in the average length of life for
human beings.”

Inthe 18th century, the average
ifespan was 35 to 40 years. Now,
the average lifespan in the United
States is about 77 years. Studies
show about 10 percent of those
over age 65, 20 percent of those
over 77 and half of those over 85
have Alzheimer's

"Alzheimer’s is more prevalent
now because more and more
people are living long enough to
developthedisease,” Crocker said

Plaque is a major part of the
disease process.

“We normally associate the word
plaque with an award or some-
thing that our dentist warns us
about when we go in for a check-
up. This particular type of plaque
forms in the brain between nerve
cells, causing nerve signals in the
brain to be interrupted,” Crocker
said.

Nerve cells are like electriclines
thattransmit signals back and forth.
If a plece of insulation blocks the
electricity putin the line, the signal
can not get through. Crocker said
thatis how plaque affects thebrain
- It prevents brain signals from
getting from one place to another

Plague is made up of a protein
the body produces normally. In a
normal brain, the protein is elimi-
nated. In the Alzheimer patient's
brain, the protein clumps together
with other pieces and forms a
plaque.

Another hallimark of Alzheimer's
istheformation oftangles, Crocker
said. Imaginethe nerve cellsinthe
brain are like railroad tracks, with
two side pieces and a ladder-like
structure in the middle holding
everything in place.

These ladder-like structures are
made upof aproteinthatbecomes
abnormalinthe Alzheimer patient's
brain and causes the ladder to
weaken and collapse. If enough
proteins become abnormal, the
whole nerve cell may collapse on
itself and prevent nerve signals
from being transmitted, he said.

Alzheimer's begins its destruc-
tion in the hippocampus, the part
of the brain responsible for taking
in newinformation and processing
it through the memory. As the dis-
ease spreads, it works its way
through the outer layers of the
brain, affecting judgment, emotions
and language.

Eventually, enough of the brain
is overrun by plaque and tangles
that even the most basic functions
are impaired, such as the ability to
use the toilet, communicate and
