"In addition, the program up-
dates ranchers on changes occur-
ring in the industry and what we 
must do to increase demand for 
our cattle. 11 clearly demonstrates 
how a producer's actions on the

Each session involves an inten-
sive eight hours of training, di-
vided into two levels. Level I cov-
ers BOA principles, industry up-
date, marketing strategies, record 
keeping, environmental steward-
ship and proper management prac-
tices associated with genetic se-
lection, cattle handling, culling, 
vaccine and drug use.

Leglislation On 
Gun Industry 

Thornberry Supports Bill Pre- 
venting Abusive Lawsuits Against • 
Gun Industry 

With the support of Congress-
man Mac Thomberry (TX-13), Con-
gress today acted to stop use of 
the courts to circumvent the legis-
lative process and the U.S. Con-
stitution on the right to keep and 
bear arms. 

By a vote of 283-144, the U.S. 
House of Representatives ap-
proved S. 397, the "Protection of 
Lawful Commerce in Arms Act." 
The bill prevents the use of law-
suits against the firearms industry 
for harm caused by the criminal or 
unlawful misuse of their products. 

"There has been a serious effort 
to bypass Congress and the Sec-
ond Amendment of the U.S. Con-
stitution through lawsuits against 
manufacturers and businesses. 
This practice is an abuse of our a  
legal system and an abuse of the 
right to keep and bear arms." said 
Thornberry. 

S. 397 prevents gun and ammu-
nition manufacturers, distributors, 
dealers and importers from being 
sued over acts that involve the 
criminal or unlawful use of a fire-a 
arm. The bill would also require 
that civil liability actions currently 
pending in state or federal courts 
be dismissed.
