SERIES TO COVER 4-DAY PERIOD

Number of Local Committeemen Is 
Reduced—12 to Be Elected 

at These Meetings

B eginning Monday, J a n .  28, and 
con tinu in g  for a 4-day period, o r ­
ganization  m eetings  for th e  1935 
cotton pro g ra m  in W hee le r  county  
w ill be held on th e  d a tes  and  a t  the  
places listed  below. T h is  is accord­
ing to In fo rm ation  supplied  by 
County A gent J a k e  T a r te r  today.

Im p o rtan c e  of these m ee tings  to 
cotton producers  is s tressed by T a r ­
ter, who po in ts  out th a t  all local 
com m itteem en  a re  to  be elected at 
these g a ther ings .  T h is  phase  m akes 
the m eetings  equal in im p o r ta n ce  to 
the B a n k h ea d  elections, it is said.

‘'Each c o n t ra c t  s igne r .” declared 
Tarter, “ should  have  a voice in  the  
election  of th e  m an who is to serve 
as  local com m itteem an  for  th e  com­
in g  y ea r  In th e  reduction p rog ram : 
also selection  of an a l t e r n a t e  to 
serve should  the  r eg u la r  com m ittee ­
m an drop  o u t .”

Reduct ion  in the  n u m b e r  of local 
com m itteem en  and  re -d is t r ic t in g  of 
th e  coun ty  becomes necessary  under  
an order front th e  AAA h e a d q u a r t ­
ers. T he  fo rm er  18 com m itteem en 
will be replaced by 12. T h is  change  
absorbs six of th e  d is t r ic ts  of last 
year and consolida tes  them  in to  the 
new list of 12.

Corn-hog Program 
for 1935 Started

Si}>-n-Up Begun Last Week—Local 
Committeeman Explains 

Reduction Basis

‘‘Some p o te n t ia l  corn-hog  reduc­
t ion  program  s igners  a re  laboring  
u n d e r  a m is u n d e rs ta n d in g  of the  
base to  be used in f ig u r in g  th e  re­
duct ion  of corn and  hog p roduction  
th is  y ea r  in W hee le r  co u n ty .” de­
clared  R. D. Underwood, com m unity  
com m itteem an .  W ednesday. U nder­
wood is a s s is t in g  J im  T rou t ,  coun ty  
c h a irm an ,  w ith  th e  s ign-up.

It w as pointed  ou t by th e  com­
m it teem an ,  d u r in g  an  in terview , 
th a t  co n t ra c ts  fo r  1935 will be 
based on 1932 and  1933 production  
f igures ,  and not on 1934 f igures, as 
some er roneously  believe.

"T h e re fo re ,” concluded U nder­
wood. “ p rac t ica l ly  all 1934 s igners  
a re  e l ig ib le  for  1935 con trac ts ,  and 
it is decidedly to  th e i r  ad v an tage  
*o f ign  up a t  a.i ea r ly  d a te  Ail 
co n t ra c ts  m us t  be s igned at the  
com m ittee  rooms in th e  cou r t  house 
a t  W heeler .”

Last  yea r  W hee le r  coun ty  had 
305 con trac t  signers. P re sen t  ind ica­
tions point to b e t te r  th a n  80 per 
cent of these, to g e th e r  w ith  qu ite  
a num ber  who did not p a r t ic ip a te  
in 1934, will sign up th is  year. 
These co n t ra c ts  a re  expected to 
b r in g  in to  th e  coun ty  a round  $40,- 
000.

Amarillo Plant Ready 
to Do County Canning

Interested Local People Advised 
to List Canning Needs 

at Wheeler

An a r ra n g e m e n t  by w hich  Wheel- 
e r  coun ty  people m ay have th e i r  
m eat canned  in A m aril lo  as the  
P a n h a n d le ’s ce n tra l  p lan t ,  has  been 
suggested ,  and  persons who wish to 
ta k e  ad v a n ta g e  of the  plan  are  ad ­
vised to get in touch w ith  th e  coun­
ty  relief  ad m in is t ra to r ,  o r  Ja k e  
T a r te r ,  coun ty  agen t,  a t  W heeler.

