Emergency Feed Loans 
Now Being Made Here

Only to Farmers Unable to Obtain 
Aid Elsewhere—$500 Maximum 

and $10 Minimum

Field Supervisor C. Hogan of the 
Emergency Crop and Feed Loan of­
fice at Dallas. Texas, states that ap­
plications for emergency crop loans 
and feed loans are now being re­
ceived by the Wheeler county Loan 
committee, with offices located at 
rear of Citizens State bank building.

In accordance with the act of con­
gress authorizing the loans, and 
regulations issued by Governor W. I. 
Myers of the Farm Credit adminis­
tration, loafls will be made only to 
farmers who are unable to obtain 
elsewhere seed, fertilizers, supplies, 
feed or the necessary credit to pur­
chase such items. Loans will not 
be made to applicants who can ob­
tain credit In the amount needed 
from any other source, including the 
production credit association.

Any farmer who has the neces­
sary security should apply to the 
production eredit association first. 
If the association is unable to make 
him a loan in the amount needed the 
farmer will receive a statement to 
that effect and will be considered 
eligible to apply for a loan from the 
emergency fund.

The regulations provide that the 
largest loan to one farmer this year 
Is $500 and the minimum $10, but 
no loan may be made in an amount 
greater than is actually needed to 
cover the cash cost of purchasing 
seed, fertilizers, supplies, feed. etc. 
Loans will be made for the purpose 
of growing and • harvesting crops, 
for summer fallowing, for purchasing 
feed for livestock; but not for the 
purpose of purchasing livestock or 
machinery, or for the payment of 
debts or taxes.

Loans will be made only to appli­
cants who are co-operating with the 
production control program of the 
Agricultural Adjustment .administra­
tion.

As In the past, the security for an 
emergency crop or feed loan will con­
sist of a first lien on the crop 
financed or on the livestock to be 
fed. A tenant must also give a first 
lien by getting the landowner to 
waive his claim In favor of the crop 
lien: but the landowner is in no way 
obligated for repayment of his ten­
ant's loan.

Checks In payment of approved 
loans will be issued by the Regional 
Emergency Crop and Feed Loan of­
fice at Dallas. Texas: and not by the 
field supervisor or the loan commit­
tee.

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The NRA eagle is about ready to 
soar away, but she has been here 
long enough to have builded a nest 
and filled it with eggs ready to be 
hatched out into a flock of active 
monopolizing principles which shall 
seriously affect the operation of 
business throughout the nation.

A condition where an inadequate 
price is paid for all farm commodi­
ties and wherein jobs for laboring 
people are hurtfully limited is ex­
actly the wrong time for prices of 
merchandise to steadily advance, as 
they are now doing. Such condi­
tions create a dangerous situation.

The famous Clarence Harrow 
seems to be unable to convince the 
Chicago Board of Trade operators 
and their hired lobbyists at Wash­
ington as to the fate of the ill di­
rected program. Nor can many 
others be shown the rapidly ap­
proaching dangers.

Farmers and laboring people are 
the ones worst hurt by increasing 
living costs, and why should any 
plan be suggested and put into prac­
tice which would increase the al­
ready heavy burden resting upon 
their weary shoulders? If greater 
consumption is essential to disposing 
of commodities to lessen surpluses—  
which we are urged to believe 
exists— it would be better and saner 
to lower the cost of living instead of 
raising it. The mass of the people 
simply can't stand another 10 to 15 
per cent increase in living costs; 
but such appears to be the program 
outlined and awaiting us at this 
time.

The spirit of the times seems to 
be a controlling factor and people, 
all classes, appear to be the victims 
of circumstances and tools in the 
hands of an onrushing tide to de­
stroy the moral fabric of this coun­
try and the world at large. Doleful 
prophesy, you say* Well, look 
around, and you may see some of 
the signs.

However, this may all be the 
direct results of the "conjunction of 
the planets.” a position taken by 
certain astronomers and numerolo- 
gisTs. The best and worst years 
come about every seven years. This 
fact is not fully understood, but is 
a matter of history. Astronomers, 
astrologists and others of similar ilk 
now proclaim that there is a flashing 
"conjunction of planets” 12 times 
every seven years. This action, so 
it is claimed, generates a shock 
which destroys or affects the morals 
of all people, and the unstable and 
easily moved are so seriously shaken 
that they are sidetracked and thrown 
clear out of balance.

