Hunters Excited About Habitat Conserv.

May 9, 2006 - Quail enthusiasts
from the Wheeler the newest
chapter of Quail Forever (QF). The
new chapter will be called the High
Plains Chapter of QF and is led
by professional pointing-dog
trainer and Wheeler resident Dale
Gamer. The chapter plans to fo-
cus their efforts on the promotion
of state and federal conservation
programs for farmers and ranch-
ers and to improve habitat for quail
in the Texas Panhandle and west-
ern Oklahoma. The chapter will
also devote considerable time and
effort promoting youth hunting and
conservation programs.

"I moved to Wheeler from Nash-
ville, Tennessee a little less than
a year ago. | moved to the Texas
Panhandle specifically for the
quail,” explained Gamer. "I
watched the quail disappearing
across the southeastern United
States the last twenty years. I'm
not about to let that happen here.
We have good populations of quail
here in Texas, but that won't al-
ways be the case unless we pro-
tect the habitat we have that's cre-
ating those birds. I'm dedicating
my time to the little bird that | love."

According to the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department, quail
hunters in the "Lone Star State”
have seen their annual bobwhite
harvest fall from 2.2 million birds
in 1987 1o just over 700,000 birds
in 2004. In fact, the bobwhite har-
vest didn't even reach a half mil-
lion birds during the early part of
this decade. A loss of habitat suit-
able to the culprit in the downward
trend. Grassland succession to
over-grazing, exotic grasses, ur-
ban sprawl, intensifiedfarming and
the suppression of natural fires
during the last hundred years in
the loss of quail habitat across the
state.

The High Plains Chapter of QF
plans to focus their habitat efforts
on The promotion of state and fed-
eral conservation programs avail-
able to farmers and ranchers. Of
specific interest to the chapter are
acres enrolled as riparian buffers
through the USDA's Continuous
Conservation Reserve Program
(CCRP). Land enrolled as buffers
through CCRP takes those acres
out of production and plants them
to native prairie grasses. Those
grasses protect the soil resources
from erosion, ensure water qual-
ity, and provide habitat for quail

and a variety of other wildlife

Another program of interest to
the chapter is the federal Wildlife
Habitat Incentives Program
(WHIP). WHIP is also a voluntary
program for people who want to
develop and improve wildlife habi-
tat. WHIP provides both technical
assistance and up to 75 percent
cost-share assistance to establish
and improve fish and wildlife habi-
tat. By targeting wildlife habitat
projects on all lands and aquatic
areas, WHIP provides assistance
to conservation-minded landown-
ers who are unable to meet the
specific eligibility requirements of
other USDA conservation pro-
grams.

Joining Garner as chapter lead-
ers are his wife and partner Linda
as treasurer; Briscoe resident
Donald Petrony as habitat chair-
man; and Canadian resident R.D
Wilberforce as the youth/educa-
tion chairman.

QF was formed by Pheasants
Forever (PF) on August 10, 2005.
QF applies the successful PF
model of empowering local chap-
ters with the responsibility to de-
termine how 100% of their locally
raised conservation funds will be
spent. QF and PF are the only
national conservation organiza-
tions that operate through this truly
grassroots structure. This local
control allows members to see the
fruits of their efforts in their own
communities, while belonging to a
national organization with a voice
on federal conservation policy in
Washington D.C. In just nine
months since its launch, 61 QF
chapters have formed in 22 differ-
ent states. In addition to this new
chapter in Wheeler, there are
Texas QF chapters based in Lub-
bock and Dallas.

Wheat Seed To Be In Short Supply

With wheat seed projected to be
in short supply due to drought and
increased demand, wheat officials
across Texas are requesting the
State Seed and Plant Board make
exceptions in the certified seed
program.

Wheat production in Texas is
going to be significantly lower than
past years, said Steve Brown, di-
rector of Texas Foundation Seed.

Consequently, certified seed
production will be lower than what
is needed to plant the acreage in
Texas, Brown said.

Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station, Texas Cooperative Exten-
sion, and some private sector
wheat developers, have been
working with the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture to get the
emergency re-certification clear-
ance.

The board is being asked to al-
low certified wheat growing in
fields now to be re-certified and
sold as certified seed, said Dr.
Gaylen Morgan, Extension state
small grains specialist.

"It won't cure the shortage in
seed supplies, but hopefully it will
mitigate the problem to some ex-
tent,” Morgan said. "What we don't
want is the seed supply to be so
short that the seed price prevents
producers from using quality seed
for fall planting.

"We also don't want producers
to be forced to plant unprotected
varieties,” he said. "So if we can
keep the cost of certified seed
down, which are typically the best
yielding varieties, producers are
more likely to stay with those vari-
eties.”

Another problem, if seed prices
go too high, is there more prob-
ability of violations of the Plant Va-
riety Protection Act, Morgan said.

Most of the recent wheat variet-
ies released by Texas A&M Uni-
versity, AgriPro Wheat, Oklahoma
State University and Kansas State
University are Protected by the
Plant Variety Protection Act, Mor-
gan said.

The act requires the varieties to
be sold by variety name and as
certified seed, he said. The con-
cern is since yields will be down
so much this year, a lot less certi-
fied seed will be available for pur-
chase.

Rodney Mosier, Toxas Wheat
Producers Association executive

vice president, said the statewide
wheat crop is rated at 26 percent
of normal, compared to 71 percent
last year. He said 74 percent of the
crop is very poor to poor and only
26 percent is considered good to
fair.

The most recent crop produc-
tion estimate forecasts 35.1 mil-
lion bushels, down 63 percent
from last year's crop, Mosier said.
The projected harvested acreage
forgrainis 1.3 million acres, down
57 percent from last year.

"That's the lowest level since
1925, Mosier said. "The grain pro-
duction hasn't been this low since
1971."

With reduced yields on the farm,
Morgan said, more producers will
be looking for wheat seed to plant
this fall; they may not have enough
seed to plant their farm.

Timing of the State Seed and
Plant Board's decision is critigal,
because re-certification by a Texas
Department of Agriculture field in-
spector done prior to harvest,
Morgan said. Harvest has already
begun in parts of the Blacklands
and Rolling Plains.

Applications for re-certification
have to be made prior to harvest
and not later than May 31 through
Texas Department of Agriculture,
This can be an opportunity for pro-
ducers who planted certified seed
last year to sell their wheat this
year as certified seed, instead of
selling it for grain purposes, the
wheat officials said.

However, the crop will have to
meet the same certification re-
quirements as the original crop,
Brown said. Producers will have
to pay their inspection fees, pro-
vide a map and supplemental
sheet along with the forms and
have permission of the variety
owner.

One of the requirements for cer-
tification in Texas is that the pro
ducer either has to be registered
as a certified seed grower or in the
case of the seed dealer, he has to
be registered as a certified seed
conditioning facility, Brown said
Those are the only situations to
apply for certification.

Producers and seed dealers
with questions regarding eligibility
for the re-certification program
should contact the variety owner
or the Texas Department of Agri-
culture.
