Road Improvement Propositions In
Suggested PWA Program
for County

Responding to the invitation of
state and federal planning boards
for recommendation of projects to
provide work relief suggestions un-
der the proposed new PWA program,
the Wheeler county commissioners
court has prepared and presented a
list of projects for the county.

Realizing the need for such im-
provements, road work totalling
slightly over $200,000 has been of-
fered. This is divided into a series of
six projects, as follows:

No. 1—Road east from Wheeler;
grade, drainage and topping, $150,-
000,

No. 2—Nine miles of highway
from Magic City to highway 66;
grade, drainage and gravel, $20,000.

No. Approximately two miles,
between old and new Mobeetie; top-
ping and two culverts, $5,000.

No. 4—Precinct-wide px.'njwt in
precinct 4; lateral roads, ete., $23,-
060,

No. 5—Same as project 4 in pre-
cinet No. 1, $10,000

No. 6—Improving road on hill
north of Magic City, $1,000.

According to Judge Puett, it is
not known exactly when the federal

funds for these projects will be made
available, but it is expected soon.
However, it was learned by Puett
and Commissioner Hefley at the
state-wide meeting in Fort Worth
last week that counties, cltles and
other units of the state are urged to
perfect plans and have everything
in readiness when the money is re-
leased.

Outlook F avorable
for New Gymnasium

Application for Erection as Work
Relief Project Soon to
Be Presented

Prospects for a new gymnastum In
Wheeler probably appear brighter
just now than at any time in recent
yvears. This is attributed partly to a
steadily increasing general approval
of the proposition and partly to the
opportunity to make it a work relief
project in conformity with state and
federal plans to provide work for
the unemployed.

The need for such an addition to
the local school system has long
been recognized and its erection ad-
vocated by a few people throughout
the comimunity. Recently, however,
it is believed that many more have
realized the true situation and will
approve steps toward realization of
such hopes.

Last Friday, County Judge Puett
and Commissioner G. W. Hefley at-
tended a meeting of state officials in
Fort Worth. Principal purpose of
the gathering was to compile data
relative to the of various
county and precinet units for relief
employment; also the desire and
ability of these co-operate in
meeting their

The county representatives
brought back with them question-
naires for distribution to school,
city and county officials to deter-
mine prospective work projects
where help is needed. Filling out of
the questionnaires the first step
in what as yet, only a tentative
program which it is expected will
soon be fully developed.

In connection with this inquiry
and pursuant to action already tak-
en an application is to be filed
shortly by the school board, asking
that a gymnasium be designated as
a work project in Wheeler indepen-
dent school district. Preliminary
plans for the structure have been
discussed and worked out.

Dr. H. E. Nicholson, chairman of
the board, and long-time supporter
of the gymnasium proposition, stat-
Wednesday that it will first be
necessary to have blue prints pre-
pared and these approved by the
state board of education before ap-
plication is made for the project.

Under the governmental set-up,
all labor on such projects will be
paid for by federal funds. Also a
sum equal to 10 per cent of the la-
bor will be applied on the cost of
material. Dr. Nicholson expressed
the opinion that the remalning ma-
terial cost, which must be borne by
the district, can be raised either
through issuance of warrants or a
local bond issue. ‘‘Neither plan
would raise the present tax rate’
declared Nicholson, ‘anda Wheeler
schools would have a permanent im-
provement of lasting value.”

Painless Dentistry

This term, painless dentistry, is
used by quacks who advertise for
business to mislead the public. It is

an advertising scheme to appeal to
less intelligent people and cause
them to really believe that such an
animal lives who has attained some
superior qualifications above the
average person; that he is a Christ-
like peérson who can soothe the pains
and ills of humanity and make 'em
like it. On the face of such an ap-
peal any person with an ounce of
braing knows it is hocus-pokus.

While any dentist who is trained
and well qualified can do a large
per cent of his operations painlessly
in a perfect manner and partially so
in a large per cent of others, no man
living now has accomplished the
impossible. Science and training so
far have not developed to where
anyone can do everything to be done
in the oral cavity without some
pain.

The largest per cent of cases
which result in pain are those which
have gone too long; those cases
which should have received atten-
tion a year or two back. These are
the ones which are accompanied
with pain and which are impossible
for anyone to perform painlessly.
Hence it is advisable for the patient
to try and head off serious compli-
cations by systematic attention to
their teeth. The long protracted de-
lay generally results in more paln
before the dentist is reached than
after he is consulted.

There have been many Inventions
that have helped the progress of the
newspapers, but none so good as the
last one, wirephoto. It takes only
one hour after the occurrence in
Europe for the picture to be printed
in newspapers in all parts of the
United States. This involved mech-
anical process means an increased
speed, advancement toward perfec-
tion of transmission, better service
to 25 cities. These cities can nave
this service all hours of the day and
seven days a week.

The wirephoto can do more than
transmit pictures—it brings to the
papers all manner of graphic ma-
terial, maps, graphs, weather charts
exhibits presented in court trials
and at congressional hearings, the
diagram of the play that wins the
big football game, even fingerprints.

The wirephoto should afford in-
teresting study for those interested
in electricity because it shows a
great advance in the science of tele-
photography.

The Dallas News 1s the first Tex-
as paper to snbseribe to the service
and the first to present a photo-
graph brought to Dallas by the
wirephoto service of the Associated
Press.
