Growth o f the W hite Elephant 
restaurant has b<en a rem arkable 
thing. Cornelius first built a 
small building on the lot where 
the present White Elephant stands, 
and opened t i e  ''E lephant,” as 
the restaurant is popularly known, 
as a drive in, featuring curb ser­
vice.

Recognizing the need for a
fir>>t-cia»* restaurant in Eastland, 
he added to the building in the 
same year, dropped curb service 
and opened his ‘'west wing.” 
Business still boomed, as the 
* Elephant” became the popular 
eating place fo r not only Eastland 
County citizens, but hundreds o f 
motorists who travel Highway 8 0  
daily.

Numerous additions to the 
restaurant were added between 
1953 and 1955. The kitchen was 
enlarged and more work room 
was added. Then in 1957, faced 
with increasing business and the 
lack of space, Cornelius invested 
another large sum o f money in 
the restaurant, adding two more 
dining rooms and completely re- 
modeling the old building. S ince 
that time the building has been 
completely remodeled once each 
year.

Russell, Majors A Waddell, were
given a Hi hie.

Kiders were required also to 
take this oath upon entering ser-
i ic e :

I hereby swear, before the 
Great and Living God, that , dur­
ing my engagement, and while I 
mi an employe of Russell, Majors 
A Waddell, 1 will under no cir- 
■umstancea, use profane language;
I will drink no intoxicating liq­
uors: that 1 will not quarrel or 
fight u ith any other employe of 
the firm, and thut in every res|>ect 
I will conduct myself honestly, be 
faithful to my duties, and so dir­
ect all my acts as to win the con- j 
fidence of my employers. So help 
ine God.” I

The youthful Pony E xp ress' 
riders consistently outran Indian 
pursuers while carrying the mails | 
through the wilderness, often 
through blinding snows and howl­
ing storms, and in extrem es of 
heal and cold. Only one Pony Ex­
press rider was lost to the Indians.

Johnnie Fry (o r  ‘T r e y "  accord­
ing to some w riters) is credited 
by some accounts with being the 
first Pony Express rider to leave 
St. Joseph on April 3, I 860. He 
was little more than a boy when 
he entered the Express service. 
He was a native M issourian,, 
weighing less than 125 pound-. An 
early account states:

‘ ‘Though small in stature, he I 
was every inch a man. His run 
was from St. Josheph to Seneca, I 
Kansas, about 80 miles, which he 
•overed in an average of 12  1/2 

miles an hour, including all stops." 
He later entered the I'n ion Army, | 
and was killed in 1863 in a hand- 
to-hand fight in which he was 
credited with killing five assail­
ants before he was killed himself.

William ‘ B ill”  Jam es, a native 
Virginian, was credited a t 18 with 
being one of the best of the Pony ( 
Express riders over a route in 
Nevada through some of the most 
savage Indian country.

According to Alexander Majors 
of the Russell, M ajors and Waddell 
firm , in a book published in 181*3 
( Seventy Y ears on the Front-1 
ie r " I ,  William F . " B i l l” Cedv was 
a Pony Express rider, in his 
early teens when he entered the 
famous mail service. Cody is 

redited with many notable feuts, 
including a ride aggregating 384 
niles without any real rest period, 

which Is referred to by some 
authorities as probably the long­
est continuous perform ance of 
its kind- not only in the annals 
of the Pony Express, but fn any 

r  M-lory.

None o f the Pony Express 
young men had an opportunity to 
grow old in the Service. In Oct­
ober, 1861, the cross-country 
telegraph was completed anil the 
Pony Express was terminated. De­
spite its short life, it was credited 
with many important contribut­
ions, including the fuct that it 
helped to keep East and West 
joined during the eurly crucial 
days o f the Civil War.

Although the Pony Express was 
short lived, it will be very much 
alive this year.

Many pageants, celebrations 
and other activities memornlizing 
the Pony Express are planned for 
this 11*60 Centennial year.

As a |>art o f Centennial year 
celebrations, Lie Post O ffice De­
partment will issue a new Pony 
Express commemorative postage 
stamp next Ju ly  13 at Sacrar 
mento, together with a new com­
memorative stamped envelope to 
be issued at S t. Joseph.

On the same date, as one of 
the m ajor memorial events sched­
uler! during the vacation season 
this year, the National Pony E x ­
press Centennial Association plans

to reenact the I’ony Express runs, 
starting out— ju st as the Pony 
Express did approximately 100 
years ago— front both St. Joseph 
and Sacramento.

The reenactments are expected 
to require about 3 days each for 
both the eastward and westward

runs. The original Pony Express 
runs, across the 11*66 mile orig­
inal route, required an average 
of about 10 days, although it fre­
quently took less time. Lincoln’s 
inaugural address in 1861, f or 
example, was carried by the Pony 
Express in less than 8 days.
