Approved For

Comanche Electric

The Coraanche Cunty Electric
Cooperative has received word
that a loan pplication for
$863,000 has been approved by
the Rural Electrification Ad-
ministration. These funds are to
be used to furnish service to an
estimated 543 new service
locations, to increase the capa-
city of individual services to 115
existing consumers, to increase
the capacity of 20 miles of
existing lines, and to purchase
associated equipment for safer
and more efficient operation of
the electric distribution lines
throughout the cooperativearea.

The cooperative now serves
8,000 consumers on 3,570 miles
of line. In addition to the rural
residential, the Co-op serves
over 1,000 irrigatiocn systems,
650 oil well pumping and
associated loads, and many
other miscellaneous needs. This
has a tremendous impact on the
economy of the area, consisting
of parts of seven counties:
Comanche, Brown, Mills, East-
land, Callahan, Stephens and
Shackelford.

Like all other parts of the
electric Utility industry, the
Co-op’s costs continue to
rise-for instance, poles are over
double the cost of just a year
ago, wire is more than double,
and other equipment is up from
15 to 20 percent.

The only increase to the
Cooperative's members has
been the fuel cost adjustment
passed on in the same amount
as charged on their wholesale

. power bill. If prices continue to

rise, however, an increase in the
basic rate will be necessary.

It is not time to spray pecan
trees for control of the nut
casebearer, but it soon will be.
Therefore, you better get your
sprayers and insecticides ready.
We have been examining pecan
trees daily and have not found
any casebearer eggs. Some
pecan growers have found the
adult moths on May 14th which
means spray time is about nine
or ten days away from the 14th
We will continue to keep a close
watch so look for an article in
the paper to tell you when to
spray

The insecticides recommend-
ed for the commercial pecan
growers are Guthion, Thiodan,
Malathion, Zolone, Toxaphene
or Sevin. It's recommended that
homeowners use either Mala-
thion, Zolone, or Sevia on yard
trees. Use these insecticides
according to directions given on
the label of the container

We also suggest that you add
zinc sulfate to your spray
solution. Zinc is a necessary
element for pecan trees and can
only be applied effectively as a

ordon

pot

foliar spray. Add two pounds of
zinc sulfate per 100 gallons of
solution or two tablespoons per
one gallon of solution.

We have had a lot of calls
concerning the little black bugs
on garden peas. These are
aphids or plant lice and they are
damaging the peas by sucking
plant juices. This causes the pea
plants to be stunted and tender
leaves will be wilted and
deformed. They often occur in
extremely large numbers and
may cover the entire surface of a
leaf or stem.

The aphids may be controlled
by spraying with malathion. If
you would like more information
on controlling insects in the
home garden you may contact
us at the Extension Agent’s
office

The support of all cattle
producers in Eastland County as
well as those throughout the
state is needed if the current
brucellosis eradication program
is to be effective

All breeding cattle two years
of age and over should now be
tested for brucellosis when
ownership of the cattle changes.
Testing may be done on the
ranch or farm or at the auction
market. A test if good for 30
days if the animal is ear tagged
and the owner has a test
certificate.

Texas leads the nation in the
number of brucellosis infected
herds. It has 26 percent of all
the infected herds in the United
States

Testing programs are moving
forward in other states and the
action has been effective. About
37 percent of all the counties in
the nation are now modified--
certified’’ brucellosis free and
63 percent are ‘‘certified’’ free
of infected cattle. Eastland
County is '‘modified-certified’’
free.

Homeowners with highly va-
lued elm trees in their yard
should keep a watchful eye on
the trees to spot infestations of
elm leaf beetles.

The beetles are a serious pest
of elm trees as they eat the
surface of the leaves, leaving
only the vines.

High-pressure, high-volume
sprayers are necessary to
completely cover the foliage.
