CONVENTION

The state Constitutional Convention, as authorized in Section 2 of
Article XVII. has adjourned without recommending changes in the
State Constitution

Section 1, Article XVII, of the present Constitution authorizes the
State Legislature to propose amendments to the Constitution either
in regular or special sessions. This is the only method of changing
the ' Constitution at the present

Study durino the past 21 months clearly reveals that the present
State Constitution does need to be recoded and brought up to date
Farm Bureau leaders in convention and meetings for a number of
years, have expressed their fear that the state and national con
stitutions are being croded seriously. Study of these matters
reveals that the intent of the national and state Constitutions have
been changed in many areas. These changes have been made
primarily by court action

FEDERAL COURT
DICTATORSHIP

Congressman Bob Poage placed in the Congressional Record of
July 22, 1974, pgs. 86850- 52 a very excellent article: “Dictatorship
of Federal Courts” by State District Judge Ed Gossett. Judge
Gossett begins his discussion with the following quotation by
Thomas Jefferson

“It is a very dangerous doctrine to consider the Judges as the
ultimate arbiters of all of our Constitutional questions; It is one
which would place us under the despotism of an oligarchy

The following quotations set forth some of the key points made by
Judge Gossett

In the last twenty - five years, our Supreme Court has become a
super legislature responsible to no one. It has become a continuing
Constitutional Convention without an elected delegate. It has
become a dictatorship. unlimited. It has made a shambles of the C
Constitution

Under the authority of Baker v. Carr, Reynolds v. Sims, Gray v
Sanders and other cases, state constitutions, state laws, state
courts, and all state political institutions have been at the complete
sufference of federal courts. Federal courts have nullified
numerous provisions of state constitutions, held hundreds of laws,
both state and federal, to be unconstitutional, and have dictated to
all state courts and toall state political organizations

We have been in war most of this century to make the world safe
for democracy. We have fought some of those wars, i.e. Lorea
(33,629 killed, 103,284 wounded) and Vietnarh (46,000 jilled, 304.000
wounded) for the specific purpose of giving those people the right of
self - determination and self - government. We have helped to
create at least a dozen independent states in Africa on the theory
that people have a right to self - determination. Ironically, at
frightful expense, we have tried to spread democracy all over the
world while destroying it at home. Incongruously, our foreign
policy has been anti - colonial while our domestic policy has been
colonial.

The most liberal member of the Constitutional Convention must
be turning over in his grave at what our Supreme Court, in the last
twenty - five years, has done to his Great Charter of Liberty, a
charter fore the separation and limitations upon governmental
powers, his system of checks and balances, so painfully contrived,
has been destroyed.

The Federal Judiciary has nullified the Tenth Amendment to the
Constitution, which specifically states ‘‘The powers not delegated
to the United States by the Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the
States, are reserved to the States respectively, or to the people.”

Judge Gossett devotes most of his article to a discussion of the

criminal side of the question. He quotes a number of court cases

which reveal that the Supreme Court has virtually turned this
country over to those who promote crime.

Announced For
Peanut Mold

Procedures have been an-
nounced for excluding from
price support peanuts found to
have visible Aspergillus Flavus
Mold, according to Robert F
Spreen, State Executive Direc-
tor, ASCS. Since this mold can
produce toxins, Federal price is
not being offered on peanuts
cnmamlng 1"

"*Careful observation of the
regulations governing peanuts
with A. Flavus Mold is
important to the producer’’,
Spreen cautioned, '‘since fail-
ure to follow them can result in
loss of price support for all
peanuts produced on a farm."

When peanuts checked by the
Federal-State Inspection Ser-
vice prior to marketing are
found to have visible A. Flavus
Mold. the producer may choose
to turn the lot over immediately
for marketing as segregation 3
peanuts, without price-support,
or he may choose to have the
peanuts cleaned and re-inspec-
ted by the end of the next
workilng day. If visible A,
Flavus Mold is found upon
re-inspection, the load must be
immediately delivered™to an
authorized buyer or to the local
producer association as segre-
gation 3 peanuts, without price
support.

Once inspected and found to
contain A. Flavus Mold, pea-
nuts may not be retained by the
producer for seed or any other
use without losing price sup-
port.

Any producer who fails to
follow these new procedures for
any lot of peanuts found to have
visible A. Flavus Mold will lose
price support eligibility for all
remaining 1974 crop peanuts
marketed from his farm, Spreen
said.

He added, ''If peanuts
ineligible for support should be
placed under loan anyway,
liquidated damages will be
collected from either the buyer
or the producer, whichever is
found accountable. Rate for
damages will be seven cents per
net pound.”

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Berlin Neighbors Seek Same Goal
- But Walk Different Paths

Our East German guide told
us in a “‘nice’”” way that the
Communist plan to rule the
earth some day.

When asked about the
possible reunification of Ger-
many, his answer: ‘“No way,
until West Germany is
socialized. The socialization of
the whole world is inevitable so
some day Germany will be
unified again’’, left little to the
imagination.

