The Eastland City Commis­
sion tabled for further study a 
request by Lone Star Gas Co. 
for a ten cent per thousand 
cubic foot rate increase during 
regular meeting at City Hall 
Monday evening.

Eastland volunteer fire chief 
Jack Graham appeared before 
the commission routinely and 
the commission approved a 
recommendation from the - 
County Dispatch to change 
radio call numbers with East­
land's numbers to be in the 609 
series under the new program. 
This was agreeable with Chief 
Graham.

Billy Jacobs of the Engineer - 
-  ing Firm of Yeatts and Decker, 

engineering firm for the just 
completing sewer plant, ap ­
peared with a change order 
which would reduce the cost of 
the plant by $212.32, bringing 
the total cost for the project to 
$308,833.81. This was ap ­
proved.

All commissioners were pre­
sent with Mayor H.V. O'Brien 
presiding.

During the discussion on the 
gas company rate request. 
District Manager W.L. Simmel 
reported that the requested 
increase was in line with that 
approved for the com pany's 
transmission's city gate rate, 
which was approved by the 
Railroad Commission and in 
line with that asked by the 
organizations of cities.

Commissioner W.H. Hoff­
mann pointed out that it seemed

asking for a gross rate of $3.01 
for the first 1.000 cubic feet. He 
explained that the company 
averages buying some two and 
a half billion cubic feet of gas in 
Eastland County a year and only 
about a billion cubic feet is used 
in the county annually so most 
local gas going elsewhere.

It means, he said, that the 
company is getting gas in this 
county cheap and selling it back 
at a much higher price.

Mr. Simmel explained that 
the company has an obligation 
to sell gas to all of its some one 
million customers, and that the 
gas costs a lot more in some 
parts of the country, and of 
course some areas do not 
produce any gas. We can ’t 
isolate our areas, he said, 
because we're obligated to 
provide gas to all our custom­
ers.

Mr. Hoffman introduced the 
motion to table the request 
which was seconded by Com­
missioner Dale Bakker and all 
commissioners voted for post­
ponement.

Haines appeared before the 
commission asking that the city

basis throughout the city so that 
as many as possible can enjoy 
them.

Mr. Lasater was thanked for 
his untiring efforts in behalf of 
the city 's bicentennial obser­
vance.

M.G. Key appeared before 
the commission regarding his 
request to secure affluent from 
the new city sewer plant to be 
used for irrigation. Details are 
to be worked out in the project 
which has been given approval 
by the various government 
agencies involved in the project. 
Commissioner Mike Siebert was 
asked to assist in drawing up 
the legal arrangements between 
Mr. Key and the city.

The commission in other 
business agreed to pay West 
Texas Construction Co. their 
monthly estimate of $20.623.6b 
for work completed on the 
sewer plant.

The postponement on the gas 
price increase will delay the 
hike until September. The ordi­
nance requires two readings 
(the commission meets once 
each month) and a 30-dav 
waiting period. However the 
company has the option of 
taking the m atter to the 
Railroad Commission if the city 
has not acted upon the matter 
within 60 days from the date of 
filing the request (June 9).

Mr. Simmel explained that 
the increase will be asked in all 
towns served by the company. 
He said in his request:

"As you know. the cost of gas 
is skyrocketing. In 1970. this 
Company's weighted average 
cost ot gas was approximately 
18c per thousand cubic feet. 
Today, our weighted average 
cost of gas is approximately 73c 
per thousand cubic feet. The

cost of gas continues to rise 
because gas companies, pipiline 
companies, electric utilities and 
large industrial consumers are 
all actively seeking new gas 
supplies. The competition for 
new gas is fierce. Because the 
price of gas at the wellhead in 
the State of Texas is not 
regulated, competition is set­
ting the effective rate that we 
must pay for gas.

