Could the 1975 peanut crop 
be a repeat of the bumper ‘73 
when the estimated county yield 
bumped right at eight and a half 
million dollars?

Hopefullv--and the signs look 
good.

of last year (when the county's 
acre yield dropped 1.013 down 
from an all-time high of 1.473 in

David Martin. County Super 
visor for the Agriculture Stabi 
li/ation Conservation System, 
reports that as the number of 
farms goes down, the number of 
acres harvested goes up.

The year 1974 was a bit sad: 
only 36.192.b27 pounds harves­
ted. down from 51."42.358 in 
1973. with an estimated cash 
receipt of $6,333,708.50. In 
I9T3, the receipt was estimated 
at $8.485.746.71. highest ever.

It is estimated that there will 
given favorable weather, be a 
total of 38,960.9 peres harves­
ted. In disastrous '74 there were 
35,500(30.665 Spanish. 3,280.5 
runner; and 2.388.5 in the 
transfer restricted pool).

Over the years, the county's 
peanut figures are impressively 
growing, according to the ASCS 
office.

Years ago 
they seemed to be everywhere and now 
they apparently are as endangered a 
species as the whooping crane.

Do you remember?
A peach — looks good — with lota of 

fuzz -  but man's no peach — and never 
was.

Children would press their eager 
faces to the roadside windows of the 
family car and shout with delight when 
they saw the little procession of a half- 
dozen signs approaching on the next 
curve.

Some of them were funny Some de­
livered safety messages. Some even de­
livered hard sells for the shaving prod­
uct. Come to think of it, the signs might 
have made more of an impact on the 
American public than did the product

He played — a sax — had no B.O. — 
but his whiskers scratched — so she let 
him go

Why they vanished perhaps only the 
chairman of the board, the company 
president and the board of directors 
know But. while some may survive, the 
signs aren't reproducing with any au­
thority

Could be the interstate highway sys­
tem was what sealed their fate. Inter­
state signs have been frowned upon and 
there aren't many that make it to the 
fringes of the giant multilaned divided 
ribbons of concrete and blacktop.

Henry the Eighth — Prince of Frisk- 
ers — lost five wives — but kept his 
whiskers.

Maybe as the speed of highway traf­
fic increased, the company — perhaps 
spurred by Nader-style safety critics — 
came to believe that the signs were 
dangerous.

As the signs whizzed by, frustrated 
drivers might have been tempted to 
slow down, or perhaps even to aim their 
vehicles at the signs for an instant so 
that their eyes and brains might regis­
ter the poetic messages.

Past schoolhouses — take it slow — 
let the little — shavers — grow.

Or maybe the company found main­
tenance of the signs tiresome and ex­
pensive. Certainly they would make 
wonderful trophies in a boy's room.

Here again, it could be a dangerous 
situation what with motorists racing to 
the nearest Burma-Shave signs, stop­
ping on the pavement, and competing 
for the little trophies

At least one poetic message lamented 
the danger to the signs The company 
kindly singled out birds to take the rap, 
and not people.

Listen, birds — those signs cost — 
money — so roost a while but — don’t 
get funny.

Lone Star Gas Co. 

Requests Increase
Lone Star Gas Company’s 

local manager W L. Simmel. 
today requested Eastland city 
officials to enact an ordiance to 
raise residential and commer­
cial gas rates by about 19.80 
cents per thousand cubic feet. 
The increase, according to 
Simmel is being requested to 
offset the increase in Lone 
Star's wholesale costs to each 
town it serves in Texas, which 
was authorized by the Texas 
Railroad Commission on June 
30.

The Railroad Commission 
authorized Lone Star to increase 
its intracompany "city  gate 
rate" to $1.0399 per thousand 
cubic feet of gas. According to 
Simmel. the city gate rate 
applies to natural gas delivered 
by Lone S tar's Transmission 
Division to its distribution 
division for sale to residential 
and commerical users. The new 
rate replaces a temporary 
emergency rate of 94.19 cents 
per thousand cubic feet set by 
the Railroad Commission on 
May I. 1975. This temporary 
order was filed with the City of 
Eastland on June 9. 1975 by 
Lone Star Gas Company.

Simmel explained that the 
new rate will increase Eastland 
residential customers' gas bills 
by about $1.30 a month. Simmel 
further stated that his request is 
a minimum application covering 
only the gate rate charge.

Included in the most recent 
Railroad Commission oilier was 
the authorization to increase 
Lone Star's automatic pass-on 
of increased gas cost to 85

Much is known about the Bronte family thanks largely to the pile 
of letters and documents left by Emily's sister, Charlotte the 
author of “Jane Eyre." But Charlotte has told really very little 
about Emily, and Emily herself has told nothing It is known that 
their father, the Rev Patrick Bronte was the incumbent of 
Haworth Parsonage on the Yorkshire moors, that his son. 
Bramwell. the "Black sheep” of the family, became a drug addict 
and drank himself to death and that Anne the youngest of the 
Bronte sisterhood wrote "Agnes Grey ”

But Emily, regarded as the intellectual superior of them all. 
remains a shadowy figure We know she was a loner who stayed 
aloof from the world Charlotte. Anne, and borther Bramwell all 
had friends Emily had none From those w ho knew her we have it 
that she was ■'unsociable." "Impenetrable to friendly advances.” 
had a violent temper shunned men like the plague and never 
showed any regard for any human creature Her sisters were siad 
to be afraid of her

She avoided men to the extent that w here tradesmen called at the 
house with the groceries she would hurry away lo another room 
until they had left.

