The Eastland Chamber of
Commerce Banquet speaker on
Thursday, Jan. 23, was the
“*voice’’ of the Light Crust
doughboys for many years.

In fact, PMA is the fastest
growing insurance marketing
organization in America

It all started about 12 years
ago when Walter B. Hailey, Jr.,
and David A. Keener designed
a program for mass marketing
insurance to the independent
food industry

They called their new entér
prise TIPS General Agency,
Inc., the TIPS standing for Total
Insurance Planning Systems.

Mr. Hailey, a former Mes-
quite farm boy who had won his
spurs as a super salesman of life
insurance, hit the sales trail.
Mr. Keener, who had risen
from an Oak Cliff grocery store
checker to manager of the
Southwest's largest wholesale
food warehouse, took over the
management end

And that was the beginning
of Dallas-based Planned Mar-
keting Associates, Inc

Today, PMA, a subsidiary of
S.S. Kresge Company, is the
holding organization for a group
of companies engaged primarily
in the design and marketing of
all types of insurance coverage
for the U.S. food, hardware,
drug and other industries.

Mr. Keener is president of
PMA and board chairman of
Lone Star Life Insurance Com-
pany while Mr. Hailey is
Chairman of the Board of TIPS
General AGency, one of PMA's
chief insurance marketing -
arms

Mr. Hailey graduated from
the University of Texas in 1949
and joined Burrus Mills of Fort
Worth as emcee of the famous
Light Crust Doughboys, a job
once had by another great
salesman, the late Texas
Governor and U.S. Senator W,
Lee O'Daniel

“I met many food industry
leaders and got the idea for
serving their insurance needs
while traveling with the Light
Crust Doughboys and doing
radio and TV shows'', Mr.
Hailey once recalled.

He left Burrus in 1955 and
with a partner--Gene Shands,
now president of the First
National Bank of Mesquite--
formed Colonial Insurance -
Agency representing Lone Star
Life. Mr. Hailey soon was
performing such prodigious
feats as selling $1,157.750 in
new business in a single month
and then more than $1 million in
one week

Mr. Hailey took his idea for
serving the insurance needs of
the food industry to his
long-time friend, Mr. Keener,
and they began developing such
a program in the early 1960's.
The first one was placed in
Dallas with Affiliated Food
Stores, Inc.. of which Mr.
Keener was general manager.

As additional distributorships
assured the success of the new
venture, Mr. Keener left
Affiliated in 1963 to devote his
full time to the project. The
Haileyv-Keener team, combining
sales and managerial expertise,
was off and running.

TIPS General AGency was
founded in 1965 with the full
support of several leaders in the
U.S. independent food industry.

The agency. rapidly expan-
ding its marketing system into
food warehouses all across the
country, became the major
producer of business for Lone
Star Life and was invited to buy
the company.

Mr. Hailey and Mr. Keener
acquired control of Lone Star
Life. a publicly owned company.
with the help of John D.
Murchison and Stuart Hunt,
executives of SILCO, Inc..
Dallas financial holding com-
pany.

SILCO also owned Southwest
Indemnity and Life Company
and TIPS was writing 80 percent
of this company's disability
business.

The organization was further
strengthened in 1970 by another
merger in which Lone Star Life
acquired Southwest Indemnity
and SILCO acquired TIPS andits
subsidiaries--Going Places, Inc.
Profit Planning, Inc., and the
Key Company--in an exchange
of stock.

Mr. Hunt, SILCO board
chairman and Mr. Murchison,

Silco vice president, became
active in TIPS marketing

Bud Wilkinson, Oklahoma's
great former football coach,
joined the TIPS-Lone Star Life
marketing team in 1971 and
now serves as chairman of the
PMA board.

Shortly thereafter, in August,
1971, Planned Marketing Asso-
ciates, Inc., was organized as a
holding company for these
organizations: Lone Star Life,
TIPS and its subsidiaries;
Kenneth Murchison Co., which
SILCO owned; and Employee
Communications, Inc., owned
by Mr. Wilkinson and the TV
personality Chris Schenkel

PMA soon broadened its
marketing arena by expanding
from the food distribution area
into the hardware and drug
industries, and into other
industries, and associations
where a natural existing eco-
nomic relationship (known as
NEER) is present. NEER serves
as the basic line of communi-
cation in the production effort.

