ers.

This practice was mentioned in
a recent report to the superinten-
aent of the Navajo Indian reserva-
tion in Arizona to the‘ommission-
er of Indian affairs.

* “The dwelling of the Navajo In-
dian family,” the superintendent
explained, “is called a ‘hogan.’ It
is not a house, or a home, or a
dwelling in the sense in which the|.
white man uses these terms. It is
simply a shelter. The Navajo has
no word that means home.”
