These funds known as In 
centive Aid will be paid to the 
District for the next eight 
years and provided current 
enrollment figures remain 
relatively static, should be 
sufficient to meet all current 
annual bond obligations during 
this period of time Incentive 
Aid money received from the 
State can he used only for 
payment of existing bond 
obligations, or for the con 
'truction of new buildings in the 
district

By eliminating the current 
debt serv ice  tax. raising 
pproperty values from 40 
percent of market value to 50 
percent of market value and 
reducing the current $1 50 
maintenance tax rate to $1 :t0 
more money will be available 
lor current operational costs in 
the school district where it is 
desperately needed

This adjustment should 
provid an additional ten to

Current operational expenses

(Her a ten year period, the 
assessment the stale makes 
against the local district has 
increased (rom $29 9M: in 1962 
to <7 1 542 in 1972 This actually 
represents the local districts 
share of the State Minimum 
Foundation School Program 
which needless to say has 
placed an increasing financial 
load on the local district

During the 1971 tax year if the 
home was assessed at Ai.txxi 
market value on the Tax Roll it 
was taxed at a rate of *1 75 on 
each Mini on value and the 
homeowner paid $52 Mi in 
school taxes Next year the 
value would be increased to 
vt.TMi. and taxed at a rate of 
$1 Hi per each $ lixi on value 
making a tax due of $48 75 
which is $.175 less than the 
previous year

The legal limit on (he 
maintenance rate is $1 5a per 
each $lixi on assessed value, 
and the local board of trustees 
is authorized to adjust the rate 
from year to year depending on 
the financial needs of the 
district up to the $! 5t» limit

The entire plan of school 
financing in Texas will possibly 
he rearranged during the next 
regular session of the Texas 
legislature in 1971. and it is 
impossible to plan with any 
degree of certainty bey ond the 
upcoming school year, hut the 
local board felt it was possible 
to give the local taxpayer some 
tax relief, and at the same time 
channel needed funds into the 
operational account for the 1972

To Be in City Park Plans
A nature, walking trail at 

Eastland City Park is a 
recommendation made by an 
expert and locals liked the idea 
and plans will be included for 
this and other m ajor im 
provements at the park in a 
master plan mapping now 
underway

In a meeting Thursday of 
Eastland City Commissioners 
and interested citizens many 
detail* of the park were 
discussed and ideas exchanged 
on what best can be done with

The expert is Ron Moreau 
Parks and W ildlile Commission 
landscape Architect who will 
draw a master plan Tor the

After Moreau presents his

Recreation The program 
allows for renovation money, 
but not purely repair money, it

Have a garden'’ If so. spring 
and summer meals will abound 
with fresh greens, such as 
mustard and spinach.

"But what are you doing with 
the surplus7"  Do you have a 
home food freezer or locker 
that enables you to conserve 
these greens for future use7” 

Food means money in your 
pocket if you have the time and

know - how. Greens provide 
vitamin A which is needed for 
growth, normal vision and 
health conditions of skin and 
other body surfaces 

Select mustard and spinach 
with young, tender leaves that 
are easy to freeze Freeze as 
soon after picking as possible 
for highest quality 

To prepare the greens as vou

would for cooking Wash and 
remove tough stems and im­
perfect leaves It's necessary to 
heat greens before freezing to 
slow or stop the action of en 
zymes

Until greens are ready to 
pick, enzymes help them grow 
After that they cause loss of 
flavor and color If not heated, 
the enzymes continue to be 
active during the frozen 
storage The greens then 
develop off • flavors in a few 
months and discolor and 
toughen

"Heating also wilts greens 
and makes them easier to 
pack.”  “ Heating too long

results in softening of texture 
and an unnecessarily large loss 
of water soluble vitamins and 
minerals "

So, put the greens in a 
blanching basket or large kettle 
or sauce pan that can be 
covered or into which a fine 
mesh wire basket fits It s 
possible to use a large cheese 
cloth bag in a covered sauce 
pan

Ixiwer the basket or bag into 
boiling water and cover Keep 
the heat high and begin 
counting the time immediately 
Heat the mustard greens in 
boiling water for two minutes, 
and heat very tender spinach

for one and one ball minutes 
Plunge the heated greens into 

a large container of ice water 
or into cold running water 
When the greens are cool, 
remove them from the water 
and drain

Pack the greens into 
moisture - vapor proof con­
tainers. leaving a half inch 
headspace if using jars or rigid 
containers When working with 
plastic bags, press out the air 
before closing with a gooseneck 
twist

Freeze the greens im 
mediately, and store at zero 
degrees Fahrenheit or below

you take them from the freezer 
than they were when you put 
them in So remember use 
fresh tender greens, freeze as 
soon as possible and keep the 
freezer temperature at zero or 
below Fluctuating tern 
peratures lower quality

means money in your pocket 
and nutrients important for

Copies of the Guidelines were 
mailed to mayors. Chambers of 
Commerce and Councils of 
Government throughout the 
state last September and Oc 
tober They call for the for 
mutation of a Bicentennial 
committee in each city and 
town Appointed by the mayor 
the committee should include 
representatives from the 
communications media, trade 
and professional groups, 
educational bodies Chambers 
of Com m erce Ministerial 
Alliances. c i v i c . social, 
cultural patriotic and historic 
organizations the military if 
applicable and two elected 
local officials to serve as ex 
officio members The com 
mittee should have a balanced 
membership of race sex and 
age

