SHANGHAI, March 2.— Chinese 
defense troops evacuated their for­
tifications around Shanghai under 
a withering fire from the Japanese 
today and re-established positions 
12% miles to the rear for another 
dogged stand.

Chinese commanders of the 
nineteenth route army declared 
“ the fight is just begun.”  as troops 
completed an orderly retreat to 
second defense lines,

Japanese merged land, sea and 
air forces for a driving offensive, 
seizing quick advantage of the op­
portunity offered by the Chinese 
retreat. Soldiers fiom the Tazang 
battle sector close in on a field 
arsenal, capturing quantities of 
Chinese arms and munitions.

Scenes of desolation -were on all 
sides in the Chapei sector. The 
Chinese had heavily mined the 
principal streets and set fire to 
many houses as they retreated.

The evacuation began shortly 
before expiration of the Japanese 
ultimatum threatening to blow up 
the main Shanghai railroad lines. 
In a few hours the Chinese troops 
wore behind new fortifications
outside a zone around the interna­
tional settlement, which the Jap­
anese had demanded they evacu­
ate.

“ I f  the Japanese choose to at­
tack us here, w’e will defend our­
selves,”  a spokesman said. “ Far 
from ending the battle, it is just 
beginning.”

Chinese leaders claimed that 
w’hereas the advantage of tactical 
position was with Japanese attack­
ers, in the fighting around Shang­
hai, the defenders now held the up­
per hand. The Japanese must car­
ry the fight away from their sup­
ply bases and airships and there 
are no roads to aid them.

Charles G. Daw'es, whose name is 
almost synonymous for the business 
community of Chicago will sit in the 
driver s seat as the active head of 
the great $2,000,000,000 Federal cor­
poration just authorized by Congress.

Another Chicago banker, a Demo­
crat who is being repeatedly men­
tioned as a man of Presidential tim­
ber has the distinction of making a 
vital contribution to the initial 
strength and success of the Recon­
struction Corporation. That man is 
Melvin A. Traylor, president of the 
First National Bank of Chicago who 

the first to visualize and propose

that the Reconstruction Corporation 
render some service to thousands of 
depositors of small banks which had 
failed during the past two years. The 
gist of Mr. Traylor's proposal before a 
Senate Sub-Committee was that the 
Reconstruction Finance Corporation 
be authorized to make loans to closed 
banks as w-ell as to financial institu­
tions and others needing its aid. Such 
a step would release substantial 
amounts of money to depositors 
whose funds had been “ frozen'' by 
the failure of such banks.

Mr. Traylor's suggestion made such 
an impression that it was embodied 
in the Bill as finally passed by Con­
gress. He. more than any other man, 
u responsible for the timely assis­
tance that will now be possible for 
many depositors of small banks 
throughout the country.

the county committee. These com­
mittees are being selected and full 
local publicity will be given to the 
selections as soon as they are com­
plete. In counties where there is a 
county agent, he can usually give 
farmers information regarding 
loan applications.

Tf a loan application is satisfac­
tory to the county committee, they 
forward it to the regional office 
where it is checked by the regional 
legal department and also by state 
representatives who are familiar 
with conditions in the region from 
which the application comes. I f  
approved by the regional office, 
checks are mailed immediately for 
the initial installment o f the loan. 
The right is reserved to make the 
loan in installments.

The set-up of the organization 
as outlined by Mr. Clarke is as fo l­
lows: Each regional director will
l’ »e responsible for the entire or­
ganization o f his territory. He wtll 
have with him a legal department, 
an agricultural department, and a 
disbursing officer. The agricul­
tural department will be made up 
of representatives of each state in 
the region, usually agricultural ex­
tension workers, who pass upon 
loan applications from their re­
spective states.

All application blanks are being 
mailed from the Washington, D. 
C., headquarters to the regional 
offices and from there they will go 
out to the county committees.

The county committees are se­
lected by the regional director. 
Following former practice, in 
counties where there is a county 
agent, the agent will be asked to 
suggest a county committee and 
he will act as an advisor to the 
committee. The committee in most 
cases will consist of three mem­
bers, usually bankers, farmers, and 
business men.

A pamphlet explaining in detail 
the procedure of applying for a 
loan is being prepared by the crop 
production loan office and will hr 
available soon through the county 
crop production loan committee.