A le t te r  from R. W. W ill is  dis­
t r ic t  en g in ee r in g  superv isor  of A m a­
rillo. gives in fo rm ation  on th e  a r ­
r a n g e m en t  as follows: “ Our plan
is to  can for ind iv idua ls  on th e  reg­
u la r  p e rcen tage  basis. T h a t  is. we 
will fu rn ish  equ ipm ent ,  cans and 
labor for beef processing, w ith  50 
per  cen t  go ing  to p roducer  and 50 
per  cent to  the  TRC su rp lu s  com­
modity. T he  ca t t le  sen t  h ere  m ust  
be delivered to the  P in k n ey  stock- 
ya rds  w here  they  will be tagged, 
recorded, killed and  chilled , then 
taken  to th e  c a n n in g  p la n t  for pro­
cessing and  div is ion.”

It has  been suggested  th a t  local 
persons w ish ing  to  ta k e  ad v a n ta g e  
of th e  p lan  m igh t get to g e th e r  and 
ta k e  th e i r  ca t t le  up a t  th e  same 
t im e as it  would be cheaper. "A m a­
rillo has  one of th e  best governm ent 
c a n n in g  p la n ts  in  the  e n t i re  s ta te .” 
i t  is said.

All persons who h ave  ca t t le  they 
wish to have  canned  in A m aril lo  are  
advised to reg is te r  soon as the  Ama­
rillo p lan t  wishes to get an  idea of 
the  num ber.

COUNTY COMMISSIONERS 
OPPOSE REPEAL OF GAS 
CONTROL LAW AT PRESENT

D uring  th e i r  J a n .  15 meeting. 
W heeler  coun ty  com m issioners pass­
ed and  addressed to  th e  leg is la tu re  
a set of reso lu t ions  opposing  any 
change  in th e  p resen t “ sour gas 
la w ” u n t i l  c e r ta in  changes  are  
b rough t abou t in th e  regu la t ion  of 
n a tu ra l  gas p roduction  and  h a n d l­
ing  by p roper  legislation.

Follow ing  a group  of suggested  
m easures , th e  com m issioners de­
clared  th a t  u n t i l  such t im e as Jthey 
were adopted th a t  “ the  ’sour gas 
la w ’ should not be repealed as it is 
th e  only  weapon of defense th a t  the  
land ow ners  now have ag a in s t  the  
pipe lines, and  it has  been beneficial 
to W heeler  coun ty— by s t im u la t in g  
development and  g iv ing  land  ow ners  
m a rk e t  for  t h e i r  gas  t h a t  did not 
here to fo re  exist. We a r e  not in 
favor of waste, but feel th a t  under  
the  c ircum stances ,  c o n d i t i o n s  
b ro u g h t  abou t  by th e  ’sou r  gas 
la w ’ are  Justified  and should con­
t in u e  u n t i l  th e  above named fea tu res  
a re  put in to  effec t .”

Postoffice Shows 
Gain for Quarter

Again W heeler  postoffice receipts 
show a s u b s ta n t ia l  increase over the  
previous q u a r te r .  Except for u n ­
usual c i rcum stances,  a gain  would 
also be shown over th e  correspond­
ing q u a r te r  a year  ago. In 1933. 
fa rm ers  were requ ired  to repay gov­
e rn m e n t  loans by money order, 
which gave th e  la rge sum noted

For the  th ree -m o n th s  period 
below.
closing Dec. 31. 1934. s tam p  sales 
a t  the  office to ta led  $1,666.46. 
Money orders, n u m b e rin g  1.692. 
represented  $13,021.97. Combined 
a grand to ta l  of $14,688.43 results.

F o r  th e  preced ing  q u a r te r ,  end ing  
Sept. 30. 1934, s tam p sales were 
$1,057.18. Money orders. 1,95$, 
to ta led  $8,854.56. These sums ag- 
U H t t *  $9,929.74, which is $4.- 
758.69 below th a t  of th e  q u a r te r  
ju s t  closed.