At a time when affairs are deeply 
disturbed, men fail, governments 
weaken and civilizations fall.

Anyone should be able to see the 
dangerous trend and visualize the 
final results if the present move­
ment isn't slowed down or turned in 
another direction. Who is able to 
suggest something better? Who 
knows how to call a halt and im­
prove conditions? Every thinking 
man knows what will be the event­
ual and inevitable finish if the 
present social and economic course 
continues.

The present policy appears to be 
to increase the favors shown the 
more fortunate and to continue to 
take away from the less fortunate. 
"From him that hath not. shall be 
taken even that which he hath.”

During the first year of the 
Roosevelt administration, the spectre 
of inflation presented a constant 
topic for conversation and comment. 
Then it dropped out of the head­
lines, and little was heard of it sate 
in the serious economic reviews. Now- 
inflation has returned to the public 
eye, and promises to be a major 
political and economic issue.

There are two kinds of inflation. 
The most obvious is currency in­
flation, and it is never resorted to 
except when a government is in the 
direst financial straits. It consists 
of turning printing presses loose to 
produce paper money, irrespective of 
gold backing or any other security. 
The ft-sifT? of this kind of inflation 
is to drastically lower the value of 
money— the prime modern example 
is post-war Germany. The German 
government, bankrupt because of 
war costs, turned out currency in 
unlimited quantities— and the mark, 
which had been worth about 50 cents 
In foreign exchange, depreciated to 
the point where millions of marks 
were required to purchase a loaf of 
bread. The sufferings of the Ger­
man people— particularly those with 
investments, savings accounts and 
insurance policies— were almost In­
describable.

More subtle is credit Inflation. 
This consists of constantly expand­
ing the amount of business credit 
available, and makes it possible for 
industry, government and individ­
uals to spend more than they earn 
for a long period of time. The 
eventual consequence, of course, is 
a financial explosion. In this coun­
try. the post-war years witnessed a 
tremendous amount of credit infla­
tion— and its culmination was the 
crash of 1929, which heralded de­
pression.

Now a number of economists are 
forecasting that the United States is 
well on the road to another era of 
credit inflation. The group believ­
ing this is led by famed commenta­
tor Willard Kiplinger. who has pub­
lished a book on the subject, and 
his camp is filled with other well- 
known experts. They think that 
credit Inflation will bring the United 
States prosperity during the next 
year or two, which will be followed 
by a veritable boom, similar to that 
of 1928. A f t e r  that— another 
crash.

Some businesses want inflation. 
Retail trade, for instance, would 
benefit, Inasmuch as there would be 
much more money in circulation to 
spend for perishable goods. Busi­
nesses and individuals with fixed or 
regulated income are bitterly opposed 
to inflation.

A short time ago the Analyist 
said that the recent general decline 
In wholesale prices casts doubt on 
the theory that inflation is inevi­
table— observed that the present 
movement in stocks is of the "bear” 
variety, and there had never been 
inflation during the present gener­
ation without a "bull”  movement. 
One of the inevitable results of any 
kind of inflation, of course, is to 
force commodity and stock prices 
upward.

Thus, there are two schools of 
thought on the subject— but the 
first school, consisting of those who 
forecast inflation next year or the 
year after, is by far the largest. It 
is a notable fact that many business­
men likewise belong to this school, 
and are now taking steps to prepare 
for inflation as best they can.

The suggestion was made recently 
that the ordinary citizen, who is 
neither on the relief roll nor on the 
government payroll ought to have a 
badge designating the honor or. as 
it might prove, the approbrium, of 
being an ordinary citizen and tax­
payer.

The estimate is made that the 
number of those who are either on 
government payrolls or on go\ em­
inent relief rolls is in excess of 
thirty million persons. This means 
about one out of every four or five 
people in the country, who are tax- 
supported in one manner or another.

j DRIFTING AWAY FROM ]  
| THE CHURCH: A PARABLE }

This is a parable concerning a 
neglected church letter. It is true 
to life. It has happened a thousand 
times in every sizeable American 
community.