The former World War 1l
Nazi infantryman, Paul Baum-
gardner, 51, spent over a year
in a prisoner of war camp at
Huntsville, Texas, north of
Houston. He said, “'l fought for
crazy Hitler in World War Il and
was happy to be captured. Then
| came back to East Berlin
because this is where | grew
up.”’

Irony of ironies, Don Reid,
publisher-emeritus of the -
Huntsville paper who was a
member of our tour group, got
the scoop story of the trip!

To understand the idealology
of this devotee to communism,
all one needs to do is to read the
World Book's interpretation of
Communism, Russia and Lenin
To understand that it has not
worked out the way Karl Marx
and Lenin, its founder, predic
ted, one needs only to look at
history!

The Communists have not
given up though. They hope to
win us and our allies over by
topping us politically, intellec
tually and economically

Almost all governments to
day, by necessity and for
humanitarian reasons contain
some socialism, but America
must have a “‘turning back"’
from the “overskill’" socialistic
direction we are heading if free
enterprise (the primary differ
ence in Democracy and Com
munism) 1s (o survive

Commu
nism is complete socialism with

all its undesirable side effects,
and this is what we must steer
clear of!

To some, the Communists’
idealogy may not seem bad. The
methods used to put it into

~ action are corrupt, and to our

way of thinking, it can never be
a really successful way of
government.

Ihere will always be politi-
cally ambitious persons in any
society, but in a Communist
country when the wrong person
reaches the top, there is no way
to relieve him except by a
possible revolution.

Also to us, it seems that
Communism destroys so much
initiative in people. One would
have to be state oriented to ever
excel professionally without
threat of life.

It makes us wonder if our
country’'s current trend toward
shoddy workmanship and sag-
ging produ. ‘vity co.ld possibly
be linked to our increased
socialistic tendency.

It is interesting to r + that
only two percent c¢1 the
population of the Soviet Union
are registered Communists.
The rest must continue to
placidly live under it whether
they agree or not. One reason
for such a small membership in
the party, they told us, was lack
of time of ordinary working
people for all the demands
made

They boast that their govern-
ment takes care of everyone.
We wondered (How?) when we
saw very old women sweeping
public squares and streets and
other such examples

Communism praises the
equality of the people. Of
course, all people should have
equal opportunities, but as far
as the people being treated
equally in Russia--this is simply
not so. Those who do excel and
find favor with the system
certainly enjoy higher standards

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of living. We have no doubt that
the higher a person ranks in the
party, also, the higher his
standard of living!

A West German editor did
not express any doubt about the
East German guide's statement
of Communist intentions.

Alex Springer lives with the
danger of the Communist
threat. He built his huge and
modern newspaper plant, the
largest in Europe, against the
west side of the Wall in the
early 1960’s as a symbol of
"‘courage not defiance’’. Mr.
Springer does not believe in
‘“fooling around’’ with the
Communists, and encourages a
hard-nosed policy for non-
communist countries.

The newspaper has received
several bomb threats, etc. We
walked on to a large balcony
over a roof and right up to the
wall below. Here and through
the newspapers’ windows we
took pictures of the Wall and
wreaths placed alongside it for
those who were shot in fleeing
East Berlin

Our guide of West Berlin told
us that the reason the Commu
nists built the wall when they
did, was that they were losing
all their factory workers with
the flood of refugees into West
Berlin every day

Springer believes that ‘‘de-
tente’’ is a “‘peaceful expansion
of Communism’’ because of the
Communist concessions that
have gone along with it
Listening to an editor who
knows that there are 160,000

Communist divisions right
across that wall, we
speechless.

120 Will Meet Standards When Completed

When a new stretch on
Interstate 20 between Eastland
and Ranger is completed late in
1975 all the Interstate highway
in Texas Highway Dept. Dist.
23 will meet Interstate stan-
dards.

Lawrence Schulz, district
engineer of Dist. 23 headquar-
tered in Brownwood, said
Monday that the project is 35
percent complete and should be
finished by the latter part of
1975.

The project, which stretches
from two miles east of Eastland
to .8 of a mile west of Ranger, is
under contract to T.B. Brown of
Tye for $5,798,498

The work includes building
new main lanes and frontage
roads. Schulz said the west
bound lane of the present
highway will become the new
north frontage road. He said th
epresent eastbund lane will be

The work involves grading,
putting up nmew structures,
laying a flexible base and
surfacing.

Another stretch of Interstate
20 in the district is also being
repaired. The area includes six
miles from the Callahan County
line to one mile west of Cisco.

Schulz said th epiece of
highway already meets Inter-
state standards but needs
resurfacing.

“It’s out of shape and weak"’,
Schulz said. *‘We're adding a
two-inch thicker surface over
the existing surface.”’

Schulz said work is scheduled
to begin Tuesday. The project is
under contract to Bontke
Brothers Construction Co. of
Abilene for $421,21].

Schulz said the repairs on
both sections of the interstate
were necessitated partly from
the severe ice storm in the area

incorporated into the new g,.ng the winter of 1972 and
westbound lane partly from heavy loads and