"A ll of the gas-purchase 
contracts that this Company has 
acquired in the last three to four 
years have automatic escalating 
clauses in them. Even if the 
Company buys no new gas. the 
price will continue to rise. 
When we last appeared before 
you (1972) to seek a new gate 
rate, we were paying about 30c 
per thousand cubic feet for gas 
at the wellhead. Today, we are 
paying $1.50 and up.

"T his company must con­
tinue to buy gas in order to keep 
our reserves up to the point 
where we can serve all our 
custom ers. Lone Star Gas is 
committed to providing the best 
service possible to all our 
customers. This is evidenced by 
the large sums of money we 
have spent on new pipelines 
and underground storage facil­
ities. These two items allow us 
to effectively serve our cus­
tomers when the demand for 
gas is extremely high. No 
residential or commercial cus­
tomers have experienced gas 
ahortages during the last 
several years, when other cities 
and other custom ers in the 
southern part of the state were 
having this difficulty.

"The Company has made a 
conscientious effort to keep our 
serve up to the highest possible 
standards without an unneces­
sarily large number of employ­
ees.

on March 3-6 of this year. This 
testimony was presented  in 
accordance with Gas U tilities 
Docket 588.

"Lone Star Gas is asking your 
city to recognize a new gate rate 
of 94.19c per MCF. This Is not a 
rale deficiency request. The
new gate rate is an expense that 
our distribution system began 
paying to our Transmission 
Division on May I of this year. 
The new rate (94.19c MCF) 
includes the Lo-Vaca flow­
through and all of the 65%, six 
month flow-through provisions 
as granted by the Railroad 
Commission.

"The new gate rate will not 
increase the Company's rate of 
return in your city.

"It will only help Lone Star 
Gas maintain its current status.

"The conclusion is that Lone 
Star Gas must request this rate 
adjustment in order to: (I) meet 
rising operating costr and 
maintain current standards of 
service, (2) obtain sufficient 
capital to permit necessary 
facility expansion and (3) meet 
rising gas costs.

" I  respectfully urge your 
favorable consideration of this 
rate request."

IN THIS LAW, THE CORPS 
OF ENGINEERS WAS GIVEN 
AUTHORITY to issue permits 
for dredge and fill disposals. 
The Corps has applied the Act 
only in “Navigalbe" waters but 
the Federal Court has ruled 
that this was too narrow an 
interpretation and ordered the 
regulations revised The Corps 
of Engineers has now invited 
public comment and 
statements will be accepted 
until June 30.

THE TEAM “NAVIGABLE 
WATERS," as now interpreted, 
can include pracitcally  all 
lakes, stream s, rivers and 
wetlandsn in the United States 
The record is silent on what 
Congress inteneded but it 
opened the door to this broad 
definition. This is another in­
stance of what the fine print 
can mean for authority never 
intended TO THE CREDIT OF 
THE ARMY CORPS OF 
ENGINEERS it is not their 
initiative than this un- 
precendented power is 
proposed to be exercises. In­
stead,it is theCourts which in 
recent years have legislated in 
about everything that affects 
our national life.

A LITERAL READING OF 
THE LAW AND THE COURT 
ORDER says that any time any 
one wants to drop something 
intoany body of water, whether 
it is private property, ditches, 
stock ponds or whatever; then 
a permit must be obtained from 
the Corps of Engineers. 
Conceivable, this can mean a 
farmer or rancher could not 
enlrage his stock tank, deepen 
an irrigation ditch or even plow- 
in certain places without a 
Corps of Engineers permit. It 
is so absurd to be unbelievably 
ridiculous. At this moment, if 
this reasoning were strictly 
applied to its full limit, no doubt 
hundreds of people are now

violating the law and could be 
fined up to $25,000 a day and 
even imprisoned

THE DEPARTMENT OF 
AGRICULTURE IS OP­
POSING THE COURT'S in­
terpretation with the statement 
that it “would set off a 
bureaucratic grow th that would 
require many ffarmers to run 
to a Federal official for a 
permit to perform much of 
what is now norma farm 
work" and characterizes such 
action as a harassment to 
farmers and ranchers trying 
togrow this Nation's food 
supply.