Freudians believe that the book and its two main characters. 
Heathcliff and Catherine, was created out of Emily's sexual 
repressions Some scholars claim that she modelled Heathchff on 
Byron whose influences they have detected in her poetry 

Somerset Maughain put it like this J Uiutk Emily pul the whole 
of herself in Heathcliff She gave him her violent rage her 
sexuality - - vehement buy frustrated - - her passion of un- 
satisified love, her jealousy, haired and contempt for human 
beings, her cruelty, her sadism

Maugham also believes that she put a lot of herself into the 
character of Catherine that "she loved Catherine with Heathcliffs 
masculine animal love ”

Parasites Should 

Be Controlled
Controlling internal parasites 

can be the most important 
health management practice for 
swine producers to perform. 
Internal parasites cause lung 
and intestinal dam age and 
losses can range from St.50 to 
S3 per pig.

The first step in controlling 
internal parasites in hogs is to 
practice a pasture rotation and 
renovation program. Although 
parasite eggs can live in the soil 
for several years, soil tillage 
and pasture rotation can reduce 
the exposure of pigs to the 
eggs.

Since sows pick up large 
numbers of worm eggs on their 
bodies during th gestation 
period, they should be washed 
thoroughly before farrowing. 
Baby pigs suckling clean sows 
are less likely to have large 
numbers of worms.

A routine sow-worming pro­
gram is recom mended to reduce 
interanl parasites in sows as 
well as to reduce the number of 
worm eggs that baby pigs pick 
up from their mothers Sows 
should be wormed at breeding 
time and again shortly before 
farrowing.

Once pigs are weaned, they 
shoudl be treated with a worm 
medication. Since there is no 
one medication to kill all worms, 
producers may want to have the 
pigs' Iccal sample examined by 
j  veterinarian to determ ine 
what parasites arc present. 
I hen an effective medication 
can be recommended

With the current prices ol 
hogs, producers should take 
every step to assure good herd 
health Controlling internal 
parasities goes a long way in 
boosting the performance of the 
swine herd

Extremely heavy populations 
of corn earworms have been 
found in several peanut fields of 
Eastland County this past week 
Most peanut fields now range in 
age from S5-85 days. This is the 
stage of plant growth that is 
most susceptible to damage 
from leaf feeding insects. 
Peanut producers are urged to 
check their individual fields 
carefully for the presence of 
damaging corn earworm infes­
tations at the present time 

Field checks made in East 
land Counts this past week 
indicates that populations up to 
25 larvae per foot of row were 
observed. Producers are urged 
to check the leaf area of the 
plant on a per foot of row basis 
to determine the magnitude of 
the infestation. Research work 
conducted by the Texas Agri- 
cultural Experiment Station 
indicates that leaf feeder 
populations of b-10 larvae per 
foot of row may cause yield 
reduction on irrigated Starr 
peanuts Leaf loss is more 
critical on dryland peanuts than 
irrigated peanuts Yield losses 
depend on the sue of the larvae

present and the stage of growth 
of the plants in the field The 
larger the larvae the more 
foliage area the larvae will 
consume Peanut producers 
usually depend on biological 
agents such as parasites and 
predator insects to give natural 
control of leaf feeding caterpil­
lars on peanuts Field checks 
made during the last ten days 
indicates that beneficial insect 
populations were extremely 
low Producers observing heavy 
populations of these leaf fee 
ding caterpillars may want to 
applv an insecticide to reduce 
the damage from these larvae 

Chemicals suggested for the 
control include the insecticide 
Sevin at one pound active 
material per acre as a sprav or 
dust application. Ethyl paration 
applications at '■ lb active 
material per acre as a sprav is 
also recommended for the 
control of leaf feeding ca te r­
pillars on peanuts Read label 
instructions carefullv before 
makiung insecticide applica 
lions and follow all safety 
precautions in applying these 
materials

Many women have been 
calling our office requesting 
canning recipes for tomatoes. 
From ihe number of calls we 
have been receiving, there must 
be an abundant crop of 
tomatoes everywhere! One way 
to pul up tomatoes is to make 
your own tomato catchup, and 
wc recommend this recipe for 
good results..

TOMATO CATCHUP 
4 quarts peeled, cored, 

chopped red ripe tomatoes 
(about 24 large)

I cup chopped onions 
1, cup chopped sweet red 

peppers (about I medium)
111 teaspoons celery seed 
I teaspoon mustard seed 
I teaspoon w hole allspice 
1 slick cinnamon 
I cup sugar 
I tablespoon salt 
I ' i cups vinegar 
I Tablespoon paprika 
Cook tomatoes, onions and 

pepper until soft Press through 
a food mill or sieve. Cook 
rapidly until thick (volume is 
reduced about one-half), about 
1 hour. Tie whole spices in a 
cheesecloth bag. add with sugar 
and salt to tomato mixture. 
Cook gently about 25 minutes, 
stirring frequently Add vinegar 
and paprika, cook until thick. As 
mixture thickens, stir frequent­
ly to prevent slicking. Pour 
(soiling hot. into hot jars, 
leaving one-eighth inch head 
space. Adjust caps. Process in 
boiling water bath for 10 
minutes.