This rapid growth attracted
the attention of the S.S. Kresge
Co., one of the nation's largest
retailers.

Kresge made an acquisition
proposal in the latter part of
1973, and after months of
negotiations PMA stockholders
approved the merger of PMA
into Kresge on Jan. 22, 1974,

Walter H. Teninga, vice-
chairman of the Kresge board,
emphasized at the stockholders
meeting that "'The Operation of
PMA will be unchanged and
management will be given free
rein to continue to do the
outstanding job they have been
doing"’'

Mr. Teninga and Kresge
Chairman Robert E. Dewar
joined the PMA board.

Meanwhile PMA prepared
for an era of more rapid
expansion by moving into new
headquarters at 200 Treadway
Plaza in Dallas Exchange Park.

This brought under one roof
PMA’s three insurance subsi-
diaries--TIPS. Lone Star Life
and Kenneth Murchison Co
The latter firm's business
consists mostly of the custom
design and tailoring of corpor-
ate insurance accounts, and it
serves as a complement to TIPS
NEER marketing activities.

PMA has been described as a
highly specialized marketing
organization which, through its
subsidiaries. is geared to
handle total insurance pro-
grams and also a selected
number of incentive programs
which the smaller retailer or
individual association member
cannot normally expect to
obtain.

Mr. Hailey has said: *'Joining

Experiences Of

A Pioneer

By C.U. Connellee
Eastland, Texas
March 7, 1930
Hon. R.C. Crane,
Sweetwater, Texas
My Dear Friend:

At your request | am giving
you some of the early impres-
sions made upon my mind,
when | came to Texas, and
incidents that happened on my
arrival here.

| was born in Scott County,
Kentucky, August 21, 1851, 1
left Kentucky on the 15th day of
October, 1874, coming by the
way of Memphis and Little
Rock. | arrived in Dallas on the
19th day of the same month

| formed a partnership
before leaving Kentucky, with
an old schoolmate of the
Kentucky University by the
name of J.S. Daugherty. He
met me at the depot, in Dallas
and took me to his office, which
was in a little two story brick
building opposite the depot. In
front of the office were a lot of
hog wallows, and the hogs were
rolling in them fighting each
ther and squealing. Dallas at
that time consisted of about
3000 people and was located
mostly on Elm and Main
Streets, near where the Old
Court House stood. Where the
Linz Building now is, was a
branch, and lots were selling
there at about $100.00 each. My
partner, Daugherty was boar
ding at a place east of Dallas
about two miles--he drove a
buggy to and from his boarding
house to his office

Adams and Leonard had
a private bank in Dallas at that
time, and | think that W H
Thomas and W H. Gaston had a
private bank there or they
formed one soon after | came
W_.H. Gaston was very fond of
hunting so he and W.H
Thomas had a contract between
them which read something like
this, "“The said W.H. Thomas
and W_H. Gaston have this day

ormed a partnership in a
banking business and the said

H. Gaston is to receive $1.00
a day while actually engaged in
the business of the bank, but as
the said W.H. Gaston is very
vond of hunting and fishing, it
is hereby agreed that when he is
absent from his duties, hunting
and fishing, his salary ceases
during that time."”

The business in which we
were to engage, was the
location of Land Scrip. Most of
the lands in the counties near
Dallas had been taken up and
we had to go as far as Brown
and Coleman Counties to find
land on which to make these
surveys. After staying with
Daugherty a few days he gave
me a Paschal’'s Digest, which
contained the laws about land
as well as all the other laws of
the State of Texas. He furnished
me with an old brown mare and
buggy. with no top on it, in
which | put my Paschal’s
Digest, my surveying instru
ment, and a small grip that
contained a change of under
wear. Among my accoutre
ments were two cap and ball
pistols, which Daugherty’s fa
ther had used in the Civil War
Besides these, | had a little five
shooter Smith & Wesson pistol
He went with me to the river
and bade me goodby and my
first stop was at Cedar Hill for
the night. On my way | saw
some old trees which | took t«
be apple trees and on driving
over to them | discovered they
were live-oak trees full of
acorns. The enxt surprise to me
was that | took the mesquite
trees for peach trees, and upon
my examination found they
contained thorns. At Cedar Hill
I spent my first night