Programs selected by the 
committee should reflect one or 
more of the three themes of the 
Bicentennial Celebration 
These are Heritage'' projects 
having to do with history 
“ open House I'SA." projects 
designed to attract visitors to 
the com m unity. and

Get your sprayers and in­
secticides ready to spray your 
pecan trees It w ill soon be time 
to spray to control the first 
generation of the pecan nut 
casebearer We have been 
examining pecan trees daily a 
and as of Thursday had not 
found any casebearer eggs We 
will continue to keep a close 
watch so look for an article in 
the paper to tell you when to 
spray

Dr Clif Hoelscher Extension 
Entomologist in Stephenville 
has predicted that the most 
effective spray date will be this 
week May 1}  - 19th

The insecticides that can be 
used for the control of these 
casebearers are Guthion. 
Thiodan. Malathion and 
Toxaphene I ’se these in 
secticides according to 
directions given on the label of 
the container

Homeowners as well as 
com m ercial growers should 
look at the econom ics of 
spraying pecan trees If you 
produce only enough pecans for 
your family use it might be 
cheaper to let the insect have 
vour pecans and buy the pecans 
you need next fall However, if 
you expect to produce enough 
pecans for your family and 
some to sell it would be 
profitable to spray 
Casebearers do not harm the 
pecan tree itself, they only 
destroy the nuts

Homeowners who do their 
own spray ing w ill certainly find 
it beneficial to spray their 
pecan trees If you add zinc 
sulfate to your spray solution 
you will get an extra benefit for 
the tree Zinc is a necessary 
element for pecans and un 
proves the appearance of the 
tree

Fire blight, a bacterial 
disease which often attacks 
apples and pears, has been 
especially devastating on or 
namental plants this spring

insects, principally honey bees 
The bees contaminate their 
mouth parts by feeding in 
blighted blossoms They then 
spread the bacterium from 
blossom to blossom

Fire blight first appears as 
blossom blight Infected 
blossoms becom e water • 
soaked and turn dark brown 
From the blossoms the bacteria 
quickly moves down the 
twigs, causing leaves to turn 
dark brown to black Infected 
twigs become dark green and 
look "oily” .

As the disease progresses 
into the limbs and truck of 
plants, cankers develop These 
normally are sunken and dark 
Next spring a sugary substance 
containing bacteria for new 
infections will ooze from the 
cankers

To effectively control fire 
blight, both cultural and 
chemical control methods must 
he used Prune infected por 
tions of the plant four to six 
inches below the last visible 
symptoms Paint large cuts 
with a tree paint Dip pruning 
equipment in a solution of nine 
parts water to one part 
household bleach between each 
cut to prevent spreading the 
bacterium from one cut to 
another

To prevent further infection, 
spray plants with Bordeaux 
mixture Zineb or a cuprio 
hydroxide fungicide

Homeowners with highly 
valued elm trees in their yard 
should keep a watchful eye on 
the trees to spot infestations of 
elm leaf beetles

The beetles are a serious pest 
of elm trees as they eat the 
surface of the leaves, leaving 
only the vines

High pressure, high 
volume sprayers are necessary 
to completely cover the foliage 
Some degree erf control can be 
obtained by spraying the trunk 
and lower limbs when the 
larvae move down to the 
ground to pupate

It's also time to spray for 
hag worm control They can 
only be killed when they are 
young and in the feeding stage

For i nf oi mat ion dealing with 
chemical control of bagworms 
and elm leaf beetles get a copy 
of L 199 "Texas Guide for 
Controlling Insects on Or­
namental Plants" available at 
the County Agent's office

Safew ay Expansion Program
The initial phase of a $49 5 

million building and expansion 
program begun in 1989 by the 
Dallas Division of Safeway 
Stores. Inc . has resulted in the 
addition of 31 new locations. 34 
replacement stores and the

new ice cream plant, 
foods warehouse addition, a 
new non foods warehouse, 
and truck repair shop for the 
company's milti • million • 
dollar fleet

The Distribution Center 
employs 1,030 persons, with 
approximately 285 more in the 
surrounding milk plant, ice 
cream plant, beverage plant 
and produce Pre pakt 
Department It is the largest

grocery chain 
center in Texas

The second phase of the 
expansion program, covering 
1972 through 1974, calls for 86 
additional new or replacement 
stores at projected ex ­
penditures of $84 8 million, 
according to Justice, and 
projected increase of some 
4.300 employees

"The phenomenal growth of 
this market area presents the 
greatest possible challenge," 
Justice stated "We feel very 
fortunate to have expected and 
planned well ahead of time to 
meet the challenge And we 
fully intend to keep right on 
growing too "