Those in charge of arranging 
the county agricultural exhibit for 
the Dallas Fair, announced today 
that no county exhibit would he 
placed in the Fat Stock Show at 
Fork Worth but that a general ex­
hibit would be sent out.

Work on the exhibit has been 
done the past two days and this 
afternoon the vocational agricul­
tural teachers and county agents 
will work in Kastland completing 
the exhibit.

i The reason no exhibit is being 
sent to represent Eastland county 
is because of the decision on the 
part o f the Fat Stock Show’ to 
have cotton play an important 
part in the judging. As Kastland | 
county is not a cotton growing 
county it was decided not to enter 
a county exhibit.

Baled hay, feed, corn, maize 
and other grain crops will he fen- 
hired in the exhibit.

Warm Weather And 
Rains Effect Texas 

Business In Feb.
By United Press.

DALLAS. March 2.— Unseason­
ably warm weather and frequent 
rains affected business adversely 
during the past month, the federal 
reserve hank of Dallas said in its 
March report today in reviewing 
business conditions in the eleventh 
federal reserve district.

“ Much of the outdoor work has 
been retarded and consumer buy­
ing has been sluggish,”  the report 
stated. “ Department store sales 
in larger centers reflected a sea­
sonal declint* o f 59 per cent as 
compared with the previous month, 
and were 29 per cent smaller than 
in the opening month o f 1931.”

Wholesale merchandising show­
ed less than the usual seasonal ex­
pansion in Texas and was ma­
terially smaller than in January 
last year. Bad roads also cut down 
buying in rural sections.

“ Agricultural conditions con­
tinue generally favorable,”  the sur­
vey revealed. “ Small grains and 
other winter crops have made good 
progress and present prospects are 
encouraging.

“ On the other hand, land prep­
aration has been retarded and 
there have not been sufficient 
freezes to pulverize the soil and 
kill insects. Livestock and their 
ranges continue in good condition 
and prospects point toward early 
abundant pasturage in the ’spring.*’

Financial operations reflected 
largely the effect o f seasonal fac­
tors, the hank reported. Federal 
reserve bank loans to member 
hanks declined from $16,572,000 
on Jan. 15 to $14,168,000 on Feb. 
15. There has been a gradual re­
turn flow o f federal reserve notes, 
the actual circulation being $41,-

return on tentative valuation, and no saving ap­
parent to the public has resulted from the oper­
ation to date of the valuation act.’’

Similar negative results have followed investigations 
of the oil industry, the electrical industry and other great 
enterprises which have fallen under the displeasure of 
radical politicians.

But so long as the taxpayers do not complain, we shall 
see bigger and more expensive government investigations, 
with their attendant annoyance to business and industry, 
and with no benefit to anyone except the “ investigators” 
who are fortunate enough to get on the federal payroll.—

INCOME TAXES

Form* fo r  Making Return*

F'orins for filing returns of in­
come for 1931 have been sent to 
persons who filed returns last year. 
Failure to receive a form, how­
ever, doe* not relieve a taxpayer 
of his obligation to file his return 
and pay the tax on time, on or be­
fore March 15 if the return is 
made on the calendar-year basis, 
as is the case with most individ­
uals.

Forms may be obtained upon re­
quest, written or personal, from 
the offices of collectors of internal 
revenue and deputy collectors. 
Persons whose net income for 
1931 was derived chiefly from sal­
ary or wages and was not in excess 
of $5,000 should make their re­
turns on FYirm 1040A, a single 
sheet. Persons whose net income 
was in excess of $5,000. or, re­
gardless o f amount, was derived 
from a business, profession, rents 
or sale o f property, are required 
to use n larger form, 1010. F’ail- 
lire to use the proper form pre­
sents difficulties to both the tax­
payer and the bureau of internal 
revenue. Therefore, it is empha­
sized that a taxpayer engaged in 
a business or profession from 
which he derived a net income of 
le.-u; than $5,000 is required to use 
the larger form.

The return must be filed with 
the collector of internal revenue 
for the district in which the tax- 
paver has his legal residence or 
principal n'nco o f busines.- on or 
before midnight of March 15. 
1932. The tax may be paid in full

6.00 ffo,. time of filing the return, or
6.00 in four equal installments, due on 

or before March Ik. June 15, Sept. 
15, and Dec. 1 5.