D uring  October. Novem ber and 
December, 1933. s tam p receipts  were 
$1,458.37. some $208.09 below th a t  
of th e  same period for the  year 
1934. Money orders, due  to the  
reason m entioned  above, in the  last 
q u a r te r  of 1933 num bered  2.358, for 
$33,118.55.

FARM CENSUS ENUMERATOR

M ontgom ery’s d is t r ic t  Is composed 
of the  c i ty  of W heeler ,  and p a r ts  of 
p rec incts  tw o and four. He has 
completed th e  survey  in precinct 
four  and is abou t ha l f  th ro u g n  on 
th e  en t i re  job.

D uring  a conversa tion  in The 
Times office today. Montgomery 
s ta ted  th a t  if  all fa rm ers  who have 
received schedules  by m ail  o r  o th e r ­
wise. would fill them  o u t  and have 
them  ready w hen  he called, ( in  case 
they  are  not a t  home) it would be 
a big accom m odation.

It immediately be­
comes as valuable  as a Texas long­
horn milk cow when run down by 
a locomotive on a railroad track.

Texas ce r ta in ly  needs a “driver 's  
license” law and a forcible l iabili ty  
insu rance  clause in th a t  s ta tute .

People who ord inar i ly  would 
be bu ild ing  homes, c rea t ing  jobs, in ­
vesting th e i r  money in indus t r ia l  
enterprises, buying supplies, and de­
veloping farms are  afraid , says th is  
periodical

However, the  though t is made 
plain th a t  th e  conditions under  
which we labor are  not necessarily 
th e  fault  of any one man. group or 
party . National distress n a tu ra l ly  
breeds ex p e r im en t—a n y th in g  seems 
worth  t ry in g  to a d rowning  man. 
which was the  American nation 
two years ago.

If confidence in th e  m a in ta inence  
of cons ti tu t ional  r ig h ts  is clearly  
established, then  th e re  should be 
no despair  on the  p a r t  of th e  peo­
ple. for ou r  land Is fertile, our In­
dustr ies  are  still g rea t,  our In te l­
lectual abili t ies  have been sh a rp ­
ened by the  ordeal of depression. 
Signs th a t  u n d ers tand ing  is replac­
ing m isunders tand ing  are  en rou rag .  
ing the  missing elem ent is being 
replaced.

In many “ p res iden tia l"  years. The 
probabil it ies  are ltlgh th a t  several 
h igh ly  im p o r ta n t  and controversal 
m a tte rs  will come up for a vote 
du r ing  th e  next twelve months. 
And holders  of poll taxes alone will 
have a voice in deciding those m a t ­
ters.

The legisla tive session now beg in ­
n ing  undoubted ly  will submit sev­
eral proposed am endm ents  to  the  
constitu t ion .  One of these  Is c e r ­
tain  to  be repeal of th e  ex is t ing  p ro ­
h ibit ion  of liquor In th e  s ta te .

Any one of these  m a tte rs ,  if we 
stop to th in k  about It. is fa r  more 
im portan t  th a n  questions of w hat 
man shall  occupy w hat office which 
are  p a ra m o u n t  In th e  reg u la r  elec­
tion years. The w elfare of th e  a v e r ­
age c i t i ien .  as th in g s  stand, Is a f ­
fected very l i t t le  by th e  choice of 
candida tes  for office, w hereas im ­
p o r tan t  changes  In th e  fu n d am e n ­
ta l law ntay have effect both  t r e ­
mendous and  lasting .

According to  h is to ry ,  th e re  has  
been m a n y  heroic a t tem p ts  m ade  to  
change  hu m a n  na tu re .  W e have 
heard  abou t very few th a t  succeed­
ed In less th a n  a h und red  years  
These were of m in o r  im portance  
T he  g rea tes t  reform  of all ages has  
come th ro u g h  knowledge. E d u ca ­
tion, p roper ly  directed , appears  to 
have been crowned w ith  more la u r  
els of victory.

On the  whole, perhaps,  reform ers  
do not do as  much dam age as some 
people Imagine. People have been 
do ing a fa ir ly  good Job of reform ing  
th ro u g h  the  ages themselves. Lead 
ersh lp  has  been th e  most serious 
hand icap  Today we have p len ty  of 
leaders, but of th e  wrong  type in 
most Instances.