Mr. and Mrs. James Henry Dun­
bar had been pillars in the thriving 
little church at Cherryville, where 
they were born. The old church wus 
very dear to them. As children they 
had gone to Sunday school there; 
and it was on a moonlight night in 
October, as they were returning from 
an Epworth League social, that Jim­
mie (for so they called him in Cher­
ryville) whispered something in the 
ear of his companion that neither 
has ever forgotten. They were mar­
ried at the altar of the little church 
more than twenty years ago, and for 
ten years after their marriage the 
church doors were seldom opened but 
they were present, and no undertak­
ing was launched in the congrega­
tion but one or both of them were 
on the committee. It was no more 
than was expected of them; for Mr. 
and Mrs. Dunbar were good people. 
Dunbars grandfather had been one 
of the founders of the Cherryville 
church, and Mrs. Dunbar's mother 
had organized the "infant class' and 
taught it for nearly 50 years.

They had been married just 10 
years when a new business oppor­
tunity opened for Dunbar in the 
city, 200 miles away. This seemed 
providential. Three children had 
come to bless the little home, and 
the increased family made an in­
creased income quite necessary. The 
children would have educational ad­
vantages in the city that could not 
be had in Cherryville. So the Dun­
bars sold the old home and packed 
all their earthly possessions.

They moved everything they had 
— household furniture, the yard 
swing, the wheelbarrow, and.even 
old Fido, the dog. They moved 
everything— except their church let­
ters. They said they would write 
back and get them after they were 
settled. That evening before they 
left the minister called and exacted 
a promise from them that they 
would not move their membership as 
long as he was minister at the Cher­
ryville church. He was a good man 
and a faithful pastor, but possibly a 
litfle more interested in the pros­
perity of his church than in the good 
of his people.

The first Sunday in the city the 
Dunbars were tremendously home­
sick. They did not go to church. 
No one would know- them, and they 
weren't going to move their member­
ship in the near future, anyway. 
The minister of the church three 
blocks down the street called on 
them that week. They were de­
lighted to see him, but when he 
spoke of their church membership 
they said that they weren't settled 
yet. and that they wanted to look 
around and see what church they 
liked best. Three weeks later he 
called again, but they were still un­
decided. Before the end of the year 
many additional calls had been made 
on the newcomers, but their excuses 
for not uniting with the local church 
multiplied— the little church back 
home needed their contribution, the 
old cemetery was on the church 
grounds, and the people at Cherry­
ville insisted that they not leave the 
church of their childhood. And yet 
Dunbar had transferred his Rotary 
membership to the city, and Mrs. 
Dunbar had become affiliated with 
the local U. D. C's.

It has been 12 years since the 
Dunbars moved to the city. Their 
church membership Is still in Cher­
ryville. They send $10 Just before 
conference each year to help with 
the year's budget, and two years 
ago they gave |2 toward repairing 
the cemetery fence. The children 
are now almost grown, and not one 
of them has joined the church. Their 
associations and interests are else­
where. The Dunbars are still good, 
respectable people. They “ visit all 
the churches occasionally.”  to use 
their own expression, and sometimes 
listen in over their new radio to the 
service in Kalamazoo. But they 
count for nothing in the work of 
God's Kingdom.

And they have lost much— the 
fellowship of the best people in the 
community and the sanctifying in­
fluence of the church over their 
home and children. They have lost 
interest and lost the sense of the 
nearness of God. As the yard man 
was working around the rosebushes 
the other day, Mrs. Dunbar was tell­
ing him how she loved the little 
church at Cherryville and how- she 
could never think of having her

membership anywhere else. Uncle 
Joe's reply struck the nail on the 
head: "Lor,’ Miss Mary, dis hyar
long-distance religion ain't good 
enuff fer me. You haf ter keep close 
ter de fire ef you wants ter keep 
warm.”

Death by Automobiles

Reckless driving must be curbed. 
Many laws are on our statute books 
to protect the innocent driver and 
pedestrian but the majority of them 
so far appear to be in vain. Laws 
seem to be forgotten when one 
chooses to drive reckless and ignore 
the ordinary laws of ethics or of the 
land. There would be few accidents 
by automobiles if each driver would 
abide by the common standards 
which control other forms of life.