HERETOFORE. THE AC 
TlVITIES OF THEY ARMY 
ENGINEERS, except for the 
building of lakes, has been 
mainly in the coastal areas But 
such a regulation as this could 
be applicable to places like our 
Big Country, where we never 
dreamed that this bureaucratic 
invasion could occur.

ASIDE FROM THE RED 
TAPE AND THE COST OF

M A I N T T A I N I N G  A 
bureaucracy, it would stake out 
an ill - conceived role for the 
Federal Government in land - 
sue decisions, a matter better 
left to local and limited State 
control Once machinery of this 
nature is put in place.it can 
turn into a monster by what 
appears to be an alm ost 
lim itless expansion by the 
Courts, bureaucrats and those 
not given to common sense or 
respect for the ability of local 
authority to deal with any such 
problem.

MANY M U N IC IP A L

solutely powerless, to cope with 
these requirements

Use Tax Allocation City Sales And

REV. JOHN C. JONES

AUSTIN-Comptroller Bob - 
Bullock sent checks worth $28.8 
million Friday to more than 800 
towns and cities in the third 
round of monthly city sales tax 
rebates.

Bullock said the June pay­
ments were considerably higher 
than the previous two months 
because of big end-of-the-quar- 
ter tax paym ents made by 
merchants following the April 
30 deadline for reporting taxes 
they collected from the public in 
January. February and March.

Bullock converted the city 
sales tax payments to a monthly 
system in April to get away 
from the old quarterly rebate 
system which had been in use 
since the start of the city sales 
tax and which forced cities to 
wait 60 to 90 days for their 
money.

•‘The interest along--at 6% - 
on the $16 million we paid in 
April and the $19.9 million we 
paid in May was worth a good 
quarter of a million dollars to 
the cities just by not having to 
wait until now for a quarterly 
payment", Bullock said.

The morning 
program on pressure cooker and 
waterbath methods will begin at 
10 a.m. The afternoon program 
will start at 1:30 p.m. and 
include freezing and drying 
techniques.

It's important to have your 
pressure canner gauge tested 
each year. Accurate canner 
gauges and canners with all 
parts in good working order can 
help families to be assured of 
safe foods.

The Home Demonstration 
Council has purchased a new 
electric canner gauge tester for 
testing gauges. Homemakers 
can have their canner gauges 
tested every Tuesday morning 
in the Extension Service Office, 
basement of courthouse.

The home dem onstration 
ladies are testing canners as a 
service, and charging a $2.00 
fee for this service to home­
makers.

All you need to bring is your 
canner lid for the test to be 
made.

With many gardens in big 
production right now, our office 
has been getting many requests 
for how to freeze new potatoes. 
To freeze irish potatoes, select 
potatoes the size of walnuts. 
Scrub well in cold water to 
remove skins, or wash and 
scrape. Heat in boiling water-5 
to 8 minutes, depending on 
size. Cool, drain, package and 
freeze immediately. If you

Washington. D.C. - - Senator 
Lloyd Bentsen, candidate for 
the Democratic Presidential 
nomination, today accused the 
Ford A dm inistration of 
treating Americans who live in 
rural areas as second class 
citizens by failing to implement 
the Rural Development Act

Bentsen, who co - sponsored 
the Rural Development Act in 
1972, said, "The present ad­
ministration is neglecting the 
needs of millions of Americans 
who live in rural areas. It is 
trying to create a second class 
citizenry who will lack 
adequate fire protection, water 
and waste disposal systems and 
emplttyment opportunities"

He said the administration 
spent $56 million out of a total 
$397 million authorized by

Congress for Fiscal year of 
1975

No money was spent for 
planning grants for water and

Some folks called last week to 
ask if it was too late to spray 
pecan trees. If the young nuts 
have not been damaged by the 
casebearers it's not too late to 
spray. On the other hand, if the 
nuts have not been damaged by 
now, they probably will get by 
without damage from the little 
worm.