The next night I spent in
Granbury, where | forded the
Brazos River. there being n«
bridge across this river above
Waco to its course

The next night | stopped at
Stephenville. | staved there
until afternoon and then drove
to Dublin, where | found only a
few houses. | stopped at the
Dobbins Hotel. There | met a
man by the name of Dawson
who lived in Eastland County;
he staved all night at the
Dobbins Hotel with me. He

inquired of me how long | had
been in Texas, and where | was
going, and what business | was
going to engage in. | told him |
was headed for Brownwood and
expected to locate some Land
Scrip in that county and in
Coleman. He asked me what
arms | had and | very proudly
told him | had three pistols. 1
brought them out to show them
to him, and the sand had gotten
in them so badly that the
cylinder would not revolve when
I tried to cock them. He took
them apart and got the sand out
and fixed them so they would
revolve, but he told me that if |
was going out among the
Indians, as | then was doing, it
would be a good idea to throw
them away and get me a good
Colts revolver; and he sugges-
ted to me that it would be a
good idea to buy me a Sharps
carbine, this being the kind of
gun extensively used on the
frontier at that time--which |
found to be the proper thing to
do. | do not remember what
became of my cap and ball
pistols. Daugherty visited me in
Brownwood the following
Christmas and | may have given
them back to him; at any rate
they were of no use to me

From Dublin |1 went to
Comanche. This was a small
frontier town in which John
Wesley Hardin, a noted des
perado of that time, had been
holding forth. There was much
excitement about it then; he
having killed, at Comanche, a
deputy sheriff from Brown
County by the name of Webb,
prior to my arrival. At Co
manche | made the acquain
tance of some men who became
lifelong friends, one of these
was afterward, the district
judge of this district, J.R
Fleming. Another was John D
Stephens, who was at that time
a state senator, and R.G
Armstrong who was survevor, |
explained to these friends what
| expected to do, and they gave
me much valuable information
about locating lands. | remained
at Comanche a couple of days
and then drove to Brownwood
on Sunday evening, the first day
of November 1874

Brownwood, at that time, had
a small two story court house
with the upper story occupied
by the Masons. M¢cMinn Bros
had a store there and a man by
the name of Flagg had another
store. Dick Bourland and Dick
Logan were starting another
store. A man by the name of
Hodges ran a hotel there and
Bill Son was building a hotel on
the north side of the square
The Son Hotel consisted of a
room on the north side and a
room on the south side, with a
passage way between, and the
whole length of these two rooms
in the passageway had a lean-to
in which the cooking and dining
room were situated. This was a
very popular hetel in that day
All the beds were occupied,
being twe in each room and
then pallets were made on the
floor between the beds. There
were one or two saloons in the
town. There was a blacksmith
shop. Coloneél Burns was the
district survevor. Colonel Gid
deon was the district clerk. John
Y. Rankin was there and the
Knight Brothers, one of whom
went to Hale County years
afterwards and became a
prominent citizen. Brownwood
was a typical frontier town
Everybody went armed al-
though most of the people were
peaceable. Capt. W.J. Maltby
had a Ranger company located
about on the line between
Brown and Coleman Counties
not far from old Camp Colorado
While | was surveying in the
neighborhood of this camp |
would go into the Ranger camp
and stay mights for protection
from the Indians

After remaining in Brown
wood for several days | went
down on the divide between the
Pecan Bayou and the Colorado
River to survey some vacant

Stamford now is. | spent several
days in that neighborhood
surveying, and then returned to
Brownwood. During my ab
sence a band of indians had
come into Brown County,
passed near the camp of Capt
Maltby and Lt. Best of the
Rangers. A number of Rangers
followed and overtook them on
Clear Creek, about six miles
west of Brownwood, where they
had a fight and two of the
Indians were killed. These
Indians were scalped and
brought into Brownwood and
were put on old ox wagons near
the square. They were there
when | returned and | went and
took part of the hair from one of
them and put it in a letter and
sent it back to my mother. After
the Indians’ bodies had been
there several days, Dr. Allison
who was perhaps the only
doctor in Brownwood, had some
men to take the Indians out on
Pecan Bayour, near the road
that led from Comanche to
Brownwood, and hang them up
expecting the buzzards to take
the flesh off of them and he
would have the skeletons. They
hung there for quite a while but
the buzzards would not molest
them, and the impression was
that they had caten so much
pepper, they were not palatable
to the buzzards