T he  g rea tes t  reform  movement 
of m odern  tim es was th e  NRA. It 
was prom ulga ted  or  th r u s t  upon 
unsuspec t ing  v ic tim s by th rea ts ,  
scarecrow and in a few Instances, 
fines are  reported to have been paid 
in vo lun ta r i ly .  The NRA has  i r r i ­
ta ted  and provoked labor; It has  
worked a shocking  In jus tice  in 
num erous cases of small business 
men: It spread in d u s t r ia l  u n res t ;  it 
has given American laws some 
am az ing  v ic tim s whose t r e a tm e n t  
will forever s tand  out as  s t ra n g e  
and o u trageous  Incidents  In A m eri­
can an n a ls ;  it has  pleased some big 
m a n u fa c tu re rs  only  In th e  sense 
th a t  they  th o u g h t  it would dispose 
of the  a n t i - t ru s t  laws defin ite ly  and 
perm it them  to m araud  and p lunde r  
the  public as they  once did. If  it 
had proven a success, Johnson still 
would have  been ru n n in g  it N e ither  
scares, th r e a ts  or chaotic  condit ions  
could su s ta in  a scheme th a t  was 
biased, co n s tan t ly  ch a n g in g  and in ­
def in i te  both  in form and purpose.

"T h e  found ing  of 
the  missions a round  Nacogdoches 
and San A ntonio  is but a ch a p te r  
in the  h is to ry  of th e  conflict  be­
tween F ra n c e  and  Spain for the  
possession of the  coun try  west of 
the  Red River. S p a in ’s f irs t  a t ­
tem pt a t  occupation ,  which w as oc­
casioned by th e  lan d in g  of the  
F rench  LaSalle on the  shores  of 
M atagorda Bay, proved a complete 
fa ilu re ,  and in a few years  Texas 
was aga in  an  uncivilized wilderness. 
Then L ou is iana  fell un d er  the  con­
trol of a com mercial com pany th a t  
was more in te res ted  In open ing  a 
c o n tra b an d  t r a d e  w ith  Mexico th a n  
in defend ing  its  sovere ign’s t i t le  to 
th e  vas t w ilderness  to th e  west; 
u nder  th e  auspices of th is  company, 
a n o th e r  F re n ch m a n ,  whom we know 
in Texas h is to ry  as  Saint-Denis, 
aroused S pan ish  Jealousy by pene­
t r a t in g  th e  forbidden country .

‘‘A f ro n t ie r  se t t le m en t  which 
Joined an  u n f r ie n d ly  ne ighbor  need­
ed a governm en t of i ts  own. so th a t  
in 1727 T exas  w as  co n s t i tu ted  a 
separa te  province. San AntontO was 
made its  cap ita l ,  and, bu t  for one 
or two br ief  In tervals ,  rem ained  so 
u n t i l  T exas became a Republic. All 
the  offic ia l business of th e  few se t­
t lem en ts  was m anaged  by the  gov­
erno r  of th e  province, who was also 
m il i ta ry  com m andan t ,  and th u s  be­
gan th e  accum ula t ion  of papers 
which we now call th e  Archives of 
Bexar.

"W h en  Mexico gained  i ts  inde­
pendence the  province of Texas be­
came D ep a rtm en t  of Bexar, w hich  
still  included n ea r ly  all th e  t e r r i ­
to ry  of th e  presen t S ta te ,  and  was 
a t  th a t  t im e one of the  a d m in is t ra ­
tive u n i t s  of th e  S ta te  of C oahulla  
and Texas. T he  size of th is  d e p a r t ­
m en t w as  not d im in ished  u n t i l  a 
very few years  before o u r  revolu­
tion. th e  d is t r ic t  of Nacogdoches be­
ing set off in 1831 and  th a t  of B ra ­
zos in  1834. So we can say  w ith  a 
n e a r  app roach  to th e  t r u t h  th a t  all 
th e  business  of governm ent r e la ­
tive to T exas  between  th e  dates  of 
1727 and  1835 was ca rr ied  on from 
San A ntonio  and  is recorded In 
these  papers.