On the street afoot, in the club, 
the church, the home or in the thea­
tre there is a common principle of 
ethics which is generally obeyed. 
But on the highway all of these rules 
seem to be forgotten. This is not 
the case with everyone. There are 
many people who still have respect 
for their fellow man and try to drive 
under a spell of sanity. These peo­
ple are to be commended. Others 
would do well to calm themselves 
and remember that they are respon­
sible for the life of many Innocent 
people while on the highways.

During the past three years some 
96,000 deaths have been caused by 
automobiles. Not all of these were 
caused by reckless driving. Neither 
were a large per cent caused by 
drunken driving. Only 3.16 per cent 
of the accidents during the past 12 
months were caused by drivers under 
the influence of liquor. However, 
regardless of the direct cause, too 
many deaths are caused by careless 
driving. Last year in the United 
States some 36,000 people were 
killed by automobiles and some 882,- 
000 injured. These figures are suf­
ficient to startle the most indiffer­
ent.

Not all accidents are caused by 
fast driving. In some places fast 
driving is more to be desired than 
slow driving which blocks traffic 
and forces other drivers to seek their 
freedom by going around. The sort 
of driving which keeps innocent sane 
people on their nerves is the driver 
which is commonly called the "crazy 
driver.”  The United States is full 
of them. These are the ones which 
must be curTSed.

In fact, we have too many laws 
at the present time restraining fast 
driving. Each state has laws but 
few of them are obeyed. In the first 
place the speed limit is set at a cer­
tain rate of speed for the highways 
and is seldom if ever obeyed. Such 
laws should be either washed off 
the statute books or enforced. The 
latter is almost an impossibility. It 
is government mockery to make a 
law that the makers and the majori­
ty of others do not respect.

There is one way, and only one, 
to check the speeding craze. The 
majority of people would consider 
such a system entirely out of line 
but it is the only sensible way to 
save life and property of innocent, 
intelligent people. That is by manu­
facturing automobiles to run only a 
certain speed. When this is done 
the death rate will fall and more 
security will rest in the minds of 
people who really wish to live and 
let live. If this is not done life 
and property will be in the hands 
of the reckless driver.

The chief argument for such a 
driving regulation is based on the 
fact that there are few occasions 
when anyone is compelled to drive 
over 50 or 60 miles per hour. In 
fact, few have any place to go or 
anything to do when they get there. 
If the limit of all cars was set at 
50 miles per hour. less crazy driving 
would be done as a detriment to in­
nocent victims. This system will 
come to pass or death and injury 
will continue to grow in numbers. 
Otherwise it will require all the peo­
ple to watch all the others when 
they are driving.

SURVEY SHOWS DAMAGE
DONE BY DUST STORMS

Housewives of the Panhandle say 
that dust causes a great amount of 
damage in their homes, according 
to a survey made by Harley A. Dan­
iel. acting director of the experi­
ment station, Uoodwell, Okla.

Recently 53 homemakers of Good- 
well and Guymon, Okla., were inter­
viewed to find the estimated cost of 
damage from dust blowing into their 
homes. According to these house­
wives, the average estimated cost of 
keeping the house free from dust 
for one month was $29.28, assuming 
they were paid 25c an hour for their 
work.

Another added expense due to dust 
was that of laundry and cleaning. 
The average extra cost per month 
was about 39 per cent. Although 
dust seems to sift almost directly 
through the walls, the estimated 
average damage to food was only 
1.25 per cent.

Few people ever think of the 
damage to their furniture due to 
dust, but the data secured shows 
that dust infiltration damages furni­
ture in the average home to an ex­
tent of $25.56 annually. This esti­
mate, of course, does not include the 
damage to floors, walls and fixtures.

The housekeepers presented a wide 
variation of figures in estimating 
the total cost per month due to the 
infiltration of dust. The highest 
estimated total cost was $55.00 and 
the lowest $3.00, while the average 
was $27.00.

A large number of business 
houses in Good well and Guymon 
were interviewed and the data ac­
cumulated indicated that the pene­
tration of dust into these houses was 
costing the firms on an average of 
$53.00 a month.