There does not appear to be a 
heavy infestation of the pecan 
nut casebearer th is year. 
Reports so far from various 
sections of North and Central 
Texas indicate very minor 
second generation damage. The 
reasonf or this is not clear, but 
the “old timers" will tell you 
that this is common in years 
following a late spring freeze. 
Certainly the last two to three 
years when light infestations 
occurred bear this out.

These same “old timers" will 
also tell you it is the freeze that 
kills the insects. This is not true 
reports Dr. Earl Puls. Area 
Horticulturist. The more likely 
reason is that the freeze kills the 
young shoots on which the First 
generation larvae feed. With 
the food supply destroyed and 
with no resupply available for 
about two weeks, the larvae 
probably perish of starvation. 
Hence, we have very few 
second generation moths avail­
able to lay eggs on the nutlets.

It would be wise to keep a 
close watch on your pecans. The 
casebearer may yet immerge 
and inflict heavy dam age. 
Native trees in the river bottoms 
appear at this point to generally 
have a light infestations, attri­
butable to the freeze damage 
incurred.

We may find a build-up 
occurring in early July, at that 
time we expect the third 
generation.

A new grass. Callie bermuda 
grass, developed by the Missis­
sippi Agricultural and Forestry 
Experimenl Station, is receiving 
widespread recognition, and 
plantings are increasing - 
throughout the southeastern 
United States. However, the 
new grass has not been released 
as a variety due to lack of

sufficient animal performance 
data.

Planting material for the new 
grass has been distributed to 
more than 1.300 producers 
since 1972.

Callie bermuda grass appears 
to do well in the same areas 
suited for Coastal bermuda. It 
has some cold tolerance as 
plantings have survived in 
southern Oklahoma and Miss­
ouri. However, its drouth 
tolerance under Texas condi­
tions has not been evaluated.

The new grass has a wider 
leaf and much larger stolous 
than Coastal. It is reported to be 
a good competitor with other 
grasses.

According to M ississippi • 
tests. Callie is equal or superior 
to Coastal in yield of dry forage 
and similar in protein content 
when grown under the same 
conditions.

Warm weather and rains over 
a big part of Texas have 
combined to provide ideal 
conditions for the most serious

ever menacing screwworm.
Stockmen should be parti­

cularly alert for this flesh-eating 
pest ai this time because 
infestations can build up rapidly 
in late spring and early summer 
unless all cases are reported as 
soon as possible.

Mrs. Pebble Boles with her 

grandsor. Bart Boles and great- 
grandson Blake Boles, attended

Mrs. Boles 
great undle Captain Singleton 
Gilbert was killed in the 1864 
Indian raid and his brother Tom

reads: “ Used for centuries by 
Indians inhabiting the region. 
Named for Jam es Madison 
Ellison (1840-1923).. A native of 
Alabama who was the first 
se ttler in this section of 
Eastland County, erecting a 
cabin near the springs in 
October. 1858.. He soon mar­
ried Eliza McGough, a member 
of another pioneer family, and 
had three children.

During the Civil War, fron­
tiersmen organized militia com­
panies for mutual protection 
against the Indians.

First on the 
agenda was a motion from 
Floyd Williams to move part of 
the stands, located at Firemen's 
Field, which are not being used; 
to be moved to Eastland High 
School track field for spectators 
at track and field events. This 
motion passed.

Next members voted to 
return to the by-laws the law 
which states all members be 
voted in by secret ballot and if a 
member receives three or more 
negative votes he would have to 
wait six months before re-sub­
mitting his name. Motion 
passed.

Chief Jack Graham followed 
with a report on the findings of 
com m ittees concerning caps, 
patches and badges, with assis­
tance from Brett Arther. Gra­
ham and Arther told members 
that a reasonable outlet had

the offense. The date of the 
offense appearing on the 
parking violation citation con­
stitutes a rebuttable presump­
tion of the true date of the 
offense.

(b) An offense under this 
section is punishable by a fine 
not to exceed $200.00.