I went from Brownwood with
P.A. Booker, who was also a
surveyor to Coleman County,
and passed by Santa Anna
Peak, and we located some land
on Hord's Creek, above where
the town of Coleman is now
located some land on Hord's
Creek, above where the town of
Coleman is now located. The
county was not then organized
There were a few cattlemen in
the county, one of them |
remember by the name of
Gholson; he afterwards settled
out in Lubbock County south

| went down on Mule Water
Creek, near the line between
Coleman and Brown County
close to a place called Trickum,
and stopped with a man by the
name of Mule Water Bill
Williams. He was a man that
had been there for some time
and had many skirmishes with
the Comanche Indians; at one
time an Indian chased him to his
home, and he jumped from his
horse and killed the indian in
his yard. He showed me a bridle
which he said was made out of
the hide off the back of the
indian. | engaged his son Larkin
as a chain carrier and we went
out and surveyed some land
While doing so | pulled my little
five shooter Smith & Wesson
out and practiced shooting at a
live-oak tree; Larkin came up
and asked me what | was doing
I told him | was practicing
shooting my pistol. He looked at
it and remarked that if any man
were to shoot him with that
pistol, and he found it out he
would kill him. At that time he
had two .45 calibre Colts
revolvers swung to him, and
told me they were the only kind
of pistols with which to fight
Indians. That country was very
thinly settled, but it had some
cattle and horses on it; many
deer and some antelope. |
surveyed land in that county
until about Christmas, when my
partner Daugherty came out to
Brownwood to bring me some
more certificates and to visit
with me. | had brought with me
about three hundred dollars
when | came from Kentucky,
and left it with Daugherty, who
between the time of my arrival
in Dallas, and his coming to see
me at Christmas of 1874 had
purchased for the magnificent
sum of fifty cents per acre the
C.S. Betts Survey, on which the
town of Eastland is now located.
He suggested that we make a
trip to Eastland County to
record our deeds and to
examine the land. Eastland
County had been organized in
December 1873, and had a little
court house about 20 by 30, at
what is now Merriman--there
was no town in the county. The
officers of the county were A.J.
Stuart, clerk; H.S. Schmick,
first sheriff, and Ike P. Schmick
was the first treasurer--all lived
at Mansker's Lake, about
twelve miles southeast of the
county seat of Merriman. |
stayed all night with A.J.
Stuart, the county clerk, who

had two little log cabins, and my
partner Daugherty went a mile
or two further up the Leon River
and staved with John L. Duffer,
then a prominent citizen of the
Eastland County, and who has
descendents living in the town
of Eastland at the present time
My brother, A.S. Connellee
afterwards married the daugh
ter of A.J. Stuart. We came up
to what is now called the
Holcomb Flat, two miles north
cast of Eastland where there
was a log cabin occupied by J.S
Bedford, William Gwaltney and
1.LE. Cold, also J.H. Calhoun-all
of whom were surveyors, and
were interested in surveying
land in Eastland County. THey
knew where the C.S. Betts
Survey was located and took
Daugherty and myself and
showed us all the corners
Secing that no officer of the
county hived at Merriman the
county seat and there being
only about 100 men living in the
county, and Merriman being
quite a distance removed from
the center of the county
Daugherty and myself conclu
ded we would lay off a town on
the FC.S. Betts Survey, which
we did in the Christmas Week
of 1874 and named it Eastland
The next thing was to get the
county seat removed to East
land. We made a proposition to
the county that if they would
move the county seat from
Merriman to Eastland, that we
would built a two story stone
building at Eastland and would
give the county the upper story
f this building to be used as a
court room and a district clerk’s
office. This we did and the
justices of the peace who were
what is now our commissioners
court, ordered an election for
the removal of the county seat
from Merriman to Eastland
This election was had on the
second day of August 1875 at
which time there were 127 votes
cast, of which Eastland received
67, which was a majority of all
the votes cast. The court then
issued a certificate of election to
Eastland and the records were
removed to Eastland, and the
county seat has remained there
every since. The nearest com
petitor to Eastland in that
election was McGough Springs,
about four and one half miles
southeast of Eastland. The only
post office in Eastland County
was McGough's; the mail being
brought from Sipe Springs to
McGough Springs twice a week
by Uncle Tommy McGough, the
father of W.C. McGough, who
was a long time settler in
Eastland County having come to
McGough Springs in 1863
Uncle Tommy kept his post
office in a little side room of the
house, in what was then a boot
box, being a pine box about 15
inches deep, and 12 inches wide
and 4 feet long. When you
called for your mail, Uncle
Tommy would not bother
himself to get it for you, but
would tell you to go into the side
room and get all the mail you
were entitled to. Postage
stamps were then three cents