If I have h ea rd  th e  expression, 
“Oh. he is so young  to  have  decayed 
te e th ,"  one t im e I have hea rd  It 
several th ousand  times. I have 
never  been able to u n d e rs ta n d  why 
anyone  should  have  th e  idea th a t  
decay should not occur in young 
life. W hy  sh o u ld n ’t It occur more 
easily In young  life th a n  a t  any  
o th e r  tim e? Except In pregnancy , 
p ro trac ted  sickness or some depleted 
condition  of th e  body, decay Is more 
ap t  to take  hold d u r in g  young  life 
th a n  It is in m a tu re  life. The best 
exp lana tion  to  th is  a rg u m e n t  is 
made by ask ing  the  question, “ W hy 
n o t? ”

For Instance,  the  f irs t  perm anen t 
jaw  te e th  a re  supposed to e rup t at 
6 years. These tee th  come in just 
behind th e  baby molars. The per­
m anen t  f ron t  tee th  a re  supposed to 
e ru p t  a t  7. These tee th ,  and the  
balance which come In from th is  
t im e up to 12 years of age are  sub­
ject to th e  ravages of decay the  
m inu te  they  come th ro u g h  the  gum 
tissue. All of the  pe rm a n en t  tee th  
a re  supposed to  have taken  th e i r  
place In the  arch  by the  age of 12 
except th e  wisdom teeth. They are. 
as a rule, e ru p t in g  from 18 to  old 
age.

P erm an e n t  tee th  a re  supposed to 
be completely developed when they 
arr ive  b u t  th is  In no way p ro tec ts  
them from decay. In early  life you 
will find th a t  It is more d ifficu lt  to 
keep tee th  clean A nother  disad 
van tage Is the  undeveloped body 
which often weakens the  resistance 
of the  too th  s t ruc tu re .

As has  been m entioned before In 
these ar ticles,  the  m is take of neg 
lectlng  perm anen t tee th ,  th in k in g

they  a re  In fan t  tee th ,  Is the  most 
common one  made by paren ts .  T h is  
one ac t  of carelessness  alone has 
been th e  d irec t  cause  of ch ild ren  
losing th o u sa n d s  of p e rm a n e n t  te e th  
which r ig h t fu l ly  belonged to them  
th ro u g h  life.

This  ac t of carelessness Is really  
p a th e t ic  one W h y ?  For  th e

simple reason th a t  every  child is 
en t i t led  to  all of th e i r  tee th ;  for 
th e  s im ple reason t h a t  when such 
te e th  a re  removed a vacancy  Is left 
to  follow them th ro u g h  the  re ­
m a inder  of life; for th e  simple r e a ­
son th a t  a  tooth  removed and not 
replaced by a r t i f ic ia l  means— and 
no a r t i f ic ia l  m eans Is equal to 
n a tu re — the  ad jo in ing  tee th  as well 
as those of the opposite Jaw a re  ap t 
to grow out of line. One removed 
causes o the rs  to d r if t  a p a r t  and  the  
result is fau lty  occlusion, etc.

T here  Is no th in g  unreasonab le  
abou t th e  fact th a t  you n g  tee th  de­
cay. Decay is more ap t  to  occur In 
young life. If not m ore so. th a n  it 
is in o lder  life. T h is  being a fact, 
it Is th e  du ty  of p a re n ts  to have 
th e ir  ch i ld ren 's  te e th  examined 
often and  th is  d isease (decay) 
stopped im m edia te ly  when detected. 
This  is th e  sure and simple method 
to avoid decay and too thache  in 
la te r  years.

The problem of decay and  pain 
of the  te e th  Is not a t  all necessary 
nor Is It a p u n ish m en t  sen t  upon 
those who suffer Its consequences 
R a the r  It Is a free-will punishm ent 
b rought about by th e  Individual and 
by those who were responsible for 
the  individual.

Pain  from decay w ill banish when 
decay is nipped In th e  bud. T h is  Is 
Just as t ru e  as It Is simple.