There seems to be many conflict­
ing opinions as to the effect of dust 
on the health of the individual, how­
ever 47 of the 53 housewives inter­
viewed stated that dust did affect 
their health, usually causing nose 
and throat trouble. Physicians of 
Goodwell. Guymon and Texhoma. 
Okla., agree that dust has a very 
bad effect on the health, causing 
colds, bronchitis and sinus trouble. 
Dr. Patti Reid of Texhoma, reports 
three cases of pneumonia which he 
believes originated from the dust. 
Dr. E. F. Camp of Buffalo, says that 
approximately two-thirds of the 
people of Harper county have bron­
chitis, caused from recent dust 
storms.

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Bits of Early-Day  
History About Texas

(This is one of a series of ar­
ticles taken from the Bexar ar­
chives at the University of 
Texas. This collection, consid­
ered the greatest single histori­
cal treasure on the North A m ­
erican continent, has been cata­
logued and is now being trans­
lated by the university and sup­
plied to the press for publica­
tion).

In their desire for territorial pos­
sessions on the North American con­
tinent. the French had pushed south 
from Canada, down the Mississippi 
and thence westvvardly up every 
tributary to the Father of Waters.
In this way they had driven a thin 
untenable wedge between the narrow 
fringe of English, settlements on the 
Atlantic Coast and the far-flung 
Spanish outposts of the Southwest.

Picturesque and individualistic 
fur traders had built fortunes for 
themselves, and hides and hoofs and 
horns of the buffalo and wild cattle 
were part of the booty. At the same 
time, they had lost the rich terri­
tory for their nation. The first news 
of the movements of these couriers 
de bois that dribbled through to the 
Spaniards goaded them to defensive 
measures. The stories of riches and 
homes to be had in the golden West 
lured the adventure loving Anglo- 
Americans ever onward. The Boones 
the Nolans, the Beans and their type 
began to concentrate on the Sabine 
and to seek for opportunities to 
enter Texas—-the Promised Land 
They, like the French, could handle 
the Indians, though not in the same 
way. The Frenchman would take 
off his shirt to give to his red 
brother: the Anglo-American more 
frequently resorted to extermination 
when Indians were “ bad.” Homes 
they wanTbd; and freedom they were 
determined to have from the Indian 
depredations and from any political 
or religious domination whatsoever 
Such insistence could not be denied 

The story of the westward march 
of Samuel Davenport has been 
chosen as typical of the great Anglo- 
American migration. A record of 
this trek to Texas and the motives 
which actuated Davenport is given in 
the Bexar Archives, in the official 
documents of the Spanish govern­
ment for the Department of Texas 
These archives are now In the library 
of the University of Texas and are 
being translated from Spanish Into 
English by university translators. 
Davenport’s story is told In an ' A f­
fidavit of a Foreign Vassal.” pre­
sented in 1809 to the commandant 
of the Province of Texas. It shows 
that commerce was the chief attrac­
tion which drew foreigners to Texas, 
and also illustrates the ease with 
which they secured entry through 
Louisiana at the turn of the eight­
eenth century.

It is significant that the Spaniards 
from the beginning feared the en­
croachment of other nationalities. 
“ God save us Spaniards" was the 
prophetic exclamation uttered by one 
resident of Natches in 1787. when 
a group of commissioners, one of 
whom incidentally was a relative of 
Samuel Davenport arrived from 
Georgia to mark the boundaries of 
that state.

In his affidavit to the comman­
dant. Davenport set forth his story 
as follows:

“ Don Pedro Samuel Davenport, 
general trader for the Indian nations 
of the Province of Texas, and citi­
zen of the Pueblo of Nacogdoches, 
with due respect, makes known to 
you that, in compliance with the 
proclamation of the viceroy of New 
Spain, published in this pueblo by- 
order of the commandant-general of 
the interior provinces. I do state: 

“ That I am the legitimate son of 
Don Guillermo Davenport and Dona 
Ana Davidson, now deceased, natives 
and former residents of the town 
of Carlisle, Cumberland county, 
Pennsylvania: In the United States 
of America.