XI.
An appearance under this 

ordinance is made by payment 
of fine or by posting appearance 
bond in an amount set by the 
City Judge and approved by the 
Chief of Police of the City of 
Eastland on or before the 
appearance time Appearance 
time is on or before the fifth day 
following the date of violation.

XII.
It shall be an affirmative 

defense to prosecution under 
Paragraph 5 of this Ordinance 
that at the time of violation the 
parking meter applicable there­
to was not in working order.

XUI.
It shall be an affirmative 

defense to prosecution under 
this Ordinance that the vehicle 
involved was then engaged or 
being used in an emergency of 
such a nature as to involve 
substantial risk of injury to 
person or property.

XIV.
(a) The City Manager is 

hereby authorized to lease, on 
behalf of the City of Eastland, 
parking zone areas for the 
purpose of loading and unloa­
ding. Such leases shall be made 
to owners or m anagers of 
businesses only. Each business 
establishment shall be entitled 
to lease one parallel or two 
diagonal parking zone areas.

(b) Provided, however, no 
parking zone areas in or on the 
following portions of parking 
zone streets shall be leased:

(i) Seaman Street from its 
Southeast and Southwest inter­
section corners with Main 
Street to its Northwest and 
Northeast intersection corners 
with Commerce Stree;

(ii) Commerce Street from its 
Northwest and Southwest inter­
section corners with Seaman 
Street to its Southeast and 
Northeast intersection comers 
with Lamar Street;

(iii) Lamar Street from its 
Northeast and Northwest inter­
section corners with Commerce 
Street to its Southwest and 
Southeast intersection corners 
with Main Street)

(iv) Main Street from its 
Northeast and Southeast inter­
section corners with Lamar 
S treet to its Northwest and 
Southwest intersection corners 
with Seaman Street.

XV.
(a) The fee for lease under 

Paragraph 10 of this Ordinance 
is $50 per parking zone area per 
annum. No lease shall be 
granted under this Ordinance

(b) Persons holding valid 
leases under this Ordinance 
shall be exempt from the 
provisions of Paragraph Five of 
this Ordinance.

XVI.
No type of permits, leases, or 

other parking privileges shall be 
granted except as contained and 
set forth in this Ordinance.

XVII.
The City is hereby authorized 

to enter into a contract for the 
purchase and installation of 
parking meters and to pay for 
same from the receipt obtained 
by the operation thereof as far 
as possible. Said means of 
payment shall be in addition to 
any other purchasing powers 
heretofore granted to the City 
by Charter or otherwise.

XVIII.
The Police Department of the 

City of Eastland is hereby given 
the responsibility of enforce­
ment of this Ordinance and 
shall make due complaint of any 
violation under this Ordinance.

XIX.
The provisions of this ordi­

nance are cumulative of all 
other ordinances, regulations or 
rules, or parts thereof, govern­
ing or regulating the same 
subject matter; all such ordin­
ances. regulations or rules in 
conflict with the provisions 
herein are expressly repealed to 
the extent of such conflict.

XX.
Should any portion of this

ordinance be unconstitutional or 
invalid for any reason, such 
unconstitutionality or invalidity 
shall not affect any other part 
hereof, but the same shall 
remain as if such unconstitu­
tional or invalid portions origin­
ally had been deleted from this 
Ordinance.

XXL
The City Secretary is hereby 

directed to publish the descrip­
tive caption of this Ordinance, 
together with the penalty 
provisions herein in the length 
time and manner provided by 
law.

XXII.
The fact that the City of 

Eastland has no adequate 
means by which to regulate 
parking in the City of Eastland 
and has no adequate penalty for 
violation of parking regulations, 
and that such facts endanger 
the public peace, health and 
safety, creates an emergency 
requiring the suspension of 
rules requiring an ordinance be 
not passed on the day at which 
the same is introduced, and 
requiring that this Ordinance 
become effective upon final 
passage and publication as 
required by law and charter, 
and it is herebv ORDAINED 
AND ORDERED this 17th day 
of March. 197*