each, but Uncle Tommy was a'
thrifty citizen, and when they
were scarce he raised the price
to S cents, and as our nearest
post office on the way to Dallas
was at Stephenville we gladly
paid the price

The largest settlement in
Eastland County at that time
was on the Palo Pinto Creek
near Allen's Mill. Uncle Peter
Davidson lived in that neigh-
borhood. He was county sur-
veyor and was the most hospi-
table man | have ever known,
and more people traveling
through the country were
directed to his home than in all
the rest of the county. There
was a settlement on Sabano
Creek close to the line of
Comanche County, in the south
part of Eastland County.
Among others who then resided
there were the three Justice
boys, J.W. Morgan, Cal Wat-
kins, old man Marsh and his
family, J.T. Townsend, the
grandfather of Dr. E.R. Town.
send who now lives in
Eastland, J.T. Townsend then
lived about five miles west of
Eastland, at that time, Town
send’'s Ranch was the most
western settlement in the
county, except some cowmen
who lived on Battle Creek on the
west line of Eastland County
he names of these cattlemen
were Hart and Green Riddle
Ihere were a few places east of
Eastland on the Leon River, and
as | said before, there were a
number of settlers around
Mansker's Lake

There are very few settlers in
Eastland County now who were
here when | came. Among them
is M.V, Brewer, who at that
time was a blacksmith a mile or
two from Merriman, and Mrs
J.O. Warren, who now lives at
Gorman, and who was then the
wife o John Bagwell. There was
no road to Eastland at that time
and after the county seat was
located here a number of us got
together and cut a road to
Mansker's Lake. At that time
we hauled our cotton to Ste
phenville to be ginned, and we
took our corn and wheat to the
same place to be ground into
meal and flour. We had no
banks in the county. More
money passes over the counter
in one of the banks in Eastland
cach day now than passed
between the citizens of the
entire county during the whole
year. | do not recall to mind that
there was any bank then in
Stephenville or Granbury

I have continuously remained
in this county, as you know,
since May 1875. | had many
experiences locating land in
thenorthwestern part of the
state, but it would make this
letter too long, to attempt to
relate them, but if you think it
would be interesting | will write
you another letter telling you of
the condition.s and my exper-
iences in locating land in the
then unknown northwestern
part of this state.

In the rural communities of
the county in early 1900, water
for household use was drawn
from underground wells or
cisterns. The cisterns caught
rain water from gutters on the
house which was piped into the
cistern. Water from ponds
generally furnished the clothes
washing, water heated near the
pond by wood fire and a cast
iron pot set up on rocks so that
the fire could go underneath it
and heat the water to a desired
temperature. Lye soap, home
made by using hog fat and lye,
was used in the clothes cleaning
process

Inside toilets were for the
very rich in the big cities. Your
communities were content with
the small outside buildings with
convenient seats cut from
lumber and properly set up over

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a hole dug into the ground. This
building was universally
marked so that its use could be
easily recognized on sight by all
the people. Sanitation was
maintained by using an appli
cation of lime over the contents
in the holes as needed to control
odors and undesirable bacterial
developments

Heating for the home came
from wood burning fireplaces or
cast iron heaters ia which a fire
could be built to heat certain
rooms. The smoke from these
heaters was piped out through
the roof by tin stovepipes
Cooking was done on wood
burning cook stoves. There
were no cooling facilities for
summer weather. Light for the
home came from candles or
kerosene lamps