“ That, having lost my parents by 
death when still very young, I set 
out from my native country when 16 
years of age and. almost without de­
lay, went to the Province of Loulsi 
ana, entering it 24 years ago There 
in different locations, I engaged in 
commerce, being employed by well 
known firms of that branch of busi­
ness and engaging in said business 
on my own account.

“ That 15 years ago I came to this 
pueblo, where, without any difflcul 
ty, I settled: since, during that per-

Shortly 
after settling in said pueblo, because 
of nty conduct and the honesty 1 
h a v e  always shown, 1 earned the 
confidence of the Spanish govern­
ment and was made a partner of 
Ikon Guillermo Barr, the general 
trader for the Indian nations of the 
province. This employment I have 
iischarged for 10 years to the satis 
taction of the said government.

“ That, seven years ago, I married 
Maria Louisa Canon, a native of 
Natchitoches. Louisiana.

“ That my age Is 45 years, my re­
ligion, the Roman Uathollc. Of this 
1 have given proofs to the public 
here that can be supported by wit­
nesses and certificates Likewise, I 
have proofs that I have always tried 
to show my personal affections for

"That 1 have no papers to prove 
nty identity; but this is because 
ilthough I started from my nativ 
town with them, while I was travel­
ing through the Indian country of 
the United States in company with 
other persons, the Indians attacked 
us. killed three of the company and 
the rest of us were able to escape 
only with our lives, all papers being 
lost, mine among them. Therefore, 
not having taken the precaution to 
-tecure others— since I have been and 
am known to the inhabitants of 
Louisiana and this pueblo and pro­
vince I present to you this state­
ment. which 1 sign under oath, in 
fulfillment of the provisions of the 
-aid proclamation. June 16, 1809."

At a total cost of $59.75 a bath­
room 8 by 13 feet, equipped with 
shower, lavatory, medicine chest, 
commode and a 3x3 foot linen and 
laundry closet, may be built. This 
Is according to estimates furnished 
by Mr. and Mrs. Paul Stauffer, co- 
operators In the Pakan Home 
Demonstration club, who recently- 
completed such an improvement to 
their home.

All of the labor was done by Mr. 
Stauffer, who, besides building the 
room, made the lavoratory by using 
a pan for the basin and making the 
desired form from cement, and then 
enameling it orchid. He also built 
the small medicine chest that Is 
above the lavoratory. In the south­
west corner of the room Is a closet 
three feet square, reaching to the 
ceiling. The upper part of the 
closet Is used for linens and the 
lower part for storing laundry equip­
ment. The entire floor is cement 
with a drain in the northeast 
corner for shower and laundry 
water. The walls are papered with 
oil cloth carrying out the color 
scheme of orchid and green. The 
room Is heated by a homemade gas 
stove.

'The lumber as well as nearly 
everything else we used, was second 
hand," Mrs. Stauffer said. “ We used 
cardboard, which was given to us. 
to seal the side walls with." “ How­
ever," she continued, “ an estimated 
cost was placed on each Item used 
to show that anyone doing the labor 
himself could have a bath and laun­
dry room combined with this ex 
pense. even if he did have to buy 
new materials.”

Estimated initial cost of each 
article is as follows:

Cement and sand, $3.50: sheet- 
rock. $1.50; lumber. $11.00; two 
doors, $4.00; window. $4.00; pressed 
wood table top, 7 5c; pipe and fit­
tings. $11.00; gas lamp. 90c; com­
mode, $13.60; towel and paper 
racks, 45c; hinges and fasteners, 
40c; medicine chest and mirror, 59c; 
oilcloth and paper. $4.35; enamel. 
$1.25; roofing, $3.50; nails. 80c; 
-bower fixture, 25c. Total, $59.76.

If any of the teachers of the 
Wheeler schools have traveled ex­
tensively, it is Miss Adams, history 
instructor of the high school depart­
ment. She enjoys traveling more 
than any other thing that she has 
done. Last summer she made a trip 
through the western states and the 
summer before she toured the east­
ern states. I f  she were going just 
for an outing— to get away from the 
cities, she would travel west, but if 
she wanted to visit historical points 
and othVr places of interest she 
would go through the eastern states.

I âst summer Miss Adams traveled 
in all the states west of the Missis­
sippi excepting North Dakota. Neva­
da. and Minnesota. She visited 
seven national parks, Carlsbad Cav­
erns, New Mexico. Crater Lake, Ore., 
Grand Canyon, Arizona, Mount Rain­
ier, Wash., Sequoia. Calif., Yellow­
stone, Wyo., Montana and Idaho and 
Yosemite, Calif. When visiting these 
she saw the world's greatest geyser, 
the third highest mountain in the 
United States, many spectacular 
waterfalls. the world’s greatest 
example of erosion, beautifully deco­
rated caverns believed to be the 
largest yet discovered, a beautiful 
lake in the crater of an extinct vol­
cano. massive mountains, gorgeous 
wildflowera and magnificent forests.

James B Walker. Pioneer of Texas 
and Wheeler County. Dies 

in Erick Hospital

BIRTHS

The following obituary and sketch 
of the life of James B Walker was 
supplied The Times by friends of 
the deceased.

James U. Walker was born in 
Mississippi on Sept. 8. 1855, and 
passed away in the Stagner hospital. 
Erick. Okla., April 2, 1835. at the 
age of T9 years, six months and 24 
days. Mr. Walker was a pioneer of 
West Texas, having '-pent the earlier 
part of his life tn the region between 
Baird and El Paso. He was a cow­
boy of the old school, spending 
months in line camps without seeing 
anyone except an occasional rider
passing through the country.

He was a close friend of the late 
Captain Mabrey of the Barrel
Springs ranch in the "big bend"
area. Mr. Walker drove an ox team 
freight wagon near Baird in the
earlier days, and also helped "trail 
drive" cattle to Dodge City, Kans 
from Texas.

He moved to Greer county, Okla 
In the late 90's, locating near Man- 
gum. He came to Wheeler county 
when Mobeetie was the only town 
here, and went to work for Boyd & 
Jones, then owners of the Figure 2 
ranch. They sold out to Champ 
Davis in 1903. and Mr. Walker had 
made his home with Davis and 
worked for him since that date. He 
and Davis were very close friends, 
seldom being separated more than a 
day or two at a time.

When he first came here, Mr. 
Walker rode horseback to Mangum. 
Okla.. a distance of 75 miles, for 
the ranch mail, making the trip ap­
proximately once a month.

He was widely known and was a 
friend to everyone, especially the 
children.

James Walker leaves to mourn his 
departure a sister, Miss Susie Walk­
er. Baird. Texas; a brother, Jess 
Walker, Shamrock; other relatives 
including Mr. and Mrs. B. L. Walker. 
Shamrock; Mr. and Mrs. Jack Walk­
er, Borger; Mr. and Mrs. Vernon 
Walker. Mr. and Mrs. Rob Walker. 
Les Walker and Mr. and Mrs. Ford, 
all of Baird; also many other more 
distant relatives and a host of 
friends throughout West and North­
west Texas.

Mr. Walker is gone from the 
earthly trails but his good deeds 
will live in the memories of loved 
ones and friends until they, too, are 
called to the Great Beyond.

Interment was made in the Ad­
miral cemetery, near Baird, Texas.

In connection with the article 
published elsewhere In this issue, 
concerning the state advisory cotton 
committee. M. A. Pillars, local mem­
ber of the group, advocates support 
of the present set-up and issues the 
following statement:

"The comfmttee at times calls 
upon the growers and producers to 
voice their views and personal let­
ters to their congressman and rep­
resentatives. It is our opinion that 
congress should be impressed with 
three cardinal points. First, that the 
real producers are in sympathy with 
the present program. Second, the 
Doxie or similar amendments will be 
ruinous to the present program. 
Third, there should be no change 
with reference to the processing tax.

"There is no denying the fact that 
the cotton program is in danger 
from amendments, which analyzed, 
show they would render the present 
program administratively impossible 
It Is also a fact that those who op­
pose It would as soon have it dis­
credited as repealed.

It is high time that we producers 
express to our congressman In per­
sonal letters that we are opposed to 
the loading down of the agricultural 
act with amendments that would re­
tire or prevent its operation, and 
since the success of all depends 
directly or indirectly on the success 
of agriculture, we should not risk 
losing the only real recognition the 
farmer has had by the government 
by drifting Into an attitude of silent 
satisfaction.
